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REMITTANCE IN FOREIGN CURRENCIES: 
When we receive a cheque (check) in a foreign currency, the  

clearing bank in the U.K. makes a charge of about £3.  Consequently  
when calculating the amount to be paid £3 should be added to the  
sterling amount before converting to the foreign currency. 

We can accept dollar notes in U.S. or Canadian currency  
which avoids this charge.
