Twenty of the proposed
one hundred commemorative covers were to be
franked with the current 34¢ baseball park stamps
perfinned ‘WAL/KER’ (US #W20.5P) – the
philatelic perfin belonging to Floyd Walker. (Thanks
to Myra  Walker for preparing the stamps promised
by Floyd prior to his untimely death.)

The cachet on the cover (reproduced right) is in
color  and shows Mechling Baseball Field in Deland,
Florida.
