A quick note from Rudy Roy relates something he 
spotted on the web. Those of you who enjoy the 
Machin head definitive stamps of Great Britain are 
aware of “The Complete Deegham Machin 
Handbook” – the bible of Machin head collectors. 
Now comes an important update to that catalog for 
those of us who share a holey avocation. The next 
edition of the Handbook will contain an appendix, 

listing and illustrating all 904 perfins that have been 
used on Machin definitives.  
 
The note did not indicate when to expect this new 
edition nor whether this will be a simple listing or 
one by issue, but it should suggest a very interesting, 
specialized collection of modern British perfins.

(Brookville, PA), which according to the “Catalog of 
United States Perfins”, was near the end of its usage 
(1982). No ID is given in the  catalog but a location 
of Harrisburg, PA is given. 

This perfin appears to be another part of the State of 
Pennsylvania postage control system. I hope that 
some Perfins Club member will get telephone 
Harrisburg (or Jefferson County) and try to get 
positive use information.

Additional Belgian Railway Perfins 
Bob Schwerdt (#505L) 

 
Thanks to eight reports from Perfins Club members, 
the list of Belgian railway perfins can be increased 
by 56 types. It was surprising to  me that there was 
little duplication of these types by the eight 
collectors. Each had from three to twelve types that 
no one else reported. 
 
As I updated my catalog, I made another interesting 
observation. For about two dozen of my railway 
perfin types, I have no corresponding types among 
my postal issues. Perhaps I have just been 
unfortunate in that respect, but there are some 

elongated patterns that appear likely to be found 
only in the larger railway issues. I suppose other 
collectors have found this to be true. 
 
It appears that some punches may have been used 
primarily as cancels rather than perfins because 
dates or numbers have also been found with the 
perfin letters. See chart. 
 
In summary, approximately 150 of the more than 
1000 Belgian perfin types have been recorded in 
railway issues, and I believe that the list will grow.
