I have a personal curiosity about company histories 
and thought this might be interesting to others in the 
Club and it could help answer some outstanding 
questions about the users of perfins.   
 

The Ohio-Kentucky Distilling Co.  
An Update 

 
An example of this is found in the March 2006 issue 
of The Bulletin.  Bob Szymanski writes about the 
user of Des. 13 being the Ohio-Kentucky Distilling 
Co. (OK Distilling) and also Ferdinand Westheimer 
& Sons Company. The Westheimer Company was a 
national trust of distilling companies.  In searching 
information regarding the OK Distilling Company it 
appears as though the company became part of the 
Westheimer Trust. I do not completely believe the 
source of the information that is the basis of this 
opinion. However, there is some archival 
information in a library in Louisville, KY that could 
confirm this information. If any member in the 
Louisville area has the time and inclination to search 
for the information I can furnish its location. I am 
about 100 miles away and will try to get there 
sometime this summer, but the summer already 
looks busy. 
 

Cudahy Packing Company (C356) 
 
In the February issue of the Bulletin there was a 
cover from the Cudahy Packing Company 
advertising Old Dutch Cleanser.  In looking for 
information about the company I found the 
following. 
 
The Cudahy brothers started working in the meat 
business in the early 1860s.   The brothers operated 
small packing plants in Chicago in the 1870’s and 
1880’s.  In 1887, with backing from Phillip Armour, 
the family started an Armour-Cudahy packing plant 
in Omaha, Nebraska. Today we complain about 
cities and states giving money to companies to 
establish factories within their jurisdiction.  I was 
unaware but not surprised that this has been going 
on for a long time.  When the company started in 

1887 they received a $150,000 bonus for locating 
the company in Omaha.   
The Cudahy Packing Co. (C-356) was created in 
1890, when Michael bought Armour's interest. Over 
the next 30 years, the company added branches 
across the country.  Branches that I could find listed 
were Los Angeles, CA; Albany, GA; Newport, MN; 
Kansas City, KN; Wichita, KN; Salt Lake City, UT; 
Jersey City, NJ; Memphis (Leewood), TN; and 
Detroit, MI.  There were also additional offices 
located in Canada.  At the company’s peak there 
were 87 branches.   
 
They built a cleaning products plant at East Chicago, 
Indiana, in 1909.  Soap at this time was made from 
animal fats.  A natural extension for a meat packing 
company would be to make soap.  Products were 
marketed under the names Gibson’s Soap Polish, 
Premier Oil Soap, Cudahy’s Quick Sudz, and 
Pyramid Soap Powder.   
 
However, the Old Dutch Cleanser was a pumicite 
product, using materials mined in California starting 
in 1923.  Pumicite was also used in Bon Ami and 
Comet cleansers.  The original mine located in the 
Mojave Desert closed in 1947 and the material was 
subsequently obtained from other sources.  The 
product was packaged at plants in Toronto Canada; 
Calumet, IN; Los Angeles, CA; Omaha, NE; and 
Sydney, Australia. 
 
The company also branched into other related 
products.  In 1914 they purchased a cheese factory 
(The Dow Cheese Company) in Fond du Lac, 
Wisconsin and started producing Meadow Grove 
Cheese.  In 1917 they purchased the Sunlight 
Produce Company of Winfield, Iowa.  A separate 
produce house in Sioux City, Iowa produced 
Sunlight brand poultry and eggs.  At an Evansville, 
Wisconsin plant they produced D. E. Wood Butter, 
and Sunlight Creameries from Washington Court 
House in Ohio.  They also sold leather and wool 
(combed from the sheep hides). 
 
Much of this information comes from a company 
history published by the company in 1925.  
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
