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in the fashion they did. It is more likely that the 
creator of the item, and the distributor were not one 
and the same. Nor is it likely they were produced 
contemporary to their sale. We probably will never 
have the answer to this puzzle.

That’s all so far – except to note that I have a copy 
of the precursor pattern (C.G.A/H.) referred to by 
Bob Szymanski  in the Jul/Aug Bulletin (p. 120). 
Mine has a smudged cancel and what is legible 
shows [...FURT] The Austrian catalog shows this 
pattern as having INNSBRUCK postmarks! There is 
never a simple answer. 

 
 

User of S31 Identified 
Stellan Swenson (#2654) 

 
I recently found a letter with perfin S31 in the 
stamp. The user of this pattern is not identified 
in the Catalog of United States Perfins, although 
it is known used on stamps issued between 1926 
and 1933. The following cover confirms use by 

the Scandanavian-American Lines (27 
Whitehall St.), New York [City, NY], a 
shipping line of the Danish Corporation DFDS 
(Det Forende Dampskibs Selskab), Copenhagen. 
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
