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with the perfin with the exception of two: Scott #319 
and #345. In my article I questioned whether these 
special use stamps and overprinted issues also had 
the G.N perfin. 
 
The second: P. 27 Feb. Bulletin #5 – It is not Bosnia 
#110 but Austria Military #M56. 
 

And, Dr. Rene Manes (#3786) writes: 
 
I’ve been collecting stamps of the Cayman Islands 
for over 40 years and have never noticed a perfinned 
item before. I’m more interested in official perfins 
than business perfins. In any case, I’d appreciate it if 

anyone could tell me more about this item 
(Scott#276 issued 1970). 
 

 

 
 

 “AWOL” U.S. Perfin Patterns 
Bob Schwerdt (#505-L) 

 
Almost fifty perfin patterns in the present U.S. 
Perfin Catalog were not seen by the 1998 Catalog 
Editor, yet they are listed as they had been in 
previous catalogs. This is evidence that the patterns 
were known in previous years. All of the ‘unseen ‘ 
patterns are ‘A’ rated or are Schermack ‘A+’ rated. 
 
According to the census of 2,000, sixty-one ‘A’ 
rated patterns went unreported. Naturally, some 
members, whether closet collectors or not, hesitate 
to participate in census reporting. 
 
If any of the present membership own some of these 
AWOL patterns they would provide a fine service to 
the Club by reporting them. This could be 
accomplished confidentially by directly reporting to 
the U.S. Catalog Editor. 

Should all efforts fail to reveal the existence of these 
missing items, perhaps they should be assigned a 
‘AA’ rating and be relegated to a section in the 
Appendix. This arrangement would retain the pattern 
in the Catalog, but place it in an “AWOL’ list.  
 
No collector likes empty spaces in his or her albums. 
It is futile to hope for completeness when some 
patterns apparently no longer exist or have 
disappeared for 10 years or more. 
 
Several large collections were checked, but eighteen 
patterns remain unreported. Below is a listing of 
these unseen patterns. Hopefully, they will be 
reported so that they will no longer be AWOL, but 
will be returned to active duty.
