A used 1913 2£ Kangaroo Map Official 
stamp perforated with large “OS” for 
“Official Service”. 

 
While valued (Australian Commonwealth Specialists 
Catalogue) at approximately $7,800, and with a 
presale estimated value of $5,000 - $7,000, this 
stamp achieved a sale price of $46,000! The article 
goes on to note that none of the lots came with 
certificates of genuineness, or an expert opinion on 
its gum or condition. The stamp was purchased by 
John Zuckerman, vice president of Robert A Siegel 
Auction Galleries, acting for an undisclosed client 

who collects scarce British Commonwealth Official 
stamps.  
 
This price may redefine ‘scarce’ when applied to a 
perfin! 
 
About the seventh line of the article  - the note on 
Steve Endicott’s APS article begins jammed to the 
orphan. It at least was comprehensible although 
masked more than I intended.
