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An Item of Postal Perforating History - Bulletin 344/17  
Dave Hill reports that he asked Ray Simpson (co-author of Stamp 
Perforation; The Somerset House Years 1848 to 1880 – see review in this 
Bulletin) for his opinion of the machine shown in the article reprinted from 
the South Pacific Perfin Bulletin 2006.  He says it is almost certainly a 
fairly common line-perforating machine, possibly used in New South 
Wales or Victoria.  Was there a postcard reproduced from this picture at 
the Autumn Stampex? 
 
British Oil Rivers – Overprint and Perfin – Bulletin 347/12 
  
Tony Stanford writes to say “I can assure you that the 'BRITISH OIL 
RIVERS." overprint must be a fake.  I have an accumulation of such bogus 
overprints, produced by dealers using generally poor quality stamps used 
in GB to make up packets of stamps to enable collectors to fill spaces in 
the pre-printed albums, known as the packet trade.  In those days of 
course, perfined stamps were generally regarded as being worthless.”

Graham Fortey writes in response to Dave Hill’s appeal for dated copies 
of H.M/L - H5100.02.  He has a postcard bearing a ½d Green KGV 
postmarked Loughborough 13th May 1931 and a single copy of 1d Red 
KGV postmarked Loughborough 7th July 1915. 
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
