Jack Brandt writes with the following queries posed  
to members.  I have just got a copy of E0270.03 E.B 
on SG163 plate 14.  However the stamp has a V.I.R 
written on the front in India ink.  The writing is 
certainly made after the perfin since it bled through 
the holes.  However I am not sure if the writing was 
made before or after the cancel.  There is so little 

overlap.  I have looked and looked with a hand lens and have thought 
both ways.  The cancel is Liverpool, as is catalogue listed.  I am 
wondering if anyone else has met a similar “overprint”? 
 
The second query involves the perfin KLd 
(K1260.04).  I have a copy on I(RC) 1/- used 19 
February 1920 and with a part cancel F.&C.P.P. 
(see illustration).  Possibly this is a revenue cancel 
– but can any member with greater knowledge on 
cancels tell me more about this cancel and what the 
initials stand for?
