John Mathews writes that he has looked at the 1882 Kelly’s Essex
Directory and although there are a few commercial entries, and one
“private resident” entry, starting with “V”” in Colchester, none of them
seem to me at this stage to have any association with a heart symbol or
the number “4” (I presume it is a “4” above the
heart).

Jack Brandt however suggests that we go one step
further and include ‘“hearts” from other countries
and sends a scan of a “B in heart” perfin from India
that 1s known on Victorian and Edwardian issues.
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
