9. DO NOT COUNT PREPERS (perfinned 

precancels) unless, of course, you lack the 
perfin type in a regular postal issue. For the 
most part, Belgian and United States prepers 
fit this category.

10. DO NOT COUNT FAKES. These are not 

always easy to determine, but if the hole sizes 
and letter alignments vary considerably and if 
phony overprints have been added to stamps 
with legitimate perfins, you probably have a 
fake item.

UNITED STATES: Count each different perfin type 
once. Be careful not to count U.S. revenues that you 
have placed temporarily in your albums awaiting 
postal replacements. DO NOT COUNT personals.  

 
No counts should be entered in the grey highlighted 
headlines.  
 
In the final tally, I expect to list the highest count 
along with the name/number of the collector. Please 
indicate if you want anonymity for both name and 
number. When many collectors list the same total for 
one of the smaller places--Gibraltar for example, I 
shall write in "Many."  
 
If you have doubts about certain stamps or perfins, 
please send me photocopy of front and back for 
evaluation. Any new types discovered thus, will be 
forwarded to the respective catalog editors.  
 
By keeping a duplicate copy of your completed 
census form, you will have a reliable means for 
adding to your commercial perfin count as you 
acquire new material. You can add additional 
columns for your count of non-commercial perfins.  
 
For some collectors the counting may be a major 
undertaking, but please send in your results before 
the February 1, 2009 deadline for inclusion in the 
census. Please be sure to add any countries (and 
your count of commercial patterns) which are not 
listed on the census form . 
 
Occasional inventories often indicate how well we 
are progressing in any endeavor.
