Mosquito Control
The Town of Trappe has again entered into the Mosquito Control Program through the
Maryland Department of Agriculture.
The Town has the possibility of a total of 12 sprays during the 2020 mosquito season. If
the Town is sprayed 12 times the cost of the program will be $1,200.00.

The Maryland Department of Agriculture offers individual properties the opportunity to
exclude their property from the program if the property owner wishes to do so. If you
are interested in excluding your property a Request for Exemption from Adult
Mosquito Control Services form must be completed and returned to the Maryland
Department of Agriculture before April 30th.
