1/48 Dornier TA 154 H-1  
 
It was the end of the line for Focke Wulf - This model depicts a high altitude fighter at the end of the 
war. This kit includes white metal parts and photo etch. The great decals were from Trimaster circa 
1989. The model went together poorly and the wing to fuselage had large gaps. Despite the fit it was 
a fun build. Gunze paint was used for the color and Testors dull coat for the final finish. The antenna 
wire was on a pulley system, when the canopy slid back it caused slack in the line.

Dragon 1/35 M-60 1964 version 
Vallejo water based paints were used, olive drab shading with dusting on the bottom. Various 
pigments and washes used overall. A pin wash was used to highlight details, along with AK MIG 
weathering pencils. The pencils can be mixed with a bit of water for a colored wash effect. Vallejo 
matt varnish was used for a final coat and seal everything in.

A great kit with photo etch, nice graphic print, detailed instruction and 2 sets of decals.

Self sculpted Steam Punk figure - Lady Mechanica. The figure was sculpted using Sculpy 2 clay, with 
the base carved using high density foam. She has mechanical legs, arms and eyes. The figure was 
started 2 years ago, molded and then put away. The pistol was designed on computer software and 
then 3D printed. The pants were painted using an Israeli sand gray color representing a leather 
texture.

Started Jan 2020 and restarted Feb 2022  
Aluminum armature was used as a base, with Dave’s 2-part water epoxy and Apoxie sculpt.  
The clothing is cheese cloth dipped in liquid resin. It was placed over the body, that was first covered 
in aluminum foil. The body is hollow from mid-thigh down and hangs off the blade that has a brass 
rod support. The figure is painted in Enterprise gray and the blade was shot in Alclad. The blue bird 
was added to show she was a kind reaper!

Revell Spitfire Iron Maiden edition 
This is a fun build with an Eddy pilot who never dies. The aircraft is well shot up and new decals were 
made for the fantasy build.

There are magnets to attach turret to hull and carbon fiber rod in the guns. 
Some parts were photo resin dipped.

The aircraft was dropped while in prep for painting. The slo-mo release from his hand ended with a 
ejected cockpit and a broken wing drop tank. The paint is Tamiya acrylic lacquer silver over a black 
base.

The model was painted with Revell, Testors, Tamiya and Citidel acrylics

This race car ran in the Rolex 24 Hours at Daytona, 12 Hours at Sebring and at American LeMans 
series races. This model was partially printed by a Tampo process, that included the black graphics 
and some side markings. The model was painted with Revell, Testors, Tamiya and Citidel acrylics

The kit is a basic fun build, no interior and few parts. It represents the 1925 Schneider Cup winner of 
Jimmy Doolittle.
