START UP: Add four ounces to each drain in area. Apply
around edge of drain, attempting to coat sides of drain. Repeat
dosage daily as necessary, usually for 5-7 days.
FOR MAINTENANCE: Apply four ounces per drain every on
to two weeks.

PREPARATION: Remove loos
material from area.
