He worked in a variety of Executive Management roles and retired as the 

ASAC of the White Collar Crime Branch, responsible for Public Corruption, Corporate Fraud, Securities 

and Commodities Fraud, Intellectual Property Rights, FCPA and Health Care Fraud. Agent Anderson 

previously served as supervisor of the FBI Enron Task Force in Houston investigating the largest and 

most complex White Collar Crime case in FBI history which resulted in the conviction of 22 individuals 

and over $100 million forfeited to the victims of the Enron fraud. Agent Anderson is a recipient of the 

Attorney General's Award for Exceptional Service, the highest award given by the Department of Justice, 

for his work on the Enron case and has lectured about Enron and ethics around the country and in Hong 

Kong. 

Agent Anderson obtained a Masters of Business Administration degree with Distinction from the 

University of Louisville in Louisville, Kentucky. Additionally, Agent Anderson is a Certified Fraud 

Examiner as designated by the Association of Certified Fraud Examiners.

Å Audiovisual Setup Equipment.  FBD covers the costs of a basic setup of screen and projector stand and 

electrical connections in each meeting room.

The specific package is dependent upon the negotiated pricing and 

specifications available at each conference site through the audiovisual provider.  

Å Booths and Drapage.  FBD incurs costs for the rental of exhibit booths and for draping the exhibit area, as 

well as draping needs throughout other conference activities.

Miscellaneous expenses are incurred in conducting two Board of Directorsô 

meetings. 

Å Conference Planning Activities.  FBD provides some support for each associationôs program chair to attend 

the FBD Boot Camp, an intensive program planning meeting.  FBD also provides support to the Executive 

Director and FBD General Program Chair related to on-site inspections of hotel facilities in planning the 

use and allocation of meeting space.    

Å Site Selection Recommendations.  FBD covers the travel costs of the Executive Director and partial support 

for Site Selection Committee travel so that potential convention sites can be effectively evaluated for 

recommendation to the Board of Directors.   

Å Printing and Mailings.  FBD absorbs the costs of maintaining and updating mailing lists, printing the FBD 

Call for Papers, and printing and/or mailing other conference materials.  

Å Website Design and Maintenance.  FBD covers the Fees to maintain a website address and the costs to 

provide for continuous maintenance of a website.

Assistant Special Agent in Charge (ASAC) Michael E. Anderson retired from the FBI on November 30, 

2017 after 28 years of service. He worked in a variety of Executive Management roles and retired as the 

ASAC of the White Collar Crime Branch, responsible for Public Corruption, Corporate Fraud, Securities 

and Commodities Fraud, Intellectual Property Rights, FCPA and Health Care Fraud. Agent Anderson 

previously served as supervisor of the FBI Enron Task Force in Houston investigating the largest and most 

complex White Collar Crime case in FBI history which resulted in the conviction of 22 individuals and 

over $100 million forfeited to the victims of the Enron fraud. Agent Anderson is a recipient of the Attorney 

General's Award for Exceptional Service, the highest award given by the Department of Justice, for his 

work on the Enron case and has lectured about Enron and ethics around the country and in Hong Kong. 

Agent Anderson obtained a Masters of Business Administration degree with Distinction from the 

University of Louisville in Louisville, Kentucky. Additionally, Agent Anderson is a Certified Fraud 

Examiner as designated by the Association of Certified Fraud Examiners.

General Securities License. This is a required license for a professional to work as a broker/dealer, back 

office operations, compliance and many other roles in the financial services industry. Given the shortfall 

of needed financial advisors, FINRA starting in fall 2018 split the Series 7 into the Securities Industry 

Essentials (SIE) exam that requires no sponsorship from firms. Students can complete SIE while in college 

and on successful completion of SIE are eligible for any of Series exams (6, 7, 66, etc.).

SESSION A Special Presentation: A Tutorial on Islamic Finance

This session seeks to evaluate how well Islamic economic institutions have reached their stated goals. Four 

recent trends demonstrate the relevance of this tutorial. First, according to the 2009 Pew Forum on Religion 

and Public Life report, 1.57 billion people, or nearly 1 in 4 in the world, are Muslim. Second, the growth 

of universities in Muslim countries and the expanding interest in Islamic thought in Western universities 

have created a receptive audience for Islamic economics. Third, the Islamic financial industry nearly tripled 

from 2007 to 2018, a period when most conventional banks were struggling. The fact that no Islamic banks 

needed to be bailed out by taxpayer money has increased interest in the soundness of the Islamic financial 

model. Finally, it is crucial that the principles of Islamic economics be put to the test. Some important 

questions must be answered. In a global business environment largely unsympathetic to the Islamic model, 

how well have religious-based values translated into actual performance? Is following the Islamic model a 

hindrance to financial institutions, or is there evidence that it can be economically and spiritually 

rewarding?  

 

The tutorial will introduce the ýnancial systems, products and services offered by IFIs in the Islamic finance 

industry. It will discuss the types of ýnancial institutions operating within the system. It explains the various 

ýnancial products and services provided by both banking and Takaful institutions in terms of product 

features and mechanisms. Finally, it highlights pertinent risk management issues relevant to the ýnancial 

institutions involved in Islamic ýnancial activities.
