God 
hears the objection and still wants him to go.  Have you ever argued with God about 
where you were being sent?  What happened?

+ God chose Saul as an instrument before Saul had any idea what was happening 
to him.  How does it change the way you think about difficul or resistant people in 
your life to consider that God may already be at work in them?
