
Questions for reflection

+ Paul does not say: be grateful that Jesus emptied himself.  He says: have this mind among yourselves.  
What is the difference between admiring the kenosis and inhabiting it?  Where do you land right now?

+ Paul says: you shine like stars in the world.  A kenotic community is visibly different.  You can see it from 
a distance.  When you imagine that kind of community, what does it look like?  What would have to 
change in our community for someone to see that?

+ Paul says this mind is to be among yourselves - it is a communal posture, not just a private one.  What 
would your community look like if everyone genuinely held the interests of others above their own?  What 
is one step toward that this week?
