Professional Development
Last year we awarded three scholarships for music 
teachers to attend the FMEA conference. This year 
we will be offering scholarship opportunities for 
continuing musical education workshops to music 
teachers after the FMEA conference. For example the 
American Choral Directors Association may be of interest 
to a vocal teacher or an Orff workshop (4th and 5th grades 
who play recorders, xylophone and marimbas together are 
called an Orff ensemble) for an elementary school music 
teacher.
