AGAVE ADVICE - SAM PATEL

One of the plants that thrive well in the desert is the Rose. With proper care and
attention one can have a thriving rose garden in no time. In addition to tolerating the
Phoenix climate, roses have multiple uses ranging from acting as landscape features
such as hedges to providing flowers for decoration and making jams.

Roses are the most popular plants historically and have been bred for centuries to
develop a wide range of colors and forms. The original species of roses were bred to
create ~16,200 various rose varieties based on different characteristics such as
fragrance, color, and size. Of which a few thousand are being grown to-day.

Due to the large variety of roses, they are categorized based on their growth habit as
follows:

- Ground cover (Bush/Trailing)- Wide but build up to no more than 2ft high. Perfect
for covering slopes, level ground and growing in containers.

- Miniature- Classical bud & abundance of blooms. Height ranges from 1-1.5ft. Grow
in pots on garden tables, tubs, window boxes, around a bird bath.

- Bush/Shrub-Attractive perennial and disease resistant foliage. Heights is ~3ft.

- Floribunda-Produce clusters of blooms continuously. May serve as cut flowers.
Height is 2-6ft. Can be grown in pots and as hedges.

- Hybrid Tea-Most commonly grown roses. Height varies from 2-6ft. Single stem
blooms, great for cut-ting.

- Grandiflora- Flowers are borne single or in long stemmed clusters. Height is 8-10 ft.
Good for cut roses. Good as a background or barrier plant.

- Tree Rose-Roses grafted on 3ft long canes. Great for height in bedding.



- Climber-Produce long climbing shoots. Must be supported & tied to fence, wall,
pergola. Tie annual shoots in a horizontal line for more flowers.

- Heritage Roses — Everything older than 1867 (the year the first hybrid tea was
introduced).

Good roses are like wine in the sense that they are made for the connoisseurs. As wine
has different elements to it in wine tasting such as the acidity, body, sweetness etc.;
roses have a similar structure for their fragrance. This structure consists of the base,
floral, and head fragrances. Every rose has a fragrance, although some smells are
dependent on external conditions such as weather, time etc.

Guide to grow roses

Planting

Light - Roses need moderate sunlight with sufficient air circulation. Roses require direct
light for about five hours in the morning when planted east of a building, or in the
afternoon when planted west of a building.

Temperature - Roses prefer hot, dry conditions. Roses become dormant when
temperatures fall be-low zero at night and less than 50°F in the day. With temperatures
of 50°F to 77°F during the day, roses will flower throughout the year.

Soil - Soil must be a rose mix and well draining. The ideal pH is 6-6.5. Roses must be
planted in a hole as deep and double the width of the container.

Watering
Cover soil with mulch to conserve water. Large well established plants need more water
than new smaller plants.

Fertilizing

Repeat flowering roses require multiple feeding (monthly) before each bloom while
single flowering roses require only one feeding before bloom. In the desert Southwest, it
is recommended to not feed during the summer season. The fertilizers used must also
be well balanced.

Pruning
Roses are more productive and attractive with some pruning. Dead, weak and old
growth must be thinned out regularly.

Winter Protection
When temperatures drop to 10F or lower, some cold protection is required.

Pest Control

Aphids- Spray with water/soap water.

Spider Mites — Strong stream of soapy water.
Virus — No Cure.



Thrip — Difficult in organic gardens.
