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Regular City Council Meeting
June 10, 2024
Mayor Gomez called meeting to Order at 5:32 p.m. Present were Aldermen Ms. Sosa, Mrs. Cox and Mr. Ives. Mr. Wooldridge and Mrs. Harrison were absent.
The Pledge of Allegiance was observed. Mr. Potter led the opening prayer.
There was no Citizen’s Input.
Ms. Friday discussed the Park Improvement Project. Ms. Sosa made a motion to table. Mr. Ives seconded the motion. All in favor.
Ms. Friday asked for an update on the instillation of the half pipe. Mrs. Cox made a motion to gather information for footing before instillation. Ms. Sosa seconded the motion. All in favor.
Ms. Sosa made a motion to accept the MOU with Hill Country Alliance. Mrs. Cox seconded the motion. All in favor.
Mrs. Cox made a motion to have no burn ban at this time. Ms. Sosa seconded the motion. All in favor.
Mrs. Cox made a motion to move to Stage 3 water restrictions. Mr. Ives seconded the motion. All in favor.

Mrs. Cox made a motion to move the City of Camp Wood property tax collections to the Real County Tax Assessor/Collector. Ms. Sosa seconded the motion. All in favor.

Mr. Cox addressed the Council and discussed the TDEM Conference. There was a lot of important information. New contacts were made. He will work on a Hazzard Mitigation Plan for the City to be included in the Real County Hazzard Mitigation Plan.
It was decided budget workshops will be held July 13th and July 20th at 8:00 a.m.

Mr. Clayton is working the pump at the spring to increase flow. He will have a heavy admin load for the next couple of months.
The Utility Billing report was presented to the Council.
Mr. Terry said the new truck is running well and they are keeping up with garbage pickup.
Mr. Gonzales stated they have started picking up brush again and the dump truck broke down. We are going to try and fix it inhouse. 
Mr. Gonzales said he has been watering hay. There was a good rain last night but we are not going to have a good hay crop this year.
In Animal Control, Mr. Gonzales informed the Council he and Mr. Vasquez are finding classes for continuing education. Seven (7) dogs were adopted this month.
Ms. Martin gave the City Secretary report.

Mayor Gomez was approached by Mr. Jackman asking if the City has any extra fill that could be used for the school building addition. Mayor Gomez said the fill is available. Mr. Ives made a motion to supply the fill to Mr. Jackman. Mrs. Cox seconded the motion. All in favor.
Mr. Ives made a motion to approve minutes from Regular City Council Meeting May 13, 2024. Ms. Sosa seconded the motion. All in favor.
Mr. Ives made a motion to approve Financial Statements. Mrs. Cox seconded the motion. All in favor.
Ms. Sosa made a motion to approve City bills for payment.  Mr. Ives seconded the motion. All in favor.
