Approaching From Providence Highway Near Dedham
Square:

From Providence Highway near Dedham Square, turn left at the
traffic lights onto Eastern Avenue. Travel along Eastern Ave-
nue to the four-way stop intersection at East Street.

Show Vehicles: Turn right onto East Street, and the grounds of
the Endicott Estate are approximately one-half mile on the left.

Spectators: Continue past Endicott Estate on your left and turn
right at the light onto Rustcraft Road and will bring you to the
location for the FREE off-site parking lot and FREE shut-
tle.

Approaching From Route 128 North or South:

Show Vehicles: From Route 128, take exit #14 for East Street/
Canton Street. At the top of the ramp, follow the signs for East
Street towards Dedham. There will be an office building on
your left-hand side. Travel along East Street for approximately
one mile. You will enter a rotary at a gas plaza. Travel % of the
way around the rotary and proceed under the Railroad Bridge.
The grounds of the Endicott Estate are approximately one-half
mile on the right.
