CITY OF STANWOOD TAKES ADDITIONAL FLOOD 
CONTROL MEASURES
City Council has approved the construction of a deployable %ood 
gate near the 532 Overpass on Marine Drive, a vital step in enhanc-
ing %ood protection for downtown Stanwood. Construction will be-
gin in early November, with completion anticipated by early 2025. 
The project involves building a concrete structure beneath Marine 
Drive that metal gates can be slid into when %ooding happens to 
prevent water from breaching Stanwood. In previous years, sta" 
and community volunteers have sandbagged this section of road, 
known as “Fort Freberg,” which is time and labor intensive. Having 
a deployable %ood gate, similar to those constructed in Mount Ver-
non, will make response times faster and more e#cient. This work 
marks one of two project phases. The second phase will involve con-
structing a second set of %ood gates along the railroad tracks. The 
city is working closely with BNSF on the second phase of this proj-
ect. “My commitment to you as Mayor is to do all we can to prevent 
%ooding,” Mayor Roberts. “The %ood gate project is another measure 
we are taking to keep our city safe.” In 2021, the City of Stanwood 
constructed the %ood berm that runs along Highway 532. The %ood 
berm has already proven e"ective at preventing water from spilling 
over the highway as a result of %ooding from the Stillaguamish Riv-
er. The total project cost for the Marine Drive Flood Control Project 
is anticipated to be $432,606. The City of Stanwood also has plans 
to repair the failing dike that sits west of downtown Stanwood, just 
before the Stanwood Camano Bridge. The 100-year-old dike built by 
farmers in the late 1800s separates Stanwood from the Puget Sound. 
Sta" have managed to raise over $8 million in grant funding to make 
the Dike Repair Project possible and are working in collaboration 
with the Stillaguamish Tribe of Indians, Snohomish County and oth-
er regional partners to see this crucial work through.

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PEANUT BUTTER BEAR PAW COOKIES
Soft and chewy peanut butter cookies topped with a fun chocolate 
paw print, Enjoy! 

INGREDIENTS: 1/2 c. butter, softened; 1 c. creamy peanut butter; 1 
c. granulated sugar, plus 1/4 c. for rolling the cookies in; 1/2 c. light 
brown sugar, packed; 2 lg. eggs; 1/2 tsp. vanilla extract; 2 c. all-pur-
pose %our; 2 tsp. baking soda; 1/2 tsp. salt; 48 dark chocolate melting 
wafers (I use Ghirardelli); 144 dark chocolate chips (I use Ghirardelli)

DIRECTIONS: 1. Preheat the oven to 350 degrees. Line rimmed bak-
ing sheets with parchment paper; set aside. 2. In a large bowl, beat 
together the butter, peanut butter, sugar, and brown sugar until 
smooth and creamy. Add in eggs and vanilla, beat until combined. 3. 
In a medium bowl, whisk together %our, baking soda, and salt. Add 
the %our mixture to the peanut butter mixture and beat until just 
combined. 4. Using a small cookie scoop, scoop tablespoonfuls of 
dough. Roll the dough into balls then roll in granulated sugar. Place 
2-inches apart on the prepared baking sheets. 5. Bake for 7-9 min-
utes. The cookies should look pu"y and soft but set. 6. Remove the 
cookies from the oven. Press a chocolate wafer into the lower center 
portion of each cookie, then add 3 chocolate chips to make the paw-
shaped pattern. 7. Allow the cookies to completely cool on the pans. 
To speed things up, place the baking sheet with cookies in the refrig-
erator for 15-20 minutes to allow the chocolate to harden. 8. Once 
the cookies have completely set, you can stack them in between 
parchment or wax paper and store them in an air-tight container for 
2-3 days on the counter, 1 week in the refrigerator, or 3 months in the 
freezer. Yields 48 cookies.

THE HEARTBREAK OF TIME BLINDNESS
