LANTERNS

So easy to make. These would also make for a great party craft or al-
tar decoration for Dia de Los Muertos. To make the lanterns glow, you
can use non-toxic, glow-in-the-dark paint. For the original craft, we
used glow-in-the-dark sticks. These can be toxic, and some sticks can
have glass inside. Breaking the glow in the dark sticks can be danger-
ous as well. That is why we have replaced the glow-in-the-dark sticks
with safe, non-toxic glow-in-the-dark paint. You can make these skull
lanterns in three easy steps: Using the Sharpie marker, paint a fun
sugar skull or Calavera design on the front of each mason jar. Using
the brush, paint the inside of the jar with glow-in-the-dark paint. Let
the paint dry before closing the jar.

Day of the Dead Lanterns Using Glow-in-the-Dark Sticks: As men-
tioned before, you can also make these using glow-in-the-dark sticks.
To make the glow-in-the-dark lanterns using glow sticks, start by cut-
ting a glow-in-the-dark stick in half. Make sure that you use gloves
when you cut the sticks. Do not let children handle or cut them as the
chemicals inside the glow stick can irritate skin and eyes. Some glow
sticks also have glass inside! _So be careful when handling them as
there might be glass shards inside the glow stick. Pour the glow in
the dark liquid inside the mason jar. Close the jar tightly and shake it,
ensuring the liquid covers all the inside of the mason jars. You should
use proper safety materials like safety glasses and gloves to protect
your eyes and skin.

(no, this isnt my Halloween mask)

| have one crippling phobia: a morbid anxiety about anything - or
anyone - possibly slicing into one of my eyeballs. How severe is my
phobia? To this day, I still can't go anywhere near a pier where people
are fishing for fear someone will cast their line and somehow hook
my eyeball.

Ten years ago, my ophthalmologist told me | had early stage cata-
racts in both eyes.

I'd
probably faint before | reached the third paragraph.

On the cover of the eyecare firm's brochure it shows a smiling older
woman supposedly happy to have regained her youthful eyesight.

MAJOR RISKS OF CATARACT SURGERY. These include swelling, infec-
tion, double vision, droopy eyelids, something called ghost images
- the list of possible adverse side effects and complications goes on
for several paragraphs. Then the copy sneaks in at the end, “and in
rare instances, blindness or even death.” Holy crap! What did | just
sign up for?

For weeks leading up to my surgery, several supportive friends told
me they'd had the same procedure, that it was a breeze, and how
glad they are that they did it. | learned the typical cataract surgery
only takes 20 to 45 minutes - so, roughly the same amount of time it
takes Domino's to deliver my pepperoni pizza.

| want to thank everybody who gave me calming words of encour-
agement. This list, however, does NOT include my buddy Raymond,
who told me - and I'm not making this up - “I hope your doctor isn't
Dr. Witherspoon. He lost his license after he caused several people to
go blind as a result of his botched surgeries” Raymond shared this
traumatizing story one day before | went in for my operation. Thanks,
buddy.

Here's a fun fact that kept me up at night for weeks before my cat-
aract surgery: You're CONSCIOUS during the entire procedure. Well,
sort of. You're sedated, but technically you're still awake. That's be-
cause they need to keep you conscious in order to ask you important
questions like, “Are you feeling any pain?” and “Which eye did you
want us to remove today?” and “Did you remember to sign the lia-
bility release form when you checked in today in the off chance Dr.
Witherspoon is still hungover and things take a turn for the worse
during the procedure?” At least that's what Raymond told me.

Every year since that initial diagnosis, my eye doctor has reminded
me the dreaded day was coming. Recently, that frightful day finally
arrived. | went in for cataract surgery on my right eye. And in two
weeks - assuming | haven't gone blind, died, or fled the area in a
panic - I'm scheduled to do the other eye.

Thankfully, they drugged me up so much | had no idea what was
going on during my procedure. But just to be on the safe side, as
they prepped me, | asked the attending anesthesiologist to adminis-
ter the maximum “knockout” dosage medically permitted. If it might
accidentally cause me to lose my memory of all events that occurred
since the year 2016, | told her | was totally okay with that.

I would now like to describe in gory, graphic detail exactly what they
did to me in that operating room... but | can't. Because | don't re-
member a thing. After the procedure, | felt totally fine. The doctor
was a miracle worker.

He told me afterwards that | should not lift anything over 25 pounds
or extend any significant physical effort for the next two weeks. Of
course, | relayed to my wife that the doctor said to avoid any un-
pleasant physical labor for the next six months. So, it looks like this
husband just got out of having to change the cat litter boxes and
take out the trash for the foreseeable future - out of an abundance
of precaution, mind you.

Ijust emailed my ophthalmologist to ask him if he could write a letter
indicating it’s also not medically safe for me to empty the dishwash-
er, rake the leaves, make the bed, or assemble the gas grill during
this time. I'd just hate for anything to set back my recovery.
