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POOR MAN’S PARADISE

The Camwood Mobile Home Park, long gone now in this era of gat-
ed communities and exclusive developments, once offered modest 
living on beachfront tracts destined for future high taxation.  When 
the hammer finally fell, there must have been 20 single wides all 
lined up in angles that gave each tenant a peekaboo view to the 
Sound and the Olympic Mountains beyond, and although the lease 
was a bit high and the power and water levy exorbitant, folks with 
limited means could enjoy a small piece of the good life at a reduced 
price.  Most of the island back then, really, was affordable.

Sure, there was no work and the drive to the nearest town was hell-
ishly long, but there are always folks who prefer the edge of poverty 
to the sacrifice of 8-5, a sadistic boss, a crap job.  I should know, I was 
the same way.  My good luck, however, was having a small savings 
account, enough to buy a shack, not rent a trailer at the Camwood.

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CHINESE CHICKEN LETTUCE WRAPS

Stir-fried chicken and veggies tossed with an Asian-style sauce 
wrapped in lettuce leaves. A delicious healthy meal the whole family 
will enjoy!!

SAUCE: 3-4 T. hoisin sauce; 1 T. oyster sauce; 1 T. low sodium soy 
sauce; 1 tsp. sesame oil; 2 T. water; 2 tsp. cornstarch

FILLING: 5-6 pieces boneless skinless chicken thighs, finely chopped; 
8-9 shiitake mushrooms, fresh or rehydrated, minced; 1 clove garlic, 
minced; 1 tsp. fresh ginger, grated; 1-2 green onions, minced; 1 (8 
oz.) can bamboo shoots, minced; Butter lettuce leaves for serving

DIRECTIONS: 1. SAUCE: In a small bowl, whisk together all ingredi-
ents, set aside. 2. FILLING: Finely chop the chicken and mince the 
vegetables. In a large skillet over medium-high heat, stir-fry the 
chicken in a little vegetable oil. When the chicken is longer pink, add 
in the rest of the filling ingredients and the sauce. Cook for 3 to 5 
more minutes. 3. Spoon 1 to 2 tablespoons of the cooked filling mix-
ture into each lettuce leaf. Top with more hoisin sauce, if desired. 4. 
Eat taco-style, wrapped neatly like a burrito. Serves 4. 5. Notes: If you 
use chicken breast or tenderloin instead of thighs, you can save a 
lot of time reducing your food preparation. Thigh meat will require 
more effort, but taste better. While the chicken breast will be faster 
and healthier, but not quite as tasty.
