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The Martin County Local Coordinat-
ing Council (LCC) met on Friday, No-
vember 12, 2021, to review grant ap-
plications submitted for the 2022 LCC 
grant cycle.

For entities and projects to be consid-
ered for LCC grant funding, project ap-
plications must have addressed at least 
one of the three problem statements iden-
tified by the Local Coordinating Coun-
cil (LCC) as a need in Martin County. 
Those problem statements are: 

-Adults abuse alcohol, methamphet-

amine, marijuana, and/or other drugs in 
Martin County. 

-Youth user rates of alcohol, tobacco/
vaping products, and marijuana are con-
sidered high and problematic in Martin 
County. 

-There is a lack of awareness on the 
part of youth and their families of the 
consequences involved with illegal sub-
stance abuse in Martin County. 

In addition, proposed programs must 
be aimed at preventing alcohol abuse 
and other drug use in groups who are 
not currently using alcohol and/or oth-
er drugs (education/prevention), fo-
cused on methods of intervention and/
or treatment in groups of people using 
or abusing alcohol and/or other drugs or 
at a significant risk of use (intervention/
treatment), and/or address methods to in-
crease efforts in law enforcement and/or 
criminal justice aimed at reducing alco-
hol and other drug use (law enforcement/
judicial).

Let Us Pray for the Little Ones Lost By Abortion! 
We join our nation in mourning the deaths of millions of innocent lives 
lost to abortion.  We acknowledge the pain and anguish suffered by the 
many mothers and fathers who now regret that fateful decision.  We 
pray for their healing.  We only wish that mothers coming into the 
abortion chambers could see the “window into the womb” so they 
could understand what they are carrying.  If allowed this vision, we 
believe they would choose life not abortion.   
 

The National Garden Bureau has an-
nounced that 2022 will be the Year of 
the Gladiolus in the bulb category. Glad-
ioli (or just glads) actually grow from 
corms, not true bulbs, but the category 
has been expanded to include corms, 
rhizomes and other bulb-like tubers. The 
name gladiolus comes from the Latin 
word for sword, and the leaves are cer-
tainly sword-like. Flowers appear on tall 
scapes and blooms open from the bottom 
up. Native to Africa and the Mediterra-
nean area, glads have been cultivated for 
centuries. The genus includes some 250 
species, but most of the cultivated variet-
ies are hybrids.

I admit that I am not a great gladiolus 
fan. My dad used to plant a row of glads 
across the vegetable garden, but they are 
rarely used in landscapes. We had to dig 
the corms, dry them and store them in 
my grandparents’ basement for the win-
ter. During their growing season, we of-
ten had to stake them to keep them from 
falling over. They bloom only one time 
but do produce several individual flowers 
over a week or so. Still, it is hard to deny 
that the stalks of blooms are beautiful and 
that they make a wonderful back-of-the-
arrangement flower. Most of the gladioli 
grown today are grown specifically for 
use as cut flowers, but they are gaining 
more acceptance as landscape specimens 
and even are being used in containers. 
You may grow them in individual nursery 
pots and drop them into mixed containers, 
exchanging a spent plant for an on-com-
ing bloomer to keep the planter going.

Cultivated gladioli fall into five main 
categories. The grandiflora hybrids are 
the three-to-four-foot glads that Dad 
(and likely your grandparents) grew. The 
orchid-like flowers may be 5 to 6 inch-
es across, and the long stalks may have 
12 to 20 individual flowers. They occur 
in white and every color of the rainbow 
except true blue, as well as bi-colors. 
Some blooms are ruffled or fringed. The 
drawback is they are susceptible to fall-
ing over in windy conditions, so staking 
is recommended. You may either use in-
dividual bamboo stakes or make a fence 
along which to grow them. They are only 

hardy to zone 7, so they are usually ei-
ther grown as annuals or the corms are 
dug and stored away to be planted again 
the next year. Dwarf grandiflora hybrids 
resemble their larger cousins but are only 
half to two-thirds the size. This group in-
cludes the popular butterfly glads, with 
throat blotches in contrasting colors, and 
the attractive glamini glads.

Nanus hybrids also resemble the gran-
difloras, but are a little smaller. They 
have a more restricted color selection, 
offering only red, white and pink flowers 
and bi-colored flowers. However, at only 
18 to 24 inches tall, they are less prone 
to flopping and they are hardy to zone 5, 
so the corms may be left in the ground 
through our Indiana winters. Byzantine 
gladioli produce around a dozen 2-inch 
magenta blooms on each stem. They of-
ten naturalize in gardens in the south, but 
they are only hardy to zone 7. Dalenii hy-
brids produce slender 2 to 3-foot stems 
with flowers about half the size of the 
grandiflora hybrids. The blossoms also 
appear to have hoods instead of the ful-
ly-open flowers of other gladioli. They 
are hardy to zone 6.

Gladioli need at least 6 hours of sun 
each day to do well. They also need rich 
soil with good drainage. The corms of 
grandiflora types need to be planted 6 to 
8 inches deep to develop strong stems.  
Smaller varieties may be planted 4 to 6 
inches deep. All should be spaced about 6 
inches apart. In order to keep the blooms 
coming, succession planting is necessary, 
starting in mid-May and continuing until 
the first of July. Flowers should appear 
80 to 90 days after planting. Regular wa-
tering is necessary, as drought-weakened 
plants may be attacked by thrips or spi-
der mites. As flowers fade, remove the 
spent blooms to allow the blooms above 
to shine.

For the best selection of corms, shop a 
catalogue or website of a respected bulb 
merchant. Corms will also be available in 
nurseries and garden centers this spring. 
Buy the biggest corms you can. Bigger 
corms mean larger and healthier plants. 
Make 2022 the Year of the Gladiolus in 
your garden.

The Purdue Agricultural Economics 
Report’s annual outlook issue identifies 
key factors that may affect the agricul-
tural economy in the coming year. For 
2022, Purdue experts cite inflation and 
COVID-19 uncertainty as key issues 
impacting food prices, general economy 
performance, farm costs and returns, farm 
financials and household economics.

Jayson Lusk, Purdue University Dis-
tinguished Professor of Agricultural Eco-
nomics, tackles the issue of increasing 
food prices in the coming year, suggest-
ing that slowing government spending 
may slow the rate of inflation. Larry De-
Boer, professor emeritus, examines the 
role of inflationary expectations on the 
broad economy, asserting that price in-
creases in 2021, as well as how contin-
ued COVID-19 complications may have a 
continued negative effect on economic re-
covery. Maria Marshall, professor and the 

Jim and Lois Ackerman Endowed Chair 
of Agricultural Economics, identifies the 
challenges that inflation places on house-
holds, especially those in rural areas, as 
they relate to childcare and employment. 
In the areas of farm management and fi-
nance, professors Michael Langemeier 
and Nicole Olynk Widmar forecast that 
crop and dairy producers should expect to 
see increasing input costs and a squeeze 
on margins in 2022.

Additional articles in the issue focus on 
topical areas where COVID-19 and infla-
tion are not primary concerns; however, 
their effects are still being felt. Professor 
Russell Hillberry and associate professor 
Roman Keeney focus on changes in trade 
(supply chains, China) and farm policies 
(economic shocks impacting the next farm 
bill), while Brady Brewer, assistant pro-
fessor, and Todd Kuethe, associate profes-
sor and Schrader Endowed Chair in Farm-
land Economics, look at changing farm 
land values, cash rents, and expectations 
for agricultural credit markets in 2022.
