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2020 Census Committee hopes to
increase county’s response rate

Martin County’s voluntary response
to the 2010 Census was just 71 percent.
Ten years before that it was 73 percent. A
committee was formed last year, chaired
by Vickie Wathen, of Loogootee, to help
improve the count. The committee con-
sists of school teachers from Loogootee
and Shoals, the Loogootee Mayor’s of-
fice, the Loogootee Library Director, and
members of the public. The goal of the
committee is to increase Martin Coun-
ty’s voluntary response rate, without
requiring Census workers to track down
residents to count. According to Wathen,
education is the primary focus. Com-
mittee members will be posting flyers
around the county, providing informa-
tion at county festivals and events, and
providing information to school children
to take home to their parents.

In the past, it has been found that many
do not voluntarily respond to the Census
because they feel like their privacy is be-
ing violated. The Census Bureau is re-
quired, by law, to keep your information
confidential. They cannot release any of
the information, even to law enforce-
ment or other government agencies, for
any reason.

The data collected by the US Census
determines how many state representa-
tives each state gets in Congress and is
used to draw district maps. It also deter-
mines federal funding for schools, roads,
hospitals, etc., for the next 10 years.
Without a proper count, funds may not
be allocated correctly, because a true
population count was not obtained.

2020 Census questionnaires will be

mailed out in mid-March and include an

invitation code to answer online. They
can also be mailed in or answered via
telephone. The official Census count day
is April 1, 2020. Anyone not completing
the questionnaire voluntarily, will re-
ceive a visit from a Census worker for
a manual count. Data must be turned in
to the President of the United States by
December 31, 2020.

Questions on the form include: the
number of people living in a household,
names of each member of the household,
along with their date of birth, race and
sex; and what kind of home they live in.

In 2010, Daviess County’s voluntary
response rate was 79 percent and Dubois
County’s was 86 percent. Martin Coun-
ty’s Complete Count Committee hopes
to bypass those numbers for Martin
County this year. The Census has been
taken every ten years since 1790 and is
mandated in Article 1, Section 2 of the
U.S. Constitution.

The Census Bureau is also hiring for
census takers and office positions at the
rate of $18.50 per hour. For more infor-
mation, visit https://2020census.gov/en/
jobs.html.

A public meeting will be held Tuesday,
February 18 at Loogootee High School,
from 5:30-8 p.m. to hear public input on
the proposed Mid-States Corridor proj-
ect.

The Mid-States Corridor is anticipat-
ed to begin at SR 66 near the William H.
Natcher Bridge crossing the Ohio River
at Rockport, continue generally through
the Huntingburg and Jasper area and ex-
tend north to connect to Interstate 69.
Once past the Jasper area, no decision
has been made on the exact layout. The
roadway could expand Highway 231 or
Highway 50, both through Martin Coun-
ty, into a four-lane, interstate-type road-
way. Other options are being considered
as well. (See map above showing routes
being considered.)

A project team will analyze and com-
pare the benefits, impacts and costs of a
range of reasonable options to identify a
preferred corridor for the proposed facil-
ity. The study will include assessment of
the social, economic and environmental
impacts of each corridor, along with con-
sideration of ways to avoid, minimize or
mitigate those impacts.

The public meetings are scheduled
5:30 to 7 p.m. ET and will feature an

open house format. A presentation is
planned for 6 p.m. each night. Project
team members will be at multiple sta-
tions to answer questions and question-
naires will be available to gather public
input. Anyone with input on the project
is encouraged to attend.

The preferred corridor is expected to
be chosen by fall of this year with fur-
ther public input and analysis being done
through 2021.

City to tag junk vehicles

Per Indiana State Law 9-13-2-1 and
City of Loogootee ordinance 1989-1,
the city will begin to tag abandoned, un-
used and junked vehicles. In accordance
with both state law and city ordinance,
a vehicle is determined to be abandoned
if it falls under any of the following.
Mechanically inoperable (it cannot be
started and legally driven, i.e. flat tires,
broken windows, no battery, license plate
is expired or has no plate.) Vehicles will
be tagged along the city street and upon
private property. Vehicles can be deemed
and construed to mean any and all motor
vehicles. Once a vehicle is tagged, owner
will have 20 days to comply and make
the vehicle usable or the vehicle will be
towed off the property. Abandoned vehi-
cles on private property can be entirely
hid from public view.

