Loogootee Officer
suspended without pay

The Loogootee Board of Public
Works and Safety held a special meeting
Tuesday afternoon, February 21 to dis-
cuss the employment status of Loogoo-
tee Officer Damon Baker. According to
Mayor Noel Harty, a closed-door meet-
ing was held on February 15 and the
board of public works was given a list
of documented incidences related to the
performance of Baker. Baker is still in
his probationary period as a new officer,
he was hired as a full-time police officer
for Loogootee in November of last year.
He had previously served as a deputy at
the sheriff’s department before switch-
ing to the Loogootee Police Department
last year.

Mayor Harty read from a statement
saying that Baker had not demonstrat-
ed an acceptable standard of conduct
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during his probationary period. Accord-
ing to Police Chief Kelly Rayhill, Baker
violated a few department rules, all what
he would consider to be minor.

During last night’s meeting, Board
Member Ron Gilbert recommended
dismissing Baker due to the incidences
listed. Mayor Harty asked for a second
to that motion. Board Member Jason
Greene then made a motion to put Baker
on leave for 30 days without pay and re-
evaluate his job at that time. Gilbert sec-
onded that motion and all were in favor.

After the meeting, Board Member
Greene said that finding someone will-
ing to put their life on the line every day
is not easy and he wants to give Officer
Baker the chance to correct his behavior
before going forward with his termina-
tion.

The board will revisit Baker’s em-
ployment at the end of the 30-day sus-
pension.

Rita and Jack Butcher scholarships

Rita and Jack Butcher hold the Loo-
gootee basketball family close to their
hearts. The “family” includes support-
ers of Loogootee High School basket-
ball — past, present, and future. The
Butchers acknowledge this family as
one of their greatest blessings. Their
goal in starting the Rita and Jack Butch-
er Loogootee Family Scholarship Fund
in 2011 for a Loogootee High School
senior, and now having established the
fund at the Martin County Community
Foundation, was “to give back for all
our blessings.”

Mr. Butcher was inducted into the
Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame and is
the winningest basketball coach in state
history, with a record of 806-250. His
45 years of coaching constituted an im-
pressive era of high school basketball
for Loogootee. The Butchers would
like to provide Loogootee High School
students with the opportunity to further
their education and make Loogootee

proud, much like Jack Butcher did.

An eligible applicant must be a grad-
uating senior from Loogootee High
School who has been accepted into
an accredited college or university,
or a vocational or trade school. The
Butchers have recognized the need for
additional vocations in the communi-
ty, and preference may be given to an
applicant entering a vocational or trade
school. Applicants must have demon-
strated a good attitude, work ethic and
performed well academically. Appli-
cants must have participated in sports
and/or other extracurricular activities.
Financial need and/or special circum-
stances are also a consideration for this
scholarship.

Carter was born
in LaPorte and after graduating from
LaPorte High School in 1980, he at-
tended Ball State University and was
later accepted into the 42" Indiana
State Police Recruit School, in July
1984. He holds a bachelor of science
degree with emphasis on management,
leadership and organizational structure
from Indiana Wesleyan University.

Superintendent Carter served 18
years with the Indiana State Police from
November 1984 to December 2002 and
was assigned to the Pendleton State Po-
lice post while serving Hamilton Coun-
ty. In 2002, Carter sought the elected
office of sheriff of Hamilton County
and ultimately served two terms from
January 2003 through December 2010.
Under his leadership, the Hamilton
County Sheriff’s Office earned national
accreditation through the Commission
on Law Enforcement Accreditation
(CALEA), thereby being only one of
two accredited sheriff’s offices in the
state of Indiana.

Appointed by Governor Mike Pence,
Carter became Indiana’s 20" superin-
tendent of the state police on January
14,2013. He resides in Hamilton Coun-
ty with his family.

New public television program
explores the history of Assembly Hall

“The Carnegie Hall of college bas-
ketball” is the subject of a new docu-
mentary from WTIU Public Television.

