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In the Garden

Farming&OutdOOrs
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For the past couple of weeks, we have
commemorated Disability Awareness Month
with discussions of gardening practices for
persons with physical disabilities. We will
conclude this series this week with a look at
the importance of plant selection.

I remember when my grandmother
planted prickly-pear cactus along the wall in
front of her house to discourage people from
getting into her flowers just above the wall.
The thorns of the cactus were an effective
deterrent, especially after one ignored them
the first time. Thorns and prickles on plants
serve a purpose in nature, but they certainly
cause problems for gardeners. This often is
especially true of gardeners with disabilities.
Plants with thorns and stickers should be
avoided in gardens maintained for the enjoy-
ment of people who are blind or vision-im-
paired or in gardens where the person with
said disabilities may be gardening.

Poor or no eyesight should not keep one
from gardening. One’s other senses may still
enjoy the garden and will help in doing the
gardening.

Perhaps the sense most stimulated in my
garden is the sense of smell, so I would rec-
ommend scented plants for gardens for peo-
ple of all disabilities. Flowering shrubs
often offer wonderful scents and also are
convenient for filling a space with only a
few plants. My absolute favorite is the scent
of lilacs, but I also enjoy summer sweet,
mock orange, peonies, roses (the thornless
types) and many other shrubs with scented
flowers. A great plant for scent all year
round is the native spice brush. Even in
winter, the twigs of this shrub will give off
a spicy scent when rubbed.  I have often
gathered the twigs for spicebrush tea, so
even the sense of taste benefits from the
garden. Spicebrush is also the host plant for
the spicebrush swallowtail butterfly, so ex-

pect some visitors to your garden if you
plant it.

Many perennial and annual flowers offer
wonderful and interesting scents. There are
far too many to begin listing them, but my
garden even includes some plants that smell
like rotting meat. It may not be pleasant, but
it sure is fun to watch someone smell of a
beautiful arum bloom and watch his or her
nose wrinkle.

Herbs also offer a variety of scents, rang-
ing from sweet to citrus to mints. Try some
fun scents from scented geraniums, includ-
ing one that actually smells like chocolate.
Most herbs are easy to grow in pots. They
require sunny locations, but are not gener-
ally picky about the soil. Be careful not to
water herbs too much, as most are quite
xeric.

The sense of touch may be stimulated by
many things in the garden. I love plants with
interesting leaf textures. Who can resist the
fuzzy leaves of lamb’s ear? I also like the
leathery feel of the aptly-named leather-leaf
viburnum. From grasses to huge leaves like
rhubarb and hostas, the textures in the gar-
den can please both the eye and the hand.

Ornamental grasses also serve to provide
sound in the garden. The wind rustling the
grasses is a soothing whir. I also love to hear
the dried seed pods of plants like baptisia,
which rattle if one touches them in passing.
Of course, planting things the birds like to
eat invites nature’s enchanting chorus into
the garden. I even like to include a little
water to encourage frogs and toads to croak.

A person with a disability may need some
help occasionally in the garden. Who
doesn’t? We should not be discouraged by
the things we cannot do. Ask for help, but
get out there and do what you can and enjoy
both the activity and the dividends a garden
pays for the gardener and all who visit.

After being drained almost completely
last year for a restoration project, West
Boggs Lake in Loogootee is full again, sev-
eral months ahead of schedule. 

Last fall, the lake was drawn down to
about 10 percent of its normal volume so
that biologists from the DNR Division of
Fish & Wildlife could renovate the lake’s
fishery. The lake had been invaded by giz-
zard shad, which had stunted bluegill
growth and caused bass numbers to decline. 

Last November, the first phase of fish
stocking was completed. The fish stocked in-

cluded 462,476 bluegill, 195,245 redear sun-
fish and 104,374 largemouth bass fingerlings.

A total of 816 adult largemouth bass that
lived in the lake before the renovation were
also restocked. The bass had been salvaged
by anglers in the spring during tournaments
and in the fall by biologists using elec-
trofishing. Fifty-five adult channel catfish
were also returned. 

The lake is open to boating and fishing,
but DNR fisheries biologist Dave Kittaka
said anglers should keep in mind that the
vast majority of fish are only a year old. 

West Boggs Lake in Loogootee
is full again after restoration

More than birds at Indiana
Dunes Birding Festival, May 7-10

Purdue Extension sets farm tax, estate planning program

Owners of shallow ponds and lakes, espe-
cially in northern Indiana, should watch for
fish kills this spring.

