On Thursday March 23, at approxi-
mately 4 a.m., Martin County Sheriff’s 
Office Deputy Danny Salmon conduct-
ed a traffic stop at the Martin-Lawrence 
County Line on US Hwy.

Martin County’s unemployment rate 
went unchanged from January to Feb-
ruary, staying at 4.3 percent. The coun-
ty had the 27th lowest jobless rate of the 
92 Indiana counties for February, tied 
with four other counties.

In February, the county had 5,011 
residents in the workforce with 215 of 
them without jobs. In January, there 
were 5,035 residents able to work and 
216 of them unemployed.

In February of last year, Martin 
County’s jobless rate stood at 4.7 per-
cent with 5,110 residents in the work-
force and 242 of them unemployed.

Dubois County’s jobless rate also 
stayed the same from January to Febru-
ary at 3.5 percent. The county had the 

fourth lowest jobless rate in the state 
for February.

In February, the county had 23, 054 
residents in the workforce and 799 of 
them were unemployed. In January, 
there were 23,192 residents able to 
work and 806 of them without jobs. 

In February of 2016, Dubois Coun-
ty’s unemployment rate was 3.6 per-
cent with 23,140 residents in the work-
force and 825 of them jobless.

Daviess County also had no change 
in their jobless rate from January to 
February, sticking at 3.8 percent. For 
February, the county had the 10th low-
est jobless rate in the state.

The Martin County Commission-
ers were met with a surprise at their 
meeting Tuesday night, March 28 as 
the renovations done to their meeting 
room have been completed. Commis-
sioner Paul George was not present. 

Auditor January Roush has head-
ed up the remodeling of the commis-
sioners’ room, redoing it from top to 
bottom including the walls, ceiling 
tiles, lighting, flooring and furniture. 
Roush said she spent a little more than 
$12,000 updating the meeting room 
and the bathroom. 

In other business, Highway Super-
intendent Leo Padgett provided the 
commissioners with updates on bridge 
projects.

In January, the 
county had 15,676 residents able to 
work and 596 of them unemployed. In 
February of last year, Daviess County’s 
unemployment rate was 4.2 percent 
with 15,875 residents in the workforce 
and 668 of them jobless.

The top ten spots in the state for low-
est unemployment rate for February 
went to Elkhart County at 3.3 percent, 
LaGrange and Hamilton counties at 
3.4 percent, Dubois County at 3.5 per-
cent, Kosciusko, Hendricks, Boone, 
Bartholomew, and Adams counties at 
3.6 percent; and Daviess County at 3.8 
percent.

The top ten spots in the state for 
highest unemployment rate for Feb-
ruary went to Newton County at 7.5 
percent, Vermillion County at 7.2 per-
cent, Greene County at 7 percent, Lake 
County at 6.7 percent, LaPorte County 
at 6.6 percent, Crawford County at 6.5 
percent, Fayette and Starke counties at 
6.4 percent, and Jasper, Lawrence and 
Sullivan counties at 6.3 percent.

Indiana’s unemployment rate stands 
at 4.1 percent for February and re-
mains lower than the national rate of 
4.7 percent. The unemployment rate 
is a U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics 
(BLS) indicator that reflects the num-
ber of unemployed people as a percent-
age of the labor force. Indiana’s Labor 
Force increased by 7,912 over the pre-
vious month with a 6,394 increase in 

employment and a 1,518 increase in 
unemployment. Indiana’s total labor 
force stands at over 3.32 million and 
the state’s 64.4 percent labor force par-
ticipation rate remains above the na-
tional rate of 63.0 percent.

“Gains in Indiana’s labor force par-
ticipation rate are encouraging and 
further growth is needed to ensure In-
diana reaches its workforce potential 
as a state,” said Steven J. Braun, Com-
missioner of the Indiana Department 
of Workforce Development (DWD). 
“There are thousands of good paying 
jobs currently available throughout In-
diana. I encourage unemployed and 
underemployed Hoosiers to visit their 
local WorkOne Career Center to learn 
more about training programs and job 
opportunities in their local community.”

Commissioner Braun also noted pri-
vate sector employment has grown by 
more than 33,000 over the year. He 
added that initial unemployment insur-
ance claims remain at the lowest point 
in three decades.

Employment by Sector
Indiana experienced a gain of 4,400 

private sector jobs over the month pri-
marily due to gains in the Manufactur-
ing (4,200) and Trade, Transportation 
& Utilities (2,300) sectors. Gains were 
partially offset by losses in the Leisure 
& Hospitality (-3,600) sector. Total pri-
vate employment now stands at 67,300 
above the March 2000 peak. This is 
the 20th consecutive month above that 
peak.

and was a federal aid project. They 
were able to raise the road, straighten 
and widen the bridge. 

-Bridge 3, located on Witt Lane, was 
a total replacement. The 2015 bridge 
inspection revealed erosion on all four 
corners and section loss in the pipe 
floors. They replaced the double cul-
verts with a precast box culvert.  

