The Martin County Council discussed
next year’s budget at their meeting Tuesday
night, July 5. Council member Lynn Gee
asked Auditor Nancy Steiner how it was
looking so far to which Steiner replied that
it was not good and a lot of cuts were going
to be needed. Council member Randy
Wininger asked Steiner about updates on
county insurance. Steiner replied that she is
working on submitting a survey to find out
more about state-offered health insurance.
She said that she does know that state insur-
ance will cost the employee more for pre-
miums – they currently pay $1 per pay
period. She also stated that a lot of claims
have been filed this year and she expects an
increase in the current insurance since there
has not been one in four years.

The council then looked over their own
budget and told Steiner to remove the one
percent raise for the council members.

Steiner also informed the board that the
budget hearing dates would need to be
changed because the representative from
the Department of Local Government Fi-
nance won’t be available to help in August.
It was decided to combine the September
meeting and hold the budget hearings on
September 12 and 13 beginning at 8:30 a.m.
The regular council meeting will be held
first on the 12th. The August meeting will
move back to the original date of August 1
at 6 p.m.

The question of comp time in the high-
way department was brought up. Auditor
Steiner said Superintendent Jim Williams
was putting in his budget for next year
money to pay the comp time. The question
of whether it was decided years ago to not
allow comp time to roll over was discussed.
Council member Wininger asked Steiner to
look up what the council had decided on the
issue in years’ past. Over 2,000 hours of
comp time has accumulated in the highway
department at a rate of time and a half. After
more discussion, Council member Wininger
reiterated that the issue came up in the past
and had been cleared up and it wasn’t sup-
posed to accumulate like this again. He
asked Steiner to check on it and get back to
him.

Oops . . .
In last week’s story of the Martin

County Redevelopment Commission,
Cary Bledsoe was in attendance repre-
senting STIMULUS Engineering, not
Cary Albright. I apologize for this error.
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King came before the council to seek fund-
ing for the road crew community correc-
tions program. According to King, the grant
that is received from the state only covers
felonies and juveniles. Martin County has
59 percent misdemeanors which are not
covered under the DOC grant. Her depart-
ment was told to look into the county’s mis-
demeanor fund. King said that after
checking with the auditor’s office, the
county received $7,500 last year in the
county corrections fund that was used by
the sheriff’s department for part-time offi-
cers, maintenance, and cooks. “We’re not
here to take money away from the jail,” said
King adding that she understands the jail
needs money to operate as well. She went
on to say that the auditor’s office said that
there is a balance of more than $30,000 in
the fund accumulated.

Community corrections administrative
assistant Kathy Collins gave the council in-
formation on the program stating that in
2010 there were 2,000 hours put in by those
in community service. She explained that
the crews cover many areas in Martin

County and provide a lot of free labor and
that her department supports the program
and wants to see it continue.

King then asked the council for $15,000
to be appropriated to fund the road crew
program. “We have several projects that we
do every year,” she said. “People depend on
us; I would just hate to see that not happen.”

Sheriff Rob Street was then asked how
taking this money from the fund would af-
fect him. Street replied that as long as he has
what he needs, he doesn’t care. Council
member Lynn Gee stated that the amount of
money community corrections needs each
year could not be sustained from the fund.
King replied that they would be looking into
more grants in the future. Collins also stated
that the numbers submitted to the Depart-
ment of Corrections for Martin County do
not include the misdemeanor community
service hours and her department needs to
collaborate with the sheriff’s department in
the future. She said that the state may pro-
vide more funding if they see that the
county has a need and that they are servic-
ing 75 more people than what the numbers
show that are submitted by the sheriff’s de-
partment. Sheriff Street noted that his de-
partment does not submit any figures to the
state so he’s not sure where the DOC is get-
ting the numbers. Collins said she would
look into where they get their information.

Council member John Stoll arrived late to
the meeting and broke in questioning why
this topic was being discussed as it was not
on the agenda. After being told that it was
indeed on the agenda, Stoll said he didn’t
get to see a copy of it. He then said that he
didn’t think it was a good idea to be giving
out money when the council was trying to
cut every penny possible. Collins explained
that the money they were requesting was
not a part of the general fund and came from
the DOC, slated for use with misdemeanor
offenders. Stoll then asked why the council
needed to approve anything then if the
money was not a part of the general fund
and came from the state. 

Judge Lynne Ellis went over the funding
issue again with Stoll and the fact that state
statute says that the community corrections
can get money from the county’s misde-
meanant fund. She said they were not aware

that the county was even getting this money
and if the road crew was to be kept up, the
money would have to be found. It was de-
cided by the council to advertise an addi-
tional appropriation for the $15,000
requested and decide how much to actually
give at next month’s meeting.

Martin County Alliance Director Tim
Kinder updated the council on on-going and
new projects he is working on. He told the
council that the commissioners put $40,000
in their budget for the Alliance and he
would appreciate their consideration in
keeping that. Council member Gee asked
Kinder what would happen to his position
if they were unable to keep that amount in
the budget. Kinder replied that he could
very well be eliminated. 

