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Martin County

The Shoals School Board met Thurs-
day, July 12. 

Amy Money presented on the CASS 
and PBIS programs going on in the 
school system and showed that the PBIS 
program is having a positive impact by 
raising attendance rates and decreasing 
discipline referrals.

High School Principal Kindra Hovis 
presented an overview of the new dual 
credit college courses that will be added 
during the 2018-2019 school year and 
a status update on the early college ap-
plication that the school has applied for. 

Elementary Principal Shannon Wag-
oner spoke about the improvements 
going on in the elementary school such 
as classrooms being painted and new 
lockers in the intermediate school. She 
also discussed new professional devel-
opment opportunities and workshops 
that teachers will be attending to better 
understand the new ILEARN test that 
will be replacing the ISTEP test. She 
also noted that 2nd grade classrooms will 
be getting Chromebooks to keep in the 
classroom and a new program to help 
younger students learn how to type. 
She also reported that 4th grade teacher, 
Lindsey Douglas, received a grant and 
will be starting a new STEM program 
in the elementary.

The walking policy was presented for 
a second reading. Eva George motioned 
to accept the policy and Bill Bauer sec-
onded. A vote of 5-0 passed.

The non-certified handbook was pre-

sented for a first reading. A vote will be 
taken at the August meeting. 

On the late evening of Sunday, July 
8, Martin County Sheriff’s Office Dep-
uty Shinn was patrolling in Loogoo-
tee when a vehicle was observed with 
expired license plates. Deputy Shinn 
initiated a traffic stop on the vehicle 
at the intersection of JFK Avenue and 
Church Street, in Loogootee. The driv-
er was identified as Joseph R. Miller, 
30, of Washington. Upon further in-
vestigation the vehicle’s license plate 
were expired, false and fictitious (be-
longing to a different vehicle) and there 
was no insurance on the vehicle. The 
vehicle was subsequently impounded 
and found to have methamphetamine 
and drug paraphernalia located inside. 
Joseph Miller attempted to destroy the 
methamphetamine during the traffic 
stop, by dissolving it in a Gatorade 
bottle. Miller was taken into custody 
without incident and was transported 
to the Martin County Security Center. 
Deputy Shinn was assisted by Loogoo-
tee Sgt. Norris.

Later, in the morning hours of Mon-
day, July 9, Martin County Sheriff’s 
Deputy Tyler Reed was on patrol in 
Loogootee when he observed a vehicle 
with an altered/forged license plate. As 
the vehicle approached the stoplight at 
the intersection of John F. Kennedy Av-
enue and Broadway Street, the driver 
circumvented the stop light by pulling 
into a gas station parking lot and then 
exiting back out onto East Broadway 
Street. The vehicle failed to signal its 
turn and Deputy Reed learned that the 
plates were expired. Deputy Reed then 

initiated a traffic stop on the vehicle 
near Highway 50 and Church Street. 
The driver was identified as Cody L. 
Sebade, 26, of Clay City, and the pas-
senger was identified as Cassie M. Ol-
sen, 35, of Brazil. Loogootee Sgt. Rick 
Norris arrived to assist. Deputy Reed 
then utilized his narcotics-certified K9 
Virka for a free air sniff of the exterior 
of the vehicle. K9 Virka gave a posi-
tive indication for the odor of narcot-
ics inside the vehicle. A search of the 
vehicle then resulted in officers locat-
ing a black metal container containing 
a white crystal substance and a digital 
scale containing residue. Both the sub-
stance and residue field tested positive 
for methamphetamine. 

Martin County Sheriff’s Captain 
Dant and Loogootee Police Chief Kel-
ly Rayhill also arrived to assist. Sebade 
and Olsen were placed under arrest and 
transported to the Martin County Secu-
rity Center without incident. 

Joseph Miller was charged with pos-
session of methamphetamine, a Level 
6 Felony; obstruction of justice, a Lev-
el 6 Felony; possession of marijuana, 
a Class B Misdemeanor; and posses-
sion of paraphernalia, a Class A Mis-
demeanor

Cody L. Sebade was charged with 
possession of methamphetamine, a 
Level 6 Felony and forgery, a Level 6 
Felony

Cassie M. Olsen was charged with 
possession of methamphetamine, a 
Level 6 Felony and possession of para-
phernalia, a Class C Misdemeanor.

The number of transfer students allowed 
from out of district for each grade are 
as follows: first grade-8 students; sec-
ond grade-18 students; third grade-10 
students; fourth grade-12 students; fifth 
grade-13 students; sixth grade-15 stu-
dents; seventh-twelfth grades-10 stu-
dents per grade

The class of 2020 requested to sell 
concessions during the Catfish Festival. 
Funds will be used for the senior class 
trip. Drexel Turpin motioned to accept 
the request and Bill Bauer seconded. 
Motion passed 5-0.

The class of 2019 requested to sell 
magazines, cookie dough, honey buns, 
and an online store through Lawrence 
Loner with Great American Opportu-
nities to help raise funds for the prom. 
Jenell Hoffman motioned to accept the 
request and Eva George seconded. Mo-
tion passed 5-0.

The high school principal presented 
the first reading of the School Improve-
ment Plan for the 2018-2019 school 
year. The second reading will be at the 
August board meeting. 

The high school principal also rec-
ommended the board approve Spanish 
Teacher, Erin Cage, to teach dual credit 
Spanish through Oakland City Univer-
sity. Jenell Hoffman motioned to ap-
prove the course and Eva George sec-
onded. The motion passed 5-0.

The superintendent requested permis-
sion to advertise for a special education 
aide to split between the middle school 
and high school due to the large increase 
in the special education population. The 
board approved. 

