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Martin County has 2nd lowest
jobless rate in state for June

Martin County’s jobless rate moved
from 5.9 percent in May to 6.6 percent in
June. The county had the second lowest
unemployment rate in the state of the 92
Indiana counties for June.

In June, the county had 5,455 residents
in the workforce with 361 of them without
jobs. In May, there were 5,167 residents
able to work and 304 of them were unem-
ployed. In June of last year, Martin Coun-
ty’s unemployment rate was 2.7 percent
with 5,510 residents in the workforce and
150 of them unemployed.

Dubois County’s unemployment rate
jumped from 5.7 percent in May to 7.1
percent in June. The county held the third
spot in the state for lowest jobless rate for
June.

In June, the county had 23,337 residents
in the workforce and 1,662 of them were
unemployed. In May, there were 22,049
residents able to work and 1,250 residents
without jobs. In June of 2019, Dubois
County’s unemployment rate was 2.5 per-
cent with 23,738 residents in the work-
force and 605 of them unemployed.

Daviess County’s jobless rate went un-
changed from May to June, standing at
5.7 percent. The county had the lowest
jobless rate in the state for June.

In June, the county had 16,745 residents

in the workforce with 961 of them unem-
ployed. In May, there were 16,069 resi-
dents able to work and 908 of them were
without jobs. In June of last year, Daviess
County’s jobless rate was 2.7 percent with
17,158 residents in the workforce with
464 of them unemployed.

Greene County’s unemployment rate
moved up slightly in June to 9.2 percent,
from 8.9 percent the month before. The
county had the 28" lowest jobless rate in
the state for June, tied with Clinton and
Hancock counties.

In June, the county had 13,599 residents
in the workforce and 1,246 of them were
unemployed. In May, there were 13,328
residents able to work and 1,192 of them
without jobs. In June of 2019, Greene
County’s jobless rate was 4 percent with
13,637 residents in the workforce and 548
of them unemployed.

The top ten spots in the state for low-
est unemployment for June were Daviess
County at 5.7 percent, Martin County at
6.6 percent, Dubois County at 7.1 per-
cent, Boone County at 7.2 percent, Posey
County at 7.5 percent, Benton County at
7.7 percent, Spencer and Hamilton coun-
ties at 7.8 percent, and LaGrange and Ad-
ams counties at 7.9 percent.

The top ten spots in the state for high-

est unemployment for June were Orange
County at 20.2 percent, Howard County
at 16.8 percent, Lake County at 15.8 per-
cent, Fayette and LaPorte counties at 15.6
percent, Switzerland County at 15.1 per-
cent, Ohio County at 14.6 percent, Porter
and St. Joseph counties at 13.4 percent,
and Blackford County at 13.1 percent.

Indiana’s unemployment rate dropped
to 11.2 percent for June, and the national
rate is 11.1 percent. The monthly unem-
ployment rate is a U.S. Bureau of Labor
Statistics (BLS) indicator that reflects the
number of unemployed people seeking
employment within the prior four weeks
as a percentage of the labor force.

Indiana’s labor force had a net increase
of 53,484 over the previous month. This
was a result of a decrease of 28,747 unem-
ployed residents and an increase of 82,231
employed residents. Indiana’s total labor
force, which includes both Hoosiers em-
ployed and those seeking employment,
stands at 3.39 million, and the state’s 64.3
percent labor force participation rate is
above the national rate of 61.5 percent.

Shoals Town Council discusses properties, improvements

The Shoals Town Council met Monday
July 6. Those in attendance were Council
Members Cecil Ragsdale and Clint Hoff-
man, Clerk-Treasurer Sierra Rutledge,
Town Marshal Todd Eckert, Shoals Fire
Chief Jim Hamby. Attending virtually
was Council Member Cary D. Albright
and Town Attorney Dave Lett. Others in
attendance were Brian Fleck with HWC
Engineering, Jeremy Chestnut and Lee
Chestnut.

Shoals Fire Chief Jim Hamby present-
ed the by-laws for the fire department.
Hamby stated there were no changes.
Council Member Albright made a motion
to accept the by-laws as presented with
Council Member Hoffman making the
second and all were in favor.

Council Member Hoffman stated he
had an update from the beautification
board. He stated they were meeting this
evening at 6:30 p.m. and they were dis-
cussing information to apply for the Mar-
tin County Community Foundation grant
for the next round of projects planned.

