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In honor of Hindostan Days, to be held 
Saturday, October 2, the Martin County 
Historical Society will be running arti-
cles on the history of Hindostan. The fol-
lowing was submitted by Bill Greene, the 
son of the writer, Bob Greene.

In the spring 1819, the Town of Hindo-
stan was platted by a company called Pro-
prietors of Hindostan. Frederick Sholts 
was the president of the Proprietors. He 
envisioned Hindostan as being a major 
city in the Old Northwest Territory. He 
and the Proprietors had to make a few 
“political promises” to make this hap-
pen. First, they needed to get the county 
established and then form a government. 

Some of the promises made were: 160 
acres of ground donated to county, $5,000 
cash given to the county (to be paid over 
a period of 3 years), a full square of land 
for a new courthouse, another for a semi-
nary, a bell for the courthouse, and choice 
lots in the town which were to be sold for 
not less than $200. 

A library would be constructed with 
money from 10 percent of the $5,000, 
and 10 percent from money made by the 
county from land sales. The commission-
ers opened bids for the courthouse and 
jail. 

Mr. Benjamin Adams was awarded 
construction of the courthouse and Isaac 
Smith would build the jail. But Mr. Smith 

failed to hold up his end of the bargain 
and the commissioners then granted Mr. 
Mathias Sholts the job of constructing 
the jail. More problems arose and the jail 
wasn’t finished until after 1824, with Mr. 
Joseph D. Clements finally finishing the 
job. The courthouse wasn’t being con-
structed on time either. The commission-
ers were having to meet in the homes of 
Joseph Clements and Frederick Sholts. 
The clerk’s office was located in a house 
that had been rented by the county. The 
court system also used this house. This 
was in the years 1820-1825.

In January 1826, a lawsuit was brought 
against Frederick Sholts and the Pro-
prietors for failing to deliver on their 
promises. In particular, the $5,000 was 
not being paid for the failure to construct 
public buildings.

County officials of 1820 were: Com-
missioners—John Meriam, George 
Mitcheltree, and Mathias Sholts; Coro-
ner – James Perry; Sheriff –Adam Shul-
er won the election, but was replaced 
because he had not been a citizen for 12 
months. Julius Johnson became the first 
sheriff of Martin County; Clerk – Thom-
as Prentiss; Associate Judges – Frederick 
Sholts, Dr. Ezekeil Porter; Treasurer – 
Lyman G. Austin.

Townships of 1820 were, Columbia, 
Mitcheltree, Perry and Sholts.

Julia Albright, Public Health Nurse, 
reported to the Martin County Commis-
sioners at their meeting last Tuesday, 
August 24, that there have been 112 new 
cases of COVID in the county so far this 
month, half of those have been in the past 
week. The county will remain in the or-
ange status for case increases. She said 
the residents she has spoken with who 
are positive for COVID have symptoms 
ranging from very mild to the need for 
hospitalization. She said she spoke to the 
ambulance director who said they have 
taken a few people to the hospital in the 
past week. She asked that the public con-
tinue to practice good personal hygiene 
and wanted to remind everyone that the 
health department is still doing their vac-
cine clinics every Thursday from 9 a.m.-
5 p.m. Commissioner George said they 
are planning to have another emergency 
taskforce meeting for COVID and that is 
currently being set up. 

Tiffany Whaley, with the ambulance 
service, said their levels of transport for 
sick patients is going up and they trans-
ported two that day. She said they are 
struggling to get protective gowns for the 
staff. 

Andy Ringwald, with civil defense, 
said they have gowns available they will 
give to the ambulance service. 

Pat Jones, who was in the audience, 
asked if the commissioners could stop 
businesses from mandating a COVID 
vaccine by passing a resolution or or-
dinance. Attorney Lett said the com-
missioners have the authority to issue a 
mandate but not prevent businesses from 
doing their own mandate. 

Commissioner George said he doesn’t 
see them going in the direction of man-

dating a vaccine. 
“My choice, my body,” said Commis-

sioner Cody Roush. 
Attorney Lett advised the commission-

ers to stay out of it until they are forced to 
get involved. 

“I’m for medical freedom,” said Jones 
adding that the vaccine should be an op-
tion, not a requirement.

Jameson Hibbs, with West Boggs Park, 
talked to the commissioners about road 
work to be done in the park. Hibbs said 
that Martin County has agreed to help 
chip and seal and Daviess County will 
help pave, each with the roads in the park 
in their own county.

Highway Superintendent Scott Seals 
said he believes it would take about four 
or five days to get the work done in the 
park. Daviess County has requested help 
from Martin County with hauling the hot 
mix. 

