Veterans Day Open House, guest speaker

Martin County will have a new pros-
ecutor on January 1 as newcomer Re-
publican Aureola Wright defeated in-
cumbent Democrat Mike Steiner, 2,853 
to 1,485, on election night last night, 
November 6. 

Republican incumbent Travis Roush 
held onto the sheriff’s seat by defeat-
ing Democrat Andy Burkhardt, 3,044 
to 1,325.

In the Martin County Council Dis-
trict 1 race, incumbent Democrat Ran-
dy Wininger held on to beat Republican 
Dean Crandall, 618 to 503. 

In the Martin County Council Dis-
trict 4 race, Sheri J. Bowling, Repub-
lican, took the win with 608 votes over 
Democrat Floyd “Lonnie” Hawkins 
who had 434 votes. Bowling will re-
place Lynn Gee who did not choose to 
run again. 

James “Buck” Stiles rang unopposed 
for the Martin County Council District 
2 seat and Barb McFeaters ran unop-
posed in the Council District 3 seat. 
Both will continue for another term.

Longtime Commissioner Paul 

George, Democrat, also ran unopposed 
and will retain his district two seat for 
another four years. 

Tammy Jo Gore (Democrat) held 
onto the Mitcheltree Township Trust-
ee position by defeating James “Pup” 
Norman (Republican), 138-118.

Five ran for three seats on the Shoals 
Town Council and the three taking a 
position are Clint Hoffman (216 votes), 
Cary Albright (188 votes) and Cecil 
Ragsdale (179 votes). They edged out 
Earl Boyd Jr. (175 votes) and Dick 
Cresgy (159 votes). 

Six ran for three seats on the Crane 
Town Council. Winning seats were 
Ronald Barker (42 votes), Roy Vaught 

(36 votes) and David Johnson (32 
votes). Not making it were Judith Har-
low (27 votes), Bernard Butcher (26 
votes) and Dennis “Denny” Hughes (23 
votes). 

Loogootee School Board District 1 
will have a new member with Nick Toy 
defeating incumbent Scott Hall, 556 to 
412. 

Chad Wade will hang onto his seat 
for Loogootee School Board District 
2 with 512 votes, defeating Mary Wal-
ton (274 votes) and Debra Jo Neideffer 
(163 votes). Brent Courter ran unop-
posed and will continue another term 
on the Loogootee School Board Dis-
trict 3.

There were no contested races for 
Shoals School Board. Marjory “Sam” 
Boyd will take over the Shoals School 
Board District 1 seat and Eva George 
will continue to serve as the Shoals 
School Board District 4 representative. 

Martin County had 7,470 residents 
registered to vote prior to this elec-

tion and 4,438 turned out to vote (59 
percent). 1,299 of them voted prior to 
Election Day. There were 15 provision-
al ballots cast, none of which would af-
fect the outcome of any race, according 
to the elections clerk.

Total nonfarm payroll employment 
rose by 250,000 in October, and the un-
employment rate was unchanged at 3.7 
percent, the U.S. Bureau of Labor Sta-
tistics reported last week. Job gains oc-
curred in health care, in manufacturing, 
in construction, and in transportation 
and warehousing.

Household Survey Data
The unemployment rate remained at 

3.7 percent in October, and the num-
ber of unemployed persons was little 
changed at 6.1 million. Over the year, 
the unemployment rate and the number 
of unemployed persons declined by 0.4 
percentage point and 449,000, respec-
tively.

Among the major worker groups, the 
unemployment rates for adult men (3.5 
percent), adult women (3.4 percent), 
teenagers (11.9 percent), Whites (3.3 
percent), Blacks (6.2 percent), Asians 
(3.2 percent), and Hispanics (4.4 per-
cent) showed little or no change in Oc-
tober. 

The number of long-term unem-
ployed (those jobless for 27 weeks or 
more) was essentially unchanged at 1.4 
million in October and accounted for 
22.5 percent of the unemployed.

The labor force participation rate in-
creased by 0.2 percentage point to 62.9 
percent in October but has shown lit-
tle change over the year. The employ-
ment-population ratio edged up by 0.2 
percentage point to 60.6 percent in Oc-
tober and has increased by 0.4 percent-
age point over the year. 