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Last week, I attended the Indiana Uni-
versity Center for Rural Engagement Food
Conference. The conference focused on
food issues in the Uplands region of south-
ern Indiana. The presentations and discus-
sions were varied and of top quality.

Farm to Fork initiatives were discussed
at length. The problem found in the area is
that restaurants that want to serve fresh, lo-
cally-produced foods find it difficult to lo-
cate reliable producers and producers find
it difficult to be able to match the prices
of the commercially-produced foods that
are brought in from other regions, often
from countries where labor costs are much
lower than here. There is no denying that
fresh vegetables and fruits are more nutri-
tious and taste better, but for many people,
the deciding factor is cost. Of course, as a
gardener, | believe the best road to fresh
food is to grow it yourself. We discussed
many options for growers, including the
many community gardens that have been
popping up around southern Indiana. Of
course, I pointed out that I have been in-
volved with the Mitchell Inclusion Garden
located behind The Solutions Center on
Main Street in Mitchell. We have garden
beds of many types available for adoption
for the garden season. Since the garden is
meant to be inclusive, beds are of various
heights to accommodate various disabili-
ties. Some may be worked from a wheel-
chair, while others will allow one to gar-
den from a standing position—no bending
required. (Anyone who would like a bed
to grow fresh vegetables this season may
contact SICIL at The Solutions Center at
812-277-9626.)

Another way for people with little space
to grow some fresh vegetables is to garden
in containers. It does not take much room
to grow some salad greens in containers.
Such crops do not have extensive root sys-
tems, so one does not need huge containers
to at least add some more flavorful greens
to the rather bland taste of commercial-
ly-grown lettuce. In recent years, breeders
have come up with peppers, squash, toma-
toes and other crops for container gardens.
In general, these varieties are shorter and
bushier than other varieties. One may
even grow a decent crop of potatoes in a
five-gallon bucket that has been modified
to allow drainage.

Of course, those who have a little more
land may decide to become suppliers
of fruits or vegetables to local outlets. |
would recommend that one stick to only
a couple of crops the first season. Trying
to be the supplier of all of the vegetables
needed by an establishment would be a
daunting task, even for an experienced
grower. The outlets want to be able to ex-
pect a set amount of the desired crop, so
concentrating on just a few crops would be
a better use of one’s time. Of course, the
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restaurants also need to be a little flexible.
It is nice to find a chef who changes his or
her menu according to what is in season.
Blackberry pie simply tastes better during
blackberry season.

Agritourism was another topic of dis-

cussion. Whether visiting a livestock
farm, taking a hayride to a pumpkin patch
or walking through Sandhill Gardens, you
are participating in agritourism, a growing
industry in Indiana. Our state legislature
took action several years ago to limit the
liability that the farm or garden has when
people come to visit. Getting people out
to the farms and gardens helps connect
people to the source of our food. Studies
indicate that children are more likely to try
different vegetables if they have seen them
growing. It increases more when the child
is involved with growing the plant. Even
if it is just growing a bean in a paper cup,
most children take pride in growing some-
thing to eat from a seed.

I would like to issue a challenge. Spring
is coming, and I would like for you to try
to fix a meal for your family from items
grown in your own county. You may find
that it is not as difficult as one might think,
and I am sure the taste of fresh food will
cause you to support local farmers often.

Otter trapping
season reaches
quota, closes early

The Indiana Department of Natural Re-
sources has closed the river otter trapping
season after reaching the statewide quota
early today, February 3.

The season was scheduled to run from
November 15-March 15, or until the quo-
ta of 600 river otter was reached.

The framework of Indiana’s river otter
season was carefully designed to limit
the total harvest. Databases and reporting
mechanisms allowed for close monitor-
ing of the total season harvest.