Assembly Hall: Pride of Indiana pre-
mieres March 7, at 8 p.m. on WTIU and
will also be simultaneously streamed
on Facebook Live at facebook.com/wt-
iupublictv. The program explores the
history, stories, and secrets behind the
iconic venue at Indiana University.

Beginning with the original con-
ception and design of the building,
the documentary examines the com-
promises and behind-the-scenes poli-
tics that led to the eventual design of
Assembly Hall. Little-known facts
about the building are also uncovered,
including proposed plans (alleged-
ly quashed by Bob Knight) for an ice
rink underneath the basketball court.
The program also looks at Assembly
Hall’s uses outside of basketball, in-
cluding as a music venue, and even as
the home to a circus (that vowed never
to return). The show then moves to the
recent remodeling of Assembly Hall
and explains the reasons for upgrading
the current facility rather than building
a new one. Viewers are taken on a tour
of the building to see what has changed
and what features make up the aura of
Assembly Hall.

The documentary includes inter-
views with IU Vice President and Di-
rector of Intercollegiate Athletics Fred
Glass, former U basketball player and
Pacers coach Bobby “Slick” Leonard,
Hoosiers screenwriter and producer

Angelo Pizzo, IU’s Assistant Athletic
Director for Facilities Chuck Crabb,
former Herald-Times columnist Mike
Leonard, and IU Vice President Emeri-
tus Terry Clapacs, among others.
Assembly Hall: Pride of Indiana is
directed and produced by Jo Throck-
morton. He is an adjunct instructor in
the Media School at Indiana Universi-
ty. This documentary originated from a
class project at the Media School.
Throckmorton is a member of the
Directors Guild of America and has
worked on national projects through-
out the country. His previous WTIU
documentary Hard Life won an award
for Social Justice Reporting from the
Society of Professional Journalists.
Throckmorton’s series of four TV com-
mercials for Indiana University featur-
ing Ailyn Perez, Mark Cuban, Sage
Steele, and Michael Uslan, received
Silver Telly Awards of excellence. He
is also a recipient of the prestigious
Cine Golden Eagle Award. Learn more
about Assembly Hall: Pride of Indiana
and view a trailer for the program at
wtiu.org/assemblyhall.

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As I predlcted the crocuses and daf-
fodils have begun to bloom at Sandhill
Gardens this weekend. I spent a little
time clearing out last year’s growth and
trimming the old leaves from the hel-
lebores, making it easier to appreciate
the new blooms. I am also potting up
some of the hellebore seedlings, which
I will donate to the Hoosier Hillsides
Master Gardeners for sale at the annual
Spring Tonic on March 4 at the Orange
County Fairgrounds.

With spring coming on so quickly, |
am already behind schedule with some
fertilizer applications. Timing is ev-
erything when it comes to fertilizing
plants. I thought I would spend some
time this week on how plants use fertil-
izers and when they should be applied.

More is not better when it comes to
fertilizers and plant foods. If you are
having difficulties with plant growth,
do not assume that pouring on the fer-
tilizer is the way to fix the problem.
Before making major applications of
plant foods, get your soil tested. You
may be low in some particular compo-
nent and may not need everything in
the fertilizer bag. In general, fertilizers
are like vitamins for plants. Plants need
certain nutrients, along with air and
water, for proper growth. Fertilizer is
a way of supplying nutrients that may
be lacking in the soil. Too muck fer-
tilizer may be similar to over-medicat-
ing for a human. It may kill the plant.
Also, some components of fertilizers
dissolve in the ground water and may
eventually wash into the streams and
rivers, resulting in major pollution. For
these reasons, the application of fertil-
izer should not be taken lightly.

Most fertilizers are applied to the
soil, where they become available for
the roots of the plants to take them up
and carry the nutrients to the plant tis-
sues. However, there are some liquid
foliar sprays that are applied to the
leaves of the plants. These are usually
for quick nitrogen absorption and some
trace minerals. Too much foliar spray
may burn the leaves of a plant.