Because ice cover measured 20 inches
thick on some northern waters, Indiana fish-
eries biologists anticipate receiving fish kill
reports once the bodies of water thaw.

Shallow, weedy ponds are susceptible to
winter kills. The most common cause of fish
kills in Indiana ponds is suffocation due to
the lack of oxygen.

Aquatic plants can produce oxygen only
when sunlight is available. While some sun-
light can penetrate clear ice, snow and thick
ice can often block sunlight, resulting in dan-
gerously low oxygen levels. Then, as aquatic
plants naturally die during winter, plant de-
composition consumes oxygen that fish and
other aquatic life need. Once a winter kill be-
gins, little can be done to stop it.

Pond owners who experience a fish kill or
need advice on other pond-related issues can
refer to Indiana’s Pond Management Booklet
at dnr.IN.gov/fishwild/3356.htm. 

Pond owners can try to reduce the likeli-

hood of a winter kill by installing an aeration
system and removing snow from the ice
when safe. Building ponds with depths
greater than 10 feet also reduces the likeli-
hood of a fish kill. 

Drilling holes in ice does not prevent a fish
kill. Biologists do not expect significant fish
kills at deep natural lakes and man-made
reservoirs. The exception could be gizzard
shad, a species that is vulnerable to pro-
longed cold weather. But because shad can
diminish a lake’s panfish population, a shad
kill may improve fishing. 

On March 23, Tom Bacula, District 1 fish-
eries biologist, received the first report of a
shad kill on Bruce Lake in Pulaski and Ful-
ton counties. 

Lake residents and anglers who observe
significant fish kills on public waters should
contact their district fisheries biologist. Con-
tact information for each district is in the
2015 Fishing Regulation Guide or at
dnr.IN.gov/fishwild/3590.htm.

Clem’s Kadiddle Hop

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As part of National Flood Safety Aware-
ness Week, the Indiana Department of Insur-
ance encourages Hoosiers to prepare for
spring flooding and to consider flood insur-
ance before the flood season begins. In the
past, Hoosiers have voiced concerns with not
being properly informed about flood insur-
ance and what their policies cover. Those
who own property or rent need to be aware
of the risks and financially prepare for the
damage floods can cause.

“The Department wants Hoosiers to under-
stand the facts about flood insurance,” said
Indiana Department of Insurance Commis-
sioner Stephen W. Robertson. “Flood dam-
age is not usually covered under a standard
homeowner’s policy and it’s a good idea to
review your policy during Flood Safety
Awareness Week to determine if any damage
as the result of flooding will be covered.”

Late winter snowmelt and thunderstorms
throughout the spring and summer months
often cause severe flooding across the state.
In 2014, several counties in central Indiana
were hit with heavy rains that left a number
of counties flooded.

“Spring is fast approaching. It’s important
to note that if you need flood insurance,
you’ll want to purchase it now because these
policies normally do not go into effect until
30 days after you purchase the policy,” said
Robertson.

What is the National Flood Insurance Pro-
gram (NFIP)

In 1968, Congress created the National

Flood Insurance Program (NFIP) to help pro-
vide a means for property owners to finan-
cially protect themselves. NFIP is designed
to provide an insurance alternative to disaster
assistance to meet the escalating costs of re-
pairing damage to buildings and their con-
tents caused by floods. The NFIP offers flood
insurance to homeowners, renters, and busi-
ness owners if their community participates
in the NFIP. Participating communities agree
to adopt and enforce ordinances that meet or
exceed FEMA requirements to reduce the
risk of flooding.

Who may purchase a flood insurance pol-
icy?

NFIP coverage is available to all owners of
eligible property (a building and/or its con-
tents) located in a community participating
in the NFIP. Owners and renters may insure
their property against flood loss. Owners of
buildings in the course of construction, con-
dominium associations, and owners of resi-
dential condominium units in participating
communities all may purchase flood insur-
ance. Condominium associations may pur-
chase insurance coverage on a residential
building, including all units, and its com-
monly owned contents under the Residential
Condominium Building Association Policy
(RCBAP). The unit owner may separately in-
sure personal contents as well as obtain ad-
ditional building coverage under the
Dwelling Form as long as the unit owner’s
share of the RCBAP and his/her added cov-
erage do not exceed the statutory limits for a

single-family dwelling. The owner of any
condominium unit in a non-residential con-
dominium building may purchase only con-
tents coverage for that unit.