-Bridge 34, located on Crane Road, 
was a total replacement. The substruc-
ture was in critical condition with the 
south abutment leaning, and a wide 
vertical crack. 

-Bridge 12, located on Indian 
Springs Road, is a single lane bridge. 
The superstructure is in serious condi-
tion with heavy section loss and rust 
through at the lower end sections. The 
work on bridge 12 was scheduled to 
begin this month. 

-Bridge 62 is a three span pre-
stressed concrete box beam, located on 
Spout Springs Road. The east beam in 
spam B was broken resulting in traffic 
restriction to one lane. The beam was 
replaced using the community crossing 
grant money.

-Bridge 70 is a single span pre-
stressed concrete box beam on Sherfick 
School Rd. The substructure is in fair 
condition while hairline cracks were 
seen in beams 1 through 6, exposed 
steel in beams 1 and 2 and deteriora-
tion over half its width in beam 2. This 
bridge was rehabilitated and reopened 
in January of this year. 

-The community crossing grant also 
went toward extensive rehab on bridge 
70, which is located on Sherfick School 
Road. 

Also, last year, rip rap was installed 
under numerous bridges and concrete 
was poured in front of the abutments to 
preserve the structures. 

The commissioners approved Can-
dace Roush to take the place of Dr. As-
bell on the health department board.

If you would like to comment on Vec-
tren Energy Delivery’s proposed electric 
infrastructure improvement plan, with 
corresponding rate increases, you have 
the chance to do so. The Indiana Office 
of Utility Consumer Counselor (OUCC) 
is inviting written consumer comments 
through April 27, 2017 on the utility’s 
proposed $514 million plan for electric 
transmission and distribution system 
improvements.

Vectren has filed its plan with the In-
diana Utility Regulatory Commission 
(IURC) under a 2013 Indiana law.

The law allows an investor-owned 
electric or natural gas utility to seek 
IURC approval of a seven-year infra-
structure improvement plan. The IURC 
must rule on the request within 210 days.

If the plan is approved, the utility may 
then adjust rates every six months, sub-
ject to OUCC review and IURC approv-
al, to recover project costs as they are 
incurred. The OUCC and IURC review 
periods are limited to 60 and 90 days, 
respectively.

The rate adjustments – under a Trans-
mission, Distribution, and Storage Sys-
tem Improvement Charge (TDSIC) 
mechanism – may not exceed two per-
cent of the utility’s total retail revenues.

Recovery of 20 percent of the costs 
must be deferred until the utility’s next 
base rate case, which must be filed be-
fore the end of the seven-year period.

Vectren’s testimony and exhibits state 
that:

The proposed projects – aimed at im-
proving system reliability while replac-
ing aging infrastructure – would be built 
from 2017 through 2023.

Projects would include the installa-
tion of advanced metering infrastruc-

ture throughout Vectren’s southwestern 
Indiana electric service territory. Other 
projects include distribution system and 
underground network upgrades, along 
with replacements and improvements of 
substations, transformers, circuit break-
ers, poles, and lines.

If the seven-year plan is approved by 
the IURC, Vectren’s first electric TDSIC 
rate increase of about 0.83 percent 
would take effect in 2018.

Estimated TDSIC rate increases from 
2018 through 2024 would vary each 
year, ranging between 0.83 percent and 
1.72 percent annually. Vectren’s testimo-
ny and exhibits show that the proposed 
increases on residential bills would be 
added as fixed charges that would not 
vary by usage or among customers. The 
projected residential charge added in 
2018 would be $1.29, rising to $3.29 in 
2019. The monthly charge would con-
tinue to rise annually, reaching $13.46 
in 2024.

The OUCC – the state agency rep-
resenting consumer interests in cas-
es before the IURC – is reviewing the 
utility’s plan and is scheduled to file 
testimony on May 4, 2017. A number of 
additional parties have intervened and 
are also expected to file testimony on 
May 4. They include Valley Watch, Inc., 
the Citizens Action Coalition of Indiana, 
CountryMark Refining and Logistics, 
LLC, and Toyota Motor Manufacturing 
of Indiana, Inc.

Under the law’s timing requirements, 
the IURC must issue an order on the 
plan by late September 2017.

The new tracker rate increases re-
quested in this case are in addition to 
Vectren’s current base electric rates, 
which were approved in 2011, and in ad-

dition to various other trackers through 
which Vectren may currently adjust its 
rates subject to OUCC review and IURC 
approval. All Indiana investor-owned 
electric utilities use trackers, with Vec-
tren using them to recover costs for gen-
erating fuel, environmental compliance, 
regional transmission, energy efficiency 
programs, and system reliability.

The OUCC needs to receive all writ-
ten consumer comments no later than 
April 27, 2017 so that it can: 1) Consider 
them in preparing its testimony and 2) 
File them with the Commission to be in-
cluded in the case’s formal evidentiary 
record. Comments should include the 
consumer’s name, mailing address, and 
a reference to “IURC Cause No. 44910.”