Council member Warren Albright asked
Kinder if he was a Martin County resident
yet to which Kinder replied that he does
have a property in the county as of last No-
vember.

Sheriff Street informed the council that he
was in talks with the Loogootee Mayor
about taking over the dispatch calls for the
city. Although the Loogootee Board of Pub-
lic Works unanimously voted to keep the
city’s dispatch program, Street said he was
approached by the mayor recently and told
that the board may reconsider. He said the
mayor wanted to known what the sheriff’s
department would charge to take the city’s
calls for a six-month trial period, 12 hours
a day, seven days a week on the low-activity
shifts. Street said he gave him a figure that
would allow him to hire a part-time dis-

patcher. He said he would prefer the amount
not be released at this time but did provide
it to the county council. He wanted to know
if the council would allow the sheriff’s de-
partment to keep that money if the Loo-
gootee Public Works Board approved the
change.

“I am totally against it,” said council
member Gee about the elimination of the
program. “As a citizen of Loogootee and
somebody that could need help, I am totally
against it.”

Council member Albright said that he
doesn’t see how calling the sheriff’s depart-
ment is any different then calling the city
police department. “The phone rings here
just as quick as it does there and the radio
talks just as quick here as it does there also,”
he said. 

Sheriff Street said that from what he un-
derstands, the city would install a phone
outside of the police department for those
who walk up and need an emergency or do
not have access to a telephone.

Council member Wininger said he was
concerned with the fact that the city will
have a new mayor at the first of the year.
Street replied that this is why the six-month
trial was suggested.

The council questioned whether the fig-
ure the sheriff came up with would cover
his cost. They suggested he refigure just to
make sure. Albright also told Street that he
should let the city board know that the six
months was a trial basis for him as well to
see if he could operate on the agreed money
if approved.

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Studying new issues to better 
our communities

When the House and Senate are in session
at the beginning of every year, we are very
busy discussing and deciding upon the is-
sues before us. However, Indiana’s General
Assembly is a part-time legislature, mean-
ing during the interim we spend much of
our time at home in our districts and at our
other jobs. But the work and our duties as
state representatives are far from over dur-
ing the interim. 

Every year, after the legislative session is
complete, the Legislative Council meets to
assign topics for study during the interim,
as well as establish any new interim com-
mittee that is needed to examine a particular
issue. Then, each representative is ap-
pointed by the Speaker of the House to
serve on an interim study committee.

I am pleased to announce that I have been
appointed as the co-chair to the Interim
Study Committee on Economic Develop-
ment, and as a member to the Military Base
Planning Council. Most interim committees
begin meeting in July with the work wrap-
ping up toward the end of October.

These interim, or summer study commit-
tees, as we usually call them, are a very im-
portant part of the legislative process. Even
though session is adjourned for 2011, we
will be continuing our duties this year by

studying in-depth various topics assigned to
our committees. Interim committees with
specific expertise will receive public testi-
mony and work out the details of proposed
legislation before it is introduced in the
2012 session.

The economic development committee I
am co-chairing this summer will be study-
ing a variety of things that affect all
Hoosiers including: best practices in state
and local economic development policies,
how well Indiana’s tax laws attract new
businesses and investments, the use and ef-
fectiveness of tax credits and deductions,
and how well our schools support economic
development.

The Military Base Planning Council
Committee that I have also been assigned to
will study how communities can best sup-
port expanding military bases in Indiana,
how the state can enhance the long term po-
tential of military bases in Indiana, and how
some military bases could work with other
institutions such as schools or state military
offices to improve their economic potential. 

The summer study committees give us
time to delve deeper into important issues
and to study new ways to improve our state
and communities. I look forward to the pos-
itive impact our work will have. I will re-
port back to you on our progress as we
continue to meet throughout the summer.

Governor Mitch Daniels last Wednesday
marked the fifth anniversary of Major
Moves, the initiative that has broken
records for investment in highway and in-
frastructure projects across the state while
bringing long-needed improvements to the
Indiana Toll Road. 

“The lease of the toll road was an extraor-
dinary moment in Indiana history. When I
called Major Moves the jobs vote of a gen-
eration, I meant it. Indiana is the envy of
America today.” said Daniels last Wednes-
day.

Five years ago, the state entered into a
$3.8 billion, 75-year lease with the Indiana
Toll Road Concessionaire Company
(ITRCC) to operate the road. Since then,
more than $334 million has been invested
to improve it and the Indiana Department of
Transportation has used more than $2 bil-
lion in lease proceeds on 200 road and
bridge projects, with more planned. 

“What we see on this fifth anniversary is
over a hundred new major roads projects,
including those that have been on the draw-
ing board for generations, and over a hun-
dred major road and bridge restoration and
preservations projects. All this is being done
with no new taxes and no borrowing. On the
day we made the transaction, we knew it
was a great moment for Indiana, and it
looks better each passing year,” Daniels
added.

Among Toll Road improvements:
-$250 million was invested to add a third

lane in Lake County to alleviate congestion
-$40 million was spent to expand elec-

tronic tolling, operational since spring 2008

along the entire 157-mile span of the road
-98 percent of more than $360 million in

contracts awarded to date by the ITRCC
have been to Indiana companies, far ex-
ceeding the “Buy Indiana” goal of 90 per-
cent.