Teacher Ben Kent requested permis-
sion to donate or dispose of broken and 
unused shop room tools and items. The 
board approved. 

Dr. Roush reported on the following: 
Shoals has partnered with Mitchell 

and Orleans to apply for an ROI/Lilly 
grant. The schools had to go through an 
interview process and expect to be noti-
fied within the next week if the schools 
will be awarded the grant. 

The school received the state safety 
grant which will be used to pay for the 
school resource officer during the 2018-
2019 school year. The school still plans 
to partner with Lawman to provide the 
school with off duty local and state of-
ficers. 

The state is giving each school a 
handheld metal detector to help provide 
more security. 

The Monroe County Library has of-
fered to donate their library circulation 
desk to the elementary school library.  

Registration will be July 24 and the 
first day of school is set for August 3. 

During the summer, the elementary 
lockers were replaced as well as the 
ceilings in the home economics, shop, 
and band rooms. There were several 
elementary classrooms repainted and 
most of the work has been completed. 

The school has received the ISTEP 
results which are still embargoed at this 
time. In order to help increase ISTEP 
scores, Dr. Roush would like to bring in 
an outside company to review and audit 
the math and English plans for grades 
K-12. Dr. Roush reported that they 
have some really wonderful hardwork-
ing teachers who spend their evenings, 
weekends, and summer breaks going 
through state standards and analyzing 
data and they are heartbroken when the 
results are not what they wanted. It is 
extremely disheartening that the state 
has put so much pressure on schools to 
perform so well on this one single test. 
This coming year, the school will have a 
new test to prepare for as the state tran-
sitions from the ISTEP to the ILEARN. 
Dr. Roush is hoping the audit will give 
them some recommendations to help 
the school better align the overall cur-
riculum.   

The meeting adjourned at 6:55 p.m.

The Martin County Sheriff’s Office 
conducted a traffic stop resulting in an 
arrest for methamphetamine and a con-
trolled substance on Thursday evening, 
July 12.

In the Garden

One of the most useful family of 
plants in the battle against Bambi is 
the fern family. While deer will munch 
on some young ferns, particularly the 
deer fern and the ferns that form fiddle-
heads, as ferns mature, the fronds seem 
to become tough and unpalatable. At 
any rate, the deer do not seem to bother 
most ferns during the summer. While 
the mention of ferns brings up thoughts 
of lacy green fronds, there really is a 
wide variety of leaf patterns and even 
some color differential to give some 
contrast in the shade garden.         

There are several ferns that are na-
tive to Indiana and are among the most 
useful plants for shade gardens. In 
general, ferns do best in partial to full 
shade. Most prefer moist areas with 
humus-rich soil.  These are the same 
areas where hostas thrive.      

Lady ferns are among the most pop-
ular ferns for gardens. The deep green 
fronts contrast to dark stipes or stems. 
One special cultivar, Lady in Red, actu-
ally has red stripes. Lady ferns can tol-
erate drier soils than most other ferns 
and are able to survive a short drought.

Another good choice is the Christmas 
fern. This fern is still green at Christ-
mas time and actually remains green 
until just before new fronds develop in 
the spring. It is a large fern, with fronds 
up to two feet tall and forming clumps 
three feet across.

If you really want large ferns, try the 
Ostrich fern. Three-foot tall light green 
fronds arch above and through neigh-
boring plants. These ferns will do well 
at the edges of shade areas and will tol-
erate a fair amount of sun as long as 
they have some protection from the hot 

evening sun.
Maiden hair ferns are eye-catching de-

ciduous ferns. The black stipes are topped 
by delicate-looking fronds. Maiden hair 
fens spread by horizontal rhizomes and 
will colonize and area over time. How-
ever, they are not thuggish and blend in 
well with other shade plants.

Cinnamon ferns are so-named be-
cause the green fronds morph to a cin-
namon color by late summer. Cinna-
mon ferns have large fronds and form 
large clumps.   

While one could easily have a garden 
full of only native ferns, I have found 
a couple of Japanese ferns that behave 
well and bring great interest to the gar-
den. One group of these ferns is the 
Japanese painted ferns. Ranging from 
silver to burgundy, the fronds of the 
Japanese painted fern stand out amid 
typical green plants. They are not par-
ticularly tall, so they work best at the 
edges of planting beds, but they will 
form broad clumps over time. The oth-
er Japanese import has become my fa-
vorite fern. The Japanese shield fern is 
marketed as the autumn fern. In spring, 
new fronds are a coppery pink, but they 
become light green as temperatures 
warm. Through the summer, the thick 
clumps of lacy fronds serve as a great 
foil to broad-leaf plants. Autumn is 
when this fern really shines. The cool 
weather triggers a change to a beautiful 
bronze color that rivals any fall foliage. 
The color persists into winter and may 
even remain until the new fronds arrive 
in spring. Last winter, with the harsh 
temperatures and lack of snow cover, 
they died to the ground, but they came 
back beautifully.

I also have several tropical and 
sub-tropical ferns in my houseplant 
collection, including bird’s nest ferns, 
asparagus ferns and rabbit’s foot ferns. 
I also have an epiphytic staghorn fern 
that does not even need soil. It does 
will in a humid environment. I like 
to take these houseplants outside for 
the summer and they contribute to the 
fern garden. There is one fern in my 
collection that I have not been able to 
identify. I just refer to it as Terwillegar, 
in memory of a lovey Fern whose ac-
quaintance enriched my life.

Rural and volunteer fire departments 
from 40 counties have been awarded 
more than $284,000 in DNR Volunteer 
Fire Assistance grants.