Council Member Ragsdale submitted
an agreement received from Core Facili-
ties, Inc. The agreement is to create a cus-
tomized maintenance program and manu-
al for the sewage department lagoon field
and lift stations. Council Member Al-
bright made a motion to accept the agree-
ment in the amount of $10,950 (over 3
years) with Councilman Hoffman making
the second. Council Member Albright
stated he would like for employee Caitlin
Sanders to lead the project with the rest of
the board also in agreement.

Council Member Ragsdale addressed
resident Jeremy Chestnut. Ragsdale stat-
ed that the town was interested in proper-
ty Chestnut currently owns that is located
on Lynwood Street. Ragsdale stated the
town is currently working on a project ad-

jacent to Chestnut’s property and asked if
Chestnut was willing to discuss property
acquisition negotiations with the town.
Chestnut stated he was willing to do so.
An executive session was scheduled for
Monday, July 20 for the town board to
meet with Chestnut on the matter.

Clerk-Treasurer Sierra Rutledge pre-
sented the up-to-date fund balances to the
board members.

Rutledge stated a special session had
been held to open up the three sealed bids
received for the Community Crossing
paving program grant. Brian Fleck, with
HWC Engineers, stated the board needed
to award the bid to one of the submitting
contractors. Council Member Albright
made a motion to award the bid to Hughes
Paving who came in the lowest. Council
Member Hoffman made the second and
all were in favor.

Rutledge presented the board with

three quotes for the replacement of the
air conditioning unit at the town hall. The
board had requested Rutledge receive
three quotes from the specific vendors
of M&M Electric, Morrow’s HVAC and
Kingdom Air. After discussion, Coun-
cil Member Albright made a motion to
accept the quote from M&M Electric
to move forward with Council Member
Hoffman making the second.

The clerk-treasurer presented a blue-
print and design plan submitted by Boy
Scout Troop #495 Leader Sharon Lake.
The plan was for an Eagle Scout project
for one of her troop scouts. The scout de-
signed a plan to build a “K-9 Wash Sta-
tion” for the town police dog. Rutledge
stated if approved the boy scouts would
pay for half of the cost. The current ex-
pected cost for all materials was around
$900. Rutledge stated this cost could go

COVID-19 update

As of today, Wednesday, July 22, Mar-
tin County has had 36 positive cases of
COVID-19 and zero deaths. As of today,
639 Martin County residents have been
tested. Of the positive cases, 30.6 percent
have been between the ages of 30 and 39,
27.8 percent have been 40-49, 16.7 percent
have been 20-29, 8.3 percent have been
0-19 and 60-69 and 5.6 percent have been
50-59 years of age. No one aged 70-79
have tested positive to date. 55.6 percent of
positives have been female and 44.4 have
been male.

Dubois County has had 469 positive cas-
es and nine deaths and had 4,043 residents
tested. Daviess County has had 178 pos-
itive cases, 17 deaths and 2,312 residents
tested. Lawrence County has had 283 pos-
itive cases, 26 deaths and 3,873 residents
tested. Greene County has had 210 positive
cases, 33 deaths and 2,646 residents tested.
Orange County has had 150 positive cases,
24 deaths and 1,502 residents tested.

Indiana Governor Eric Halcomb laid
out a plan to get Indiana back open from
COVID-19, in phases. The state has been
stuck in phase 4.5 for several weeks as cas-
es continue to increase. Gatherings, indoor
or outdoor, are still limited to less than 250
people.

COVID-19 testing sites locally include
at Ruxer Golf Course in Jasper, Memori-
al Hospital in Huntingburg, Valley Health
in West Baden, and the Walmart parking
lot in Paoli. For a complete list of testing
sites and to schedule an appointment, visit
WWww.coronavirus.in.gov/2524.htm or call
888-634-1116.

There is no charge for testing, howev-
er, if you do have private health care in-
surance, you are asked to bring that to the
testing site. People can expect to get the
results within 48 hours.

The Martin County Health Department
is working closely with the Indiana State
Department of Health Contact Tracing
Team to ensure that contacts of positive
patients are identified and monitored and
that infection control protocols are being
followed.

The best way to protect yourself from
any respiratory illness is to:

-Wash your hands often with soap and
water for at least 20 seconds. If soap
and water are not available, use an alco-
hol-based hand sanitizer.

-Wear a mask that covers your nose and
mouth any time you are in public. Masks
are required to enter some locations.

-Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and
mouth with unwashed hands.

-Avoid close contact (within 6 feet) with
people who are sick.