The commissioners voted to give per-
mission for the highway department em-
ployees to do the work during the week 
before mid-September. Seals said he 
would be lacking manpower after that. 
West Boggs will be paying for material 
and labor. Hibbs said they have some cul-
verts they could give in lieu of payment. 
Commissioner George said that would be 
up to Hibbs and Seals.

Highway Superintendent Seals said 
they advertised for applications for em-
ployees, and they have enough applica-
tions now to start the interview process. 
They decided to start that process on 
Wednesday evening, September 1, in ex-
ecutive session. 

Seals also talked to the commissioners 
about doing an auction at the highway 
garage at noon on September 15 to sell 
surplus equipment. Civil Defense Direc-
tor Monty Wolf said they have a van they 
would like to add to the auction. The com-
missioners asked Auditor Bobbie Abel to 
check again with the other departments to 
see if they had anything to include. 

Seals said that blacktopping on Rusk 
Road and Mill Road is complete, and 
crews are finishing up Chicken Farm

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In the Garden

Labor Day is often viewed as the end 

of summer. Actually, we still have about 
three weeks of the summer season and 
summer weather may remain even lon-
ger. However, we will be seeing earlier 
sunsets and temperatures will be cool-
ing. That is good news for fall crops. The 
warm soil of summer gets them off to a 
quick start, but maturing in the cooler 
autumn weather results in longer-lasting 
vegetables with sweeter flavor.

One of my favorite fall vegetables is 
the daikon Japanese radish. They germi-
nate quickly and it only takes about three 
weeks before you can start harvesting. 
In that way, they are much like the rad-
ishes with which most of us are familiar. 
However, there is no need to be in a hurry 
about harvest. Even though the radishes 
may grow as big as softballs, they do not 
become pithy like French radishes. Your 
harvest may continue even after frost, and 
I have had fresh radishes with my New 
Year’s Day cabbage. They are also more 
versatile than other radishes. They may be 
eaten raw but are also a good addition to 
stir-fry mixes.

Oriental greens also are excellent as fall 
crops. If you want them as salad greens, 
you can continue to plant small patches 
of oriental greens up until Halloween or 
even later. They germinate quickly and 
one may start to harvest the micro-greens 
when they get their first true leaves. This 
is a good way to thin the crop, leaving a 
few plants spaced about a foot apart to 
mature into the stalks usually associat-
ed with bok choy, pak choy and Chinese 
cabbage. When mature, the stalks may be 
kept in the crisper drawer of the refriger-
ator for months. Use them as you would 
celery. The flavor is different, but they are 
a versatile vegetable, raw or cooked.

Of course, what fall veggie plot would 
be complete without turnips? Like the ori-
ental greens, they germinate quickly and 

may be harvested for the green tops in 
only about three weeks. The greens may 
be used in salads or cooked. Some people 
like them wilted with bacon grease. Oth-
ers prefer boiling them before frying them 
in a light oil such as olive oil or sesame 
seed oil. Most people agree that a spritz of 
vinegar brings out the best flavor.

Of course, one may continue to harvest 
the turnips until the ground freezes. I have 
even used leaves or bales of straw to cov-
er patches and continue the harvest well 
into winter. Most people think of boiling 
or frying turnips, but they may also be 
used in other ways.  In recent years, it has 
become popular to mix them with carrots, 
parsnips and other root crops and roast 
them. People of German heritage know 
that turnips may also be used for making 
slaw and kraut. I think turnip kraut stays 
crisper than cabbage kraut.

Even if you do not eat one turnip, plant-
ing them is well worth the price of the 
seed and the little time involved. They fix 
nitrogen in the soil; the roots break up the 
soil structure and the decaying organic 
matter will enrich the soil for the future. 
Some may over-winter and provide greens 
in the spring and then produce seed that 
one may harvest for planting next year.

It may be the end of summer, but it is 
certainly not the end of the gardening 
year. Go sow some seeds.

The praying mantis
Male praying mantises do not always survive the mating season. Between 13 

and 28 percent of mating encounters end with sexual cannibalism, in which the 
female praying mantis bites off the head of the male and eats him. In a 2016 
study, researchers found that females that cannibalized their male partner pro-
duced significantly more eggs than those that did not, suggesting that their can-
nibalistic behavior may increase the chance of reproductive success. Praying 
mantises wait to ambush or patiently stalk their prey, but once they’re ready 
to strike, they do so with lightning speed, attacking with those big front legs so 
quickly it’s hard to see with the naked eye. In addition, they have spikes on their 
legs to skewer and pin the victims into place. (Source: Treehugger.com)