The number of persons employed part 
time for economic reasons (sometimes 
referred to as involuntary part-time 

National unemployment stays at 3.7 percent for October
workers) was essentially unchanged at 
4.6 million in October. These individu-
als, who would have preferred full-time 
employment, were working part-time 
because their hours had been reduced or 
they were unable to find full-time jobs.

In October, 1.5 million persons were 
marginally attached to the labor force, 
little changed from a year earlier. (Data 
are not seasonally adjusted.) These in-
dividuals were not in the labor force, 
wanted and were available for work, 
and had looked for a job sometime in the 
prior 12 months. They were not count-
ed as unemployed because they had not 
searched for work in the 4 weeks pre-
ceding the survey. 

Among the marginally attached, there 
were 506,000 discouraged workers in 
October, about unchanged from a year 
earlier. (Data are not seasonally adjust-
ed.) Discouraged workers are persons 
not currently looking for work because 
they believe no jobs are available for 
them. The remaining 984,000 persons 
marginally attached to the labor force 
in October had not searched for work 
for reasons such as school attendance or 
family responsibilities. 

Establishment Survey Data
Total nonfarm payroll employment 

increased by 250,000 in October, fol-
lowing an average monthly gain of 
211,000 over the prior 12 months. In 
October, job growth occurred in health 
care, in manufacturing, in construction, 
and in transportation and warehousing.

Health care added 36,000 jobs in Oc-
tober. Within the industry, employment 
growth occurred in hospitals (+13,000) 
and in nursing and residential care fa-

cilities (+8,000). Employment in am-
bulatory health care services continued 
to trend up (+14,000). Over the past 12 
months, health care employment grew 
by 323,000.

In October, employment in manufac-
turing increased by 32,000. Most of the 
increase occurred in durable goods man-
ufacturing, with a gain in transportation 
equipment (+10,000). Manufacturing 
has added 296,000 jobs over the year, 
largely in durable goods industries.

Construction employment rose by 
30,000 in October, with nearly half of 
the gain occurring among residential 
specialty trade contractors (+14,000). 
Over the year, construction has added 
330,000 jobs.

Transportation and warehousing add-
ed 25,000 jobs in October. Within the 
industry, employment growth occurred 
in couriers and messengers (+8,000) and 
in warehousing and storage (+8,000). 
Over the year, employment in transpor-
tation and warehousing has increased 
by 184,000.

Employment in leisure and hospitali-
ty edged up in October (+42,000). Em-
ployment was unchanged in September, 
likely reflecting the impact of Hurri-
cane Florence. The average gain for the 
2 months combined (+21,000) was the 
same as the average monthly gain in the 
industry for the 12-month period prior 
to September.

In October, employment in profes-
sional and business services continued 
to trend up (+35,000). Over the year, the 
industry has added 516,000 jobs.

Employment in mining also contin-
ued to trend up over the month (+5,000). 

The industry has added 65,000 jobs 
over the year, with most of the gain in 
support activities for mining.

Employment in other major indus-
tries--including wholesale trade, retail 
trade, information, financial activities, 
and government--showed little change 
over the month.

The average workweek for all em-
ployees on private nonfarm payrolls 
increased by 0.1 hour to 34.5 hours in 
October. In manufacturing, the work-
week edged down by 0.1 hour to 40.8 
hours, and overtime was unchanged at 
3.5 hours. The average workweek for 
production and nonsupervisory employ-
ees on private nonfarm payrolls, at 33.7 
hours, was unchanged over the month. 

In October, average hourly earnings 
for all employees on private nonfarm 
payrolls rose by 5 cents to $27.30. Over 
the year, average hourly earnings have 
increased by 83 cents, or 3.1 percent. 
Average hourly earnings of private-sec-
tor production and nonsupervisory em-
ployees increased by 7 cents to $22.89 
in October. 

The change in total nonfarm payroll 
employment for September was revised 
down from +134,000 to +118,000, and 
the change for August was revised up 
from +270,000 to +286,000. The down-
ward revision in September offset the 
upward revision in August.

(Monthly revisions result from addi-
tional reports received from businesses 
and government agencies since the last 
published estimates and from the recal-
culation of seasonal factors.) After revi-
sions, job gains have averaged 218,000 
over the past 3 months.