In addition to the quota, DNR regula-
tions require that successful trappers reg-
ister their otter within 24 hours. Regula-
tions also require tagging of each pelt at a
river otter check station or by authorized
DNR personnel.

“Licensed trappers had a successful
2019-20 limited river otter trapping sea-
son,” said Geriann Albers, furbearer bi-
ologist with the DNR Division of Fish &
Wildlife. “While the season has closed,
the DNR is continuing to collect data
from legally trapped river otter to help
guide future management decisions.”

A report of the otter season will be
available in early 2021. Additional infor-
mation on river otter and the trapping sea-
son can be found at wildlife.IN.gov/8499.

The DNR Division of Forestry will
host open houses at many of its locations
on February 26 and 27.

During the events, division personnel
will detail how the division works to
protect forests and take input and sug-
gestions regarding the development of
its next five-year strategic direction. This
plan will focus on all aspects of Indiana
forests, including urban forests, forests
on private lands, forests on public lands
and nursery production.

At each open house, division staff will
provide information about recreational
activities, major projects, forest resource
management, and state forest planning.
Each open house will provide attendees
information and the opportunity to ask
questions and comment on ideas and is-
sues that might be addressed in the 2020-
2024 Strategic Plan. Attendees will be
able to speak with DNR personnel and
submit written comments.

“These open houses provide Hoosiers
with a chance to receive first-hand infor-
mation about how the state forests are
working to provide diverse wildlife hab-
itat, forest products and recreational op-
portunities,” State Forester John Seifert
said. “They also allow us to receive valu-
able feedback from our neighbors and
users about state forest management — [
encourage everyone who has an interest
to participate.”

The DNR Division of Forestry pro-
motes and practices good stewardship of
natural, recreational and cultural resourc-
es on Indiana’s public and private forest
lands. This stewardship produces con-
tinuing benefits, both tangible and intan-
gible, for present and future generations.

Manure workshop to
be held at fairgrounds

Livestock manure has financial value
for farmers. Manure contains nutrients
that promote plant growth. Manure can
also improve soil quality by increasing
organic matter, neutralize acidity, and
expand the soil’s water-holding capacity.
Farmers using or interested in using ma-
nure can attend a manure management
workshop in Loogootee on Thursday,
February 27. Registration will begin at
8:30 a.m. EST and the program will run
from 9 a.m. to 12:30 p.m. at the Martin
County 4-H Fairgrounds.

Since livestock production has shifted
to much larger operations, it leaves be-
hind large quantities of manure in lim-
ited geographic areas. Indiana farmers
are amongst those who can benefit from
livestock production waste. Attendees
will learn ideas to take back with them
to the farm in how to maximize the use
of manure and its nutrients. Indiana State
Soil Health Specialist Stephanie McLain
will use a rainfall simulator to demon-
strate how different management systems
affect soil health.

Manure may not have the precise com-
bination of nutrients needed for optimal
crop production in a given field. Ben
Wicker, with the Indiana Agriculture Nu-
trient Alliance and Conservation Agrono-
mist Tony Bailey, will be able to provide
farmers one-on-one feedback. While
using manure can be a cost-saving mea-
sure, the odor may offend neighbors. In-
diana Farm Bureau Livestock Specialist
Greg Slipher and Indiana State Chemist
Fertilizer Program Manager Matt Pear-
son will be available to help landowners
navigate any unforeseen issues.

The manure management workshop
is a joint partnership with Martin Coun-
ty Soil and Water Conservation District,
Purdue Extension, and the Conserva-
tion Cropping Systems Initiative. The
workshop is made financially possible
through a Perdue grant. There is no cost
to attend. Registration can be made on-
line at https://2020manuremanagement.
eventbrite.com or by calling Martin
County SWCD at 812-295-3149. This
workshop counts as one of three meet-
ings required for private pesticide and
fertilizer applicator (PARP) recertifica-
tions. The fee for PARP credit is $10, and
attendees who want credit must bring
their private applicator number and at-
tend the entire program. Continuing ed-
ucation units (CEUs) for certified crop
advisors (CCAs) and continuing credit
hours (CCHs) for commercial applica-
tors will also be available.
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