Most of the fertilizers sold in the
United States are labeled with the NPK
formula. This tells us the percentage of
the product that is nitrogen (N), phos-
phorus (P), and potassium (K). These
are the three nutrients that plants need
the most. Nitrogen is essential for the
growth of leaves, where photosyn-
thesis occurs. Phosphorus promotes
formation of roots, flowers, fruit and
seeds while potassium is needed for
cell-wall strength and stem growth.
The elements are not in their raw forms
in the fertilizers, but are included in
compounds that make the nutrients sol-
uble and available for use by the plants.
Therefore, a bag of 10-10-10 fertilizer
is 10% nitrogen, 10% phosphorus and

10% potassium. The remalnder of the
bag is filled with trace elements needed
by the plants and with inert ingredients
that make the fertilizer easier to apply
to the soil.

I realize that is an over-simplifica-
tion of a lesson on fertilizers and I urge
readers to get more educated about the
proper application of fertilizers. Just
because a neighbor says he puts 10-
10-10 on his garden does not mean that
your garden needs that much fertilizer
at that particular time. Proper fertil-
ization will give you improved plant
growth, but the effects of over-fertil-
ization may be catastrophic.

It is also important to apply fertilizers
when they are needed. Spring-flower-
ing bulbs should be fertilized when the
foliage first peeks through the ground.
When flowering begins, the plants are
actually already beginning to slip into
dormancy, when the foliage will die
down and the bulb lies dormant until
next year. With the early spring that is
upon us, it is now time to fertilize the
bulbs. I prefer to apply manure tea or
compost tea, which is really a light fer-
tilizer and is not likely to have heavy
concentrations that will be harmful.
Still, just a little goes a long way, so do
not over-do it.

Changes coming to state-owned off-
road vehicle properties

Effective March 1, the daily off-road
vehicle (ORV) trail-use fee at Interlake
and Redbird state recreation areas will
increase to $15 from $10.

This is the first fee increase for daily
ORV trail use in 12 years.

The increase will help cover the cost
of newly extended hours. Both Inter-
lake and Redbird are now open seven
days a week, from sunrise to sunset.
Visitors can spend more time on the
nearly 125 miles of trails and skill ar-
eas at the two properties.

Redbird and Interlake are the only
state-owned properties where ORV
recreation is allowed. Property manag-
ers also will use increased revenue on
maintenance and improvements.

The fee is charged per ORV. This in-
cludes dirt bikes, all-terrain vehicles,
side-by-sides, four-wheel-drive trucks
and sport-utility vehicles.

There are no fees for passengers.
Despite the increase, the fee is still
less than or comparable to all private-
ly-owned off-roading properties in the
state.

Frequent visitors can still purchase
an annual ORV trail-use permit for
2017 for $75. The annual permit can
be used for unlimited trail use in 2017
at both Interlake and Redbird.

Indiana State Museum

The Indiana State Museum features
several artifacts from Abraham Lin-
coln’s early years in Indiana. Lincoln’s
father, Tom, was a master carpenter
and Abraham spent much of his youth
working with the lumber using simple
hand tools. Abe had a maul used to
drive iron wedges into logs to create
split rails for fencing. When the maul
head broke, he repurposed it into a
mallet he used to drive pegs into fur-
niture and other fixtures. In addition to
the mallet, the museum features two
cabinets crafted by Lincoln’s father,
Tom, along with a ledger from the store
in Kentucky where he purchased sup-
plies. The frontier cabin has displays
with the biographical story of the Lin-
coln family in Indiana.

The Lincoln Financial Foundation
Collection at the Indiana State Muse-
um features several artifacts including:
President Lincoln at Home lithograph-
ic print by Currier & Ives, 1865; The
Martyr Victorious lithograph by John
Sartain, 1866; Council of War plaster
sculpture by John Rogers circa 1868;
and Liberty color lithograph by E.C.
Bridgman, circa 1870, which are cur-
rently on exhibit in the museum’s core
galleries.