How can property owners or renters find
out if their community participates in the
NFIP?

NFIP coverage is available only in partici-
pating communities. Almost all of the na-
tion’s communities with serious flooding
potential have joined the NFIP. The NFIP
provides a list of participating communities
in the Community Status Book. To learn if
your community participates in the NFIP,
refer to this list online at
www.fema.gov/fema/csb.shtm or contact
your insurance agent.

What types of property may be insured
against flood loss?

Insurance may be written on any building
eligible for coverage with two or more out-
side rigid walls and a fully secured roof that
is affixed to a permanent site. Buildings must
resist flotation, collapse, and lateral move-
ment. The structure must be located in a com-
munity that participates in the NFIP.
Manufactured (i.e., mobile, travel trailers
without wheels) homes that are affixed and
anchored to a permanent foundation are eli-
gible for coverage.

Contents coverage for personal belongings
located within an eligible building can also
be purchased.

How is flood insurance purchased?
After a community joins the NFIP, a policy

may be purchased from any licensed property
insurance agent or broker who is in good
standing in the state, or through any agent
representing a Write your Own (WyO)
Company, including an employee of the
company authorized to issue the coverage.
The agent will complete the flood insurance
application, obtain the proper supporting
documentation required, and determine the
rates for establishing the flood insurance pre-
mium. Find out more about the FEMA NFIP
and how it can help you protect yourself.

Monroe Lake is offering a bicycle tour on
May 2 that will highlight how limestone
shaped the development and identity of Salt
Creek communities during the 1800s and
early 1900s.

Governor applauds announcement of first-ever Region 8 Works Council (CTE) Summit

State health officials reported last Friday a
total of 55 confirmed cases of HIV and 13
additional preliminary positive cases related
to the outbreak in southeastern Indiana that
was announced in February. All cases are
linked to injection drug abuse of the prescrip-
tion opioid painkiller, opana, with some in-
dividuals also reporting sexual intercourse as
a possible mode of transmission.

“I am deeply troubled by this outbreak, and
stopping it is a top priority for our depart-
ment,” said State Health Commissioner
Jerome Adams, M.D., M.P.H. “We are en-
gaging local, state, and national partners to
determine where we can most effectively
focus our efforts. Extra care is being taken to
invest resources in getting people off drugs
and into treatment, since drug abuse is the
clear driving force behind this outbreak.”

The Indiana State Department of Health is
working closely with local health officials,
the Centers for Disease Control and Preven-
tion (CDC), drug treatment facilities, local
medical providers, and other state agencies
to contain the outbreak and get HIV positive
individuals treatment. Specifically, the state
health department has requested a medical
team from CDC to help with following up on
contacts of HIV positive individuals and an-

alyzing data. The team, which arrived in
Scott County on Monday, consisted of two
medical doctors and one epidemiologist.

Other efforts include the creation of a pub-
lic awareness campaign created specifically
in response to this outbreak, called you Are
Not Alone, which focuses on drug abuse,
safe sex, needle disposal and HIV testing and
treatment. Viewers are encouraged to contact
the HIV services hotline or addiction hotline
for local treatment and care resources. The
campaign will include digital and social
media ads, billboards along the Interstate 65
corridor, radio, and will be featured in the
free local paper, The Giveaway. Social media
ads began Friday, with the rest of the cam-
paign rolling out over the next two weeks
and lasting three months. The campaign can
be seen in southeastern Indiana counties.

State health officials recommend that all
Hoosiers know their HIV status. The best
way for an individual to learn their HIV sta-
tus is by getting tested by a health care pro-
fessional. Hoosiers in the southeastern
portion of the state, especially individuals
who have engaged in high-risk behavior such
as needle sharing and unprotected sex, are
advised to get tested and then re-tested after
about two to three months because HIV can

take up to three months to appear in a per-
son’s system.

To help reduce risk of HIV infection,
avoid:

-injection drug use;
-sharing or re-using needles;
-engaging in unprotected sex; and,
-engaging in sex with commercial sex

workers.
For HIV testing locations and information

about HIV Care Coordination, individuals
are encouraged to call the ISDH HIV Serv-
ices Hotline at (866) 588-4948.