Consumers with questions about sub-
mitting written comments can contact 
the OUCC’s consumer services staff 
toll-free at 1-888-441-2494.

An IURC evidentiary hearing is sched-
uled to start on June 26, 2017 at the PNC 
Center (101 W. Washington St.) in Indi-
anapolis. While evidentiary hearings are 
open to the public, participation is typ-
ically limited to attorney and Commis-
sion questioning of witnesses who have 
filed technical testimony on behalf of the 
case’s formal parties.

Vectren provides electric utility ser-
vice to more than 144,000 customers in 
seven southwestern Indiana counties. 
Natural gas rates and services are not at 
issue in this case. Seven-year infrastruc-
ture plans for both of Vectren’s Indiana 
gas utilities received IURC approval in 
2014.

Other utilities that have received ap-
proval to implement seven-year plans 
include Duke Energy, Northern Indiana 
Public Service Company (NIPSCO), 
and Community Natural Gas Corp.

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In the Garden

Last week, I took three great neph-

ews on a spring break trip to Nash-
ville, Tennessee. Of course, the cost 
of the trip for them was that they had 
to spend part of the time doing things 
that their old great uncle wanted to do. 
They survived the experience and may 
have even learned a thing or two.

Nashville is the home of many great 
old estates and most of those estates 
include gardens. Visiting gardens is 
the highlight of vacations for me. The 
first estate we visited was The Hermit-
age, the home of President Andrew 
Jackson. When Jackson lived there, 
the estate was a working farm. Now, 
in what were fields of cotton and food 
crops, avenues of trees planted a cen-
tury ago lead visitors to the mansion. 
Other than the trees, there is little of 
botanical interest at The Hermitage, 
but I recommend it as a historical and 
educational visit to all.

Another educational stop was the 
Nashville National Cemetery. Again, 
there is little of botanical interest, but 
there is great design interest in the way 
the white markers are lined in straight 
lines, no matter the angle from which 
they are viewed. I thought it was im-
portant to take the boys to visit the 
final resting place of the brave men 
and women who have protected our 
country.

The greatest place of horticultural 
interest we visited was Cheekwood 
Estate. This grand estate of the 1920’s 
was the home of the Cheek family of 
Maxwell House Coffee fame. Since 
1956, it has been a public garden and 
art museum. It is a botanical garden in 
the greatest sense of that term. I had 
heard that the spring bulb display is 
wonderful, and it lived up to its bill-
ing. Despite the fact that the daffodils 
were past prime, there were beds full 
of tulips and hyacinths. The hyacinths 
and Korean spice viburnum combined 
to give the gardens an intoxicating 
scent.

The gardens included great drifts of 
hellebores. While I do not believe I 
have seen that many hellebores in one 
place before, I was surprised that they 
actually only have a couple of differ-
ent varieties, fewer than we have at 
Sandhill Gardens. Still it was nice to 
see one of my favorite perennials used 
so successfully in a grand estate gar-
den.

Like I have attempted to do at Sand-
hill Gardens, Cheekwood has been de-
signed to offer interest in all seasons. 
They had several trees and shrubs with 
interesting bark and even had several 
contorted filberts, which is my favor-
ite plant at Sandhill Gardens.  

The boys and I had a great adven-
ture following a map that included a 
woodland sculpture trail. The modern 
sculptures were interesting and some 
were interactive. However, it is unfor-
tunately not an easy walk for the dis-
abled. The trail includes several stone 
stairways and other rough terrain. It is 
sad that such beauty is inaccessible to 
so many people.

During our visit, the mansion was 
closed for a major remodeling project. 
It is scheduled to reopen June 17. The 
mansion houses several great art col-
lections and is itself an architectural 
monument to the grand homes of the 
Roaring 20’s.

Two other buildings dot the land-
scape at Cheekwood. One houses 
the horticultural education and office 
building. The other houses a nice gift 
shop and the Pineapple Room restau-
rant.  

The mark of a great botanical garden 
is that once one has visited, he or she 
want to go back. Since they accept the 
reciprocal garden admission program 
of the American Horticultural Society, 
our admission was free, so that also 
encourages return visits. I really want 
to see this grand estate in other sea-
sons, and since I make trips to Nash-
ville several times a year, Cheekwood 
will definitely be a prime destination 
on future visits to Music City.

Communities can apply now for 
funding and technical assistance 
through the DNR to help manage 
white-tailed deer through hunting.

Each community partner will deter-
mine where and when managed hunts 
occur and what hunters are able to par-
ticipate.

Applications are due March 31.

Communities interested in the pro-
gram should contact their DNR urban 
or district wildlife biologist immedi-
ately so that they can be considered 
even if they miss the application dead-
line. The biologist can also answer any 
additional questions.

Each managed hunt will be admin-
istered by a CHAP coordinator. These 
coordinators will be contractors of 
DNR Fish & Wildlife and will be 
trained in hunting safety, deer biology 
and public relations.