-The governor’s Indiana Toll Road Over-
sight Board (ITROB) meets each quarter to
monitor the ITRCC’s compliance with the
lease and INDOT standards of operation. To
date, the operator meets or exceeds all
safety and maintenance guidelines. 

Among the chief accomplishments of
Major Moves to date:

-185 highway miles have been com-
pleted, with 413 expected by the end of
2015. 

-588 bridges have been rehabilitated or
replaced; by the end of 2015, 1,190 bridges
will have been rehabbed or replaced. 

-As of April 2011, the state has earned
over $755 million in investment income on
the lease proceeds.

-By the end of 2012, 65 projects will be
completed or substantially under construc-
tion and 30 projects will be accelerated,
compared to the original 2006 plan.

Among major projects that are well un-
derway or near completion are US 24 Fort
to Port in Allen County (open to traffic in
fall 2012), I-69 from Evansville to Crane
(December 2012), and State Road 25,
known as the Hoosier Heartland Highway
connecting West Lafayette to Logansport
(December 2013).

Hoosiers receiving unemployment insur-
ance will notice changes to eligibility re-
quirements on July 1, 2011. The new rules
are part of a law passed by the General As-
sembly making several changes to unem-
ployment insurance over the next year. 

“The new law closes loopholes in eligi-
bility requirements,” said Mark W. Everson,
Commissioner of the Department of Work-
force Development. “This will ensure only
those who are truly unemployed are eligible
for unemployment insurance benefits.”

The following individuals will not be eli-
gible for unemployment insurance benefits
beginning July 1:

-People who work on an on-call or as-
needed basis when they receive pay or re-
fuse work during any week. These
individuals usually work for an employer
whenever work is available but there is no
set work schedule. 

-Workers employed at a business during

a planned short-term shutdown. A planned
short-term shutdown is an employer man-
dated vacation period with or without pay.
Employees must be given at least six
months advance notice or notified at the
time of hire. 

-Employees of Head Start programs who
are on planned breaks such as summer va-
cation.

-Individuals who fail or refuse a drug test
given by an employer before hiring will be
denied benefits. The Department of Work-
force Development will process this as a
work refusal when notified by an em-
ployer.

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I have always been what some would call
an over-protective mother. I try not to be but
I just can’t help it. Although Loogootee has
not changed much since I was a kid, some-
thing must have changed in the eyes of par-
ents. Kerry (Frye) Sims and I used to walk
the city up one side and down the other
when we were in grade school. Kerry lived
on Butcher Boulevard so we would go up
to the school to play basketball, tennis, or
bounce a ball off of the wall of the high
school. We would walk Main Street – go
into Alco Dime Store and get vanilla Coke,
visit her Grandpa Clyde in the American
Legion, or just go to a friend’s house. As far
as I can remember we were never harassed
or in danger while out and about. Since I
lived near Alfordsville in a secluded area,
my time at Kerry’s house was always excit-
ing.

Today, we live at the very end of Church
Street in Loogootee. For years now my boys
have wanted to ride their bikes down to El-
ementary East to play on the playground
equipment or shoot hoops. Well, they can’t
do this now but nonetheless I would never
let them do it out of fear. Images would

flash through my mind of car accidents, kid-
napping . . . I guess I am just real negative.
Recently, Alex (my 11-year-old) had a
buddy over and they wanted to go to the
pool by themselves. My grandma was vis-
iting and even though I was sick about it, I
let Alex go alone to the city pool. After
dropping him off with his cell phone in tow
and telling him to be on his best behavior, I
hesitantly returned home. As soon as I walk
into the house I hear the dispatcher on the
scanner call the police to the city pool for a
fight in progress. My stomach went in
knots. Alex was there with three friends and
I believe I called all of their cell phones but
didn’t get an answer. Finally, when I was
gathering my things to head back up there,
Alex called me back. He said he was not in-
volved and everything with him and his
friends was fine. This is the reason though
that I don’t let my kids out of my sight very
often.

I didn’t even let my boys spend the night
away from me until four years ago when we
moved back to Loogootee. My friend Lori
Mattingly took a whole gaggle of kids home
with her one night for a sleepover and both
my boys wanted to go. I was sick about it –
she made fun of me. My husband showed
up at her house I believe at 8 a.m. the next
morning to get them. (Believe it or not, he
is worse than me) Since then, my boys have
been to many overnight stays and day trips
with friends but I still worry sick until they
are back in front of me again.

Maybe my fear stems from all the “reck-
less” things I did as a kid. By 13 years old,
I was gone with friends every single night.
Up until I met my husband at age 19, I was
a pretty crazy teenager. Obviously I made it
through without any real damage but there
were certainly some close calls. 

I don’t know what is wrong with me but
the older my boys get, the less understand-
ing they become of my phobia. I try not to
show my fear and go with the flow but I’m
pretty bad at hiding it. I know I will have to
completely cut the cord eventually, but I’m
using a dull butter knife to do it.