-Stay home when you are sick. If you
have symptoms consistent with Covid-19
self-isolate for at least 10 days away from
other members of your household. A sick
individual should continue to isolate un-
til symptoms have resolved for at least 72
hours. For some that may mean isolation
lasts longer than 10 days.

down as they would work on donations
for materials. Rutledge also stated the
scout had originally planned to do work
at the Overlook but the COVID pandemic
had caused issues moving forward with
that plan.

Rutledge stated she had
not been able to make contact to receive
a quote number from the other vendor the
council had requested. Rutledge asked if
the council wanted to table the decision
until the next meeting. Council Member
Albright stated that since they have been
told several times a rate study was needed
to be done to proceed with applying for
any grant funding to assist in system up-
dates, he felt it was best to move forward.
Rutledge stated she spoke with the engi-
neering firm that had been assisting with
the master utility plan and they stated the
quote was very cheap and reasonable.
Council Member Albright made a motion
to accept the agreement for the rate study
with Council Member Hoffman making
the second and all were in favor.

Rutledge stated there were two signs
posted at The Overlook, pertaining to
unattended vehicles being towed, that
were very aged and asked for approval to
replace them. Rutledge also stated there
was a heavy amount of pet waste and
asked for approval to purchase and post a
sign for pet owners to clean up the waste.
The board approved both.

Next Rutledge stated there were items
in the employee handbook that needed
to be updated. After discussion, Attorney
Lett stated he would reach out the indi-
vidual that had just updated the county
handbook and discuss options.

Rutledge stated her office had all the
usual items ordered for the upcoming
Catfish Festival but needed approval for
the fireworks show donation. Council

Member Hoffman made a motion to make
a donation of $500 to the Lions Club for
the fireworks with Council Member Al-
bright making the second and all were in
favor.

Rutledge presented a meter transfer
from C. Land to S. McShane and one ap-
ply and return for A. Holt. Council Mem-
ber Hoffman made a motion to accept the
meter transfer and apply and return with
Council Member Albright making the
second.

Council Member Hoffman brought up a
concern about the speed bumps being re-
moved on Lynwood Street and West Riv-
er Road. After discussion, Council Mem-
ber Albright made a motion to install four
speed limit signs where the speed bumps
were previously located. Albright stat-
ed the speed limit posted would be the
recommendation of the town marshal.
Town Marshal Eckert stated he thought
it should be 20 miles per hour but would
confirm. Council Member Hoffman made
the second and all were in favor.

Council Member Albright asked if a
report had been submitted to the Martin
County Prosecutor’s Office for the dam-
age to the cameras at the ballpark. Mar-
shal Eckert replied “no” that a report had
not been submitted yet and that he had a
meeting set with the sheriff on Wednes-
day to pursue the matter. Rutledge stated
she had received a call from Area One
and they were going to be on-site the day
the new equipment was received which
should be anytime.

With no further business to discuss
Council Member Hoffman made a mo-
tion to adjourn at 6:31 p.m. with Council
Member Albright making the second and
the meeting closed.

The next meeting will be held Monday,
August 17 at 6 p.m.

Employment by Sector

Private sector employment has de-
creased by 182,200 over the year and
increased by 128,900 over the previous
month. The monthly increase is primarily
due to gains in the Leisure and Hospital-
ity (46,900), the Manufacturing (19,000)
and the Private Education and Health
Services (16,700) sectors. Total private
employment stands at 2,552,400, which
is 196,900 below the January 2019 peak.

Martin County legislators: Grants,
resources available to support
small businesses during pandemic

As Indiana continues to get back
on track, State Reps. Jeff Ellington
(R-Bloomington) and Shane Lindauer
(R-Jasper) said the state is dedicating
nearly $44 million in federal funds to
help small businesses and manufacturers
impacted by COVID-19.

“Our local entrepreneurs are some
of the hardest hit when it comes to the
economic impact of this pandemic,” El-
lington said. “This funding can ease their
financial losses as we continue to safely
reopen.”

Through the federal CARES Act, $30
million has been dedicated to the Small
Business Restart Fund. Hoosier small
businesses with fewer than 50 employ-
ees and $5 million in annual revenue that
experienced at least a 40 percent drop
in revenue can apply for grants to cov-
er expenses related to the public health
crisis. Ellington said these expenses may
include rent or mortgage payments, lease
payments for real or personal proper-
ty, utilities and safety investments like
personal protective equipment and in-
frastructure improvements to keep em-
ployees and customers safe. According
to Ellington, at least $5 million will
be reserved for certified minority- and
women-owned businesses. The deadline
to apply for a grant is September 30.
For more information on this program,
including additional eligibility require-
ments, visit backontrack.in.gov.