Perhaps a sunrise is more to your 
liking. Wherever you are and whatever 
the time of day, take time to enjoy the 
beauty that surrounds you. The work 
will still be there tomorrow.

Select Indiana State Park properties 
will close temporarily for controlled 
deer reductions in the coming weeks.

Two reduction efforts will take place. 
The first is on Monday, November 12, 
and Tuesday, November 13. The sec-
ond is on Monday, November 26, and 
Tuesday, November 27. The participat-
ing state park properties will close to 
the general public on the evening be-
fore each of the two efforts.

The state park properties closing 
temporarily for the reductions are: 
Brown County, Chain O’Lakes, Clifty 
Falls, Fort Harrison, Harmonie, Indi-
ana Dunes, Lincoln, Ouabache, Potato 
Creek, Prophetstown, Shades, Shaka-
mak, Summit Lake, Tippecanoe River, 
Turkey Run, Versailles and Whitewater 
Memorial state parks, as well as Cave 
River Valley Natural Area and Trine 
State Recreation Area.

These state park properties will re-
open the morning after each two-day 
reduction. All Indiana state park prop-
erties not mentioned will be operating 
under normal hours.

Indiana DNR biologists evaluate 

Many state park properties to close 
temporarily for deer reductions

which state park properties require a 
deer reduction each year, based on hab-
itat recovery and previous harvest rates 
at each park. The state parks are home 
to numerous natural communities that 
serve as significant habitat. The deer 
reductions help control browsing by 
deer to a level that ensures habitat for 
all plants and animals.

Only individuals selected from the 
draw may participate at any site.

A full report on the 2017 reductions 
is at dnr.IN.gov/parklake/files/sp-Deer-
RMRR.pdf. The 2018 report will be 
available in January 2019.

Information regarding 2019 state 
park deer reductions, including online 
applications, will be available next 
summer at wildlife.IN.gov/5834.htm. 
The application deadline is usually at 
the end of August of the year in which 
the reductions are to take place.

Agricultural producer sentiment 
rebounded in October, according to 
the Purdue University/CME Group Ag 
Economy Barometer. The October ba-
rometer reading of 136 was 22 points 
higher than September, which was the 
lowest reading for the survey since 
2016. The barometer is based on a sur-
vey of 400 agricultural producers from 
across the country.

The sentiment improved as producers 
became more optimistic about current 
conditions and, especially, future con-
ditions. The barometer’s two sub-in-
dices both increased in October; the 
Index of Current Conditions rose 19 
points to 115 and the Index of Expecta-
tions rose 24 points to a reading of 146.

“We continue to see large month-
to-month variations in the barometer 
readings as a result of swings in major 
commodity prices and emerging news 
about trade negotiations with key ag 
trade partners,” said James Mintert, the 
barometer’s principal investigator and 
director of Purdue University’s Center 
for Commercial Agriculture.

The Trump Administration an-
nounced the renegotiated U.S.-Mex-
ico-Canada Agreement in early Octo-
ber. To better understand producers’ 
views, the survey asked whether they 
believed the agreement would relieve 
their concerns over farm income in the 
next 12 months. While just over 60 
percent of producers said the agree-
ment would at least somewhat relieve 
their farm income concerns, 25 percent 
of producers said it would not.

Respondents were also optimistic 
about crop prices for the upcoming 
year. The October survey asked pro-
ducers about their expectations for 
corn, soybean, wheat and cotton pric-
es in the next 12 months. In each case, 
more producers said they expect to see 
higher prices. For corn, soybeans and 
wheat, the ratio of producers expecting 
higher prices to those expecting lower 
prices was just over 3 to 1.

To learn whether this year’s sharp 
decline in soybean prices is affect-

ing producers’ 2019 soybean planting 
intentions, farmers who planted soy-
beans in 2018 were asked whether they 
intended to maintain that same acreage 
in 2019. Of those respondents, 77 per-
cent said their acreage would remain 
unchanged. However, one in five soy-
bean growers said they planned to re-
duce soybean acreage in 2019. Among 
those who plan to reduce their acreage, 
two-thirds said they plan to reduce 
their 2019 soybean acreage by more 
than 10 percent.