Individuals seeking help with substance
abuse should call the national 24-hour addic-
tion hotline at 1-800-662-HELP (4357). This
hotline provides confidential, free, 24-hour-
a-day, 365-day-a-year, information service,
in English and Spanish, for individuals and
family members facing mental health and/or
substance use disorders. This service pro-
vides referrals to local treatment facilities,
support groups, and community-based or-
ganizations. Callers can also order free pub-
lications and other information.

State ramps up response to HIV in Southeastern Indiana
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A national telephone scam is targeting In-
diana communities. Several Hoosiers have
received threatening telephone calls from
scam artists claiming to represent the Indi-
ana Department of Revenue.

The department does not call taxpayers
without first corresponding through mail
and does not threaten to use local law en-
forcement.

“It’s important that Hoosier taxpayers are
aware of this scam and know how to avoid
becoming a victim,” said Commissioner
Mike Alley. “Taxpayers should not be
afraid to hang up the phone if they suspect
they are being targeted by a scam artist.
The department conducts business profes-
sionally and never threatens taxpayers.”

How the Scam Works
A taxpayer receives a call from a person

claiming to be from the department. The
scammer claims there is an outstanding tax
warrant in the taxpayer’s name, and local
law enforcement is on the way to arrest the
taxpayer. The taxpayer is offered the option
to pay the alleged amount owed over the
phone to cancel the warrant and recall the
officers. Those who do not answer the calls
receive voice messages with urgent call
back requests.

The scam artist sounds convincing and
professional. They often have personal in-
formation about the taxpayer and can alter
the caller ID to appear more legitimate.

The scam is similar to a previous ploy of
scammers who pretend to be from the In-
ternal Revenue Service (IRS). The IRS
telephone scam tops the “Dirty Dozen” list
for 2015 tax scams.

Protecting yourself 

The department does not initiate calls
without prior mail correspondence. Those
who owe Indiana taxes first receive a notice
that explains the amount due. If unpaid,
taxpayers receive a second notice in the
mail alerting the taxpayers they have 10
days to pay. Tax warrants are not issued
until this period has passed, and the tax-
payer is sent a copy of the warrant. More-
over, despite the name “warrant,” a tax
warrant cannot be used by law enforcement
to make an arrest.

Those who suspect they are speaking
with a telephone scammer should collect as
much information as possible and report
the scam to the Indiana Attorney General’s
Office ID Protection Line at 1-800-382-
5516. This information might include:

-If the voice offers a name or badge num-
ber, capture the number

-Whether the caller is male or female, or
uses a regional dialect

-Any background noise
-The phone number from which the call

came
-All details the caller provided, including

amount of tax owed and requested payment
type

Taxpayers who believe they owe individ-
ual income tax should call the department’s
general information line at 317-232-2240.

More than $1.3 billion will be invested in
construction projects to build and maintain
Indiana’s highways in 2015. As INDOT in-
creases its focus on preservation, drivers will
see more work on existing state highway
roads and bridges. INDOT’s goal is to max-
imize both the safety and mobility of mo-

torists and workers while maintaining as
much access as possible to businesses, resi-
dents and emergency services.

INDOT is dedicated to continuously im-
proving work zone safety for workers and
motorists. Last year, 11 people were killed
and more than 600 people were injured in In-
diana highway work zones. Most of these in-
juries and deaths are caused by rear-end
collisions, following too closely or making
improper lane changes.

Slow down and avoid distractions - High-
way work zones leave no room for distrac-

tions and require attentive, cautious driving
habits. Do not use cell phones while driving,
especially in a work zone. Several studies
show drivers using a phone are four times
more likely to be in a crash. Other distrac-
tions, anything other than driving, can be just
as dangerous. Motorists face fines of up to
$1,000 for speeding, up to $5,000 for driving
recklessly or aggressively, and up to $10,000
and/or a prison sentence of up to eight years
for injuring or killing a worker. These fines
are used to fund additional Indiana State Po-
lice work zone patrols.

Pay attention to signs - Indiana State Po-
lice have 11 white pickup trucks patrolling
in and around highway work zones across
Indiana. The pickup trucks resemble typical

vehicles normally seen in and around high-
way construction zones. Motorists are urged
to comply with posted and reduced speed
limits in construction zones to promote
safety for the highway workers as well as the
motoring public. Motorists that speed or
drive recklessly may meet troopers driving
the special pickup trucks or other police ve-
hicles.