The Indiana Small Business Devel-
opment Center will utilize nearly $3.7
million over the next 18 months to offer
increased resources for Hoosier entrepre-
neurs and small businesses. Lindauer said
this funding will help provide no-cost
services like counseling and training for
local businesses impacted by COVID-19.

“Small businesses continue to adjust
how they serve customers to meet the
needs of Hoosiers during this pandemic,”
Lindauer said. “These funds can provide
employers with financial relief while
they remain open.”

The Indiana Economic Development
Corp. approved $10 million to launch
the Economic Activity Stabilization and
Enhancement program, which Lindauer
said will support technology and opera-
tional advancements in the manufactur-

ing industry. Through this program, local
manufacturers will be able to apply for
support through the Smart & Advanced
Manufacturing Focus Fund to invest in
new developments. Manufacturing Read-
iness Grants are also available to com-
panies committed to modernizing their
operations or those investing in health
care manufacturing technology. Addi-
tionally, a Smart Manufacturing Studio
is being developed to provide lab space
and access to state-of-the-art equipment
to businesses so they can train employ-
ees, validate technologies and conduct
third-party pilot manufacturing. More in-
formation can be found by visiting iedc.

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Hot weather is upon us. Heat mdlces will

be in the triple digits and actual tempera-
tures will flirt with the 100-degree mark
over the next several days. That kind of
heat causes stress on plants, people and
pets.

Many of the plants that we cultivate as
annuals are actually from areas where hot
weather is common. They can take the heat,
but they also need the moisture of their
native habitats. Extra water will be need-
ed for the garden and gardener this week.
That is especially true for plants in plant-
ers. Hanging plants may need water more
than once a day. They dry out more quickly
and will need the extra attention. If you are
not sure that the extra water is needed, just
lift up the planter. Water is heavy and if the
plant is light, it needs more water.

At Sandhill Gardens, most of the thirsty
tropical and sub-tropical plants are clus-
tered around a fountain that splashes water
profusely. I just need to fill the fountain
base and turn it on in the morning to ensure
that the plants have the moisture they need.
I do not usually leave it on if [ am leaving
for the day, as it sometimes runs dry and
that could ruin the pump. There are more
expensive pumps available that will shut
themselves off if the water level is too low,
but I have found that I am usually home
long enough each day to let the plants get
watered by the fountain. I can fill the foun-
tain with a hose from a water barrel, so the
water is free.

At Your Service

I also use the rainwater I have collect—
ed in barrels and other containers to water
other potted plants and some of the new-
ly-planted specimens in the gardens. I also
use the rainwater for my vegetable beds.
This requires lugging a couple of large wa-
tering cans and is time consuming, but it
gives me more control of where the water
is being used. When the water containers
are empty, | must resort to hoses from the
spigots. I prefer using a watering wand,
which gives me greater control of water
direction.

The best time to water is in the morn-
ing. If leaves get wet, they will dry during
the day. This helps keep fungal diseases in
check. However, we know that it rains at
night, so if you must water in the evenings,
just be watchful for signs of fungal disease.
It is still a good idea to use a wand to water
at ground level as much as possible.

Many people do not want to invest the
time for hand watering. There are many
types of watering systems available. The
limit is just the amount of money you have
to spend. Soaker hoses are an effective way
to water and keep the moisture at ground
level. However, it takes a lot of soaker hos-
es to water all the beds in a large garden.
Another type of watering system has indi-
vidual emitters that direct water to the root
systems of the plants in a bed. This type of
system is effective but can be expensive to
set up in a garden.

Most people resort to sprinklers for wa-

termg large areas. If you use a sprmkler it
is best to put it on a timer to water in the
morning. Watering in the heat of the day re-
sults in the loss of a lot of the water to im-
mediate evaporation, which does nothing
for the plants. Sprinklers come with many
patterns, but it is still likely that you will be
watering driveways and other places where
there are no plants, so they are not neces-
sarily the most efficient watering system.

Some plants, especially newly planted
specimens, may need some shelter from
the hot sun. If you do not have natural
shelter, placing an old umbrella or a small
table over the plant may provide some pro-
tection from direct sunlight. However, you
must still be aware that the plant will need
water.

Most importantly, make sure the garden-
er gets enough water and rest during this
hot weather. Work in the shade as much as
possible and take frequent breaks. Be care-
ful out there.
