Plus, they won’t be influenced 
by older kids.

b) Allowing 6th grade to experience 
an F&P class during 7th period. This 
will help them be even more prepared 
for 7th and 8th grade while giving them 
a sense of maturity. They will remove 
specials from 6th grade (music, library, 
P.E.)

c) Removing recess for 6th grade 
(similar to all other middle schools) to 
provide more instructional time. Teach-
ers may opt to use that time as study 
hall, remediation, or skills development.

d) Establishing their own Student 
Council with specific roles and respon-
sibilities.

e) Attempt to consolidate teaching 
responsibilities that allow teachers to 
have mostly middle school kids or high 
school kids. This will hopefully cut 
down on kids having to cross the build-
ing to get to classes and thus cut down 
tardies!

-The LUNCHrepreneurs group has 
become something very special to him.

Many plants have been associated 
with Christmas celebrations over the 
years, but perhaps the one that has had 
the association the longest is holly. Old 
World carols mention holly more than 
any other plant and the association of 
Holly and Christmas reaches back for 
centuries.

To be honest, holly was a part of pa-
gan winter solstice rituals long before 
the birth of Christ. Boughs of the ev-
ergreen holly were often brought into 
houses in the winter as symbols of life 
in the dark months. Even after being 
cut, the waxy leaves of English holly 
will hold the green color for several 
weeks.

As Christianity spread to Western 
Europe, many of the pagan traditions 
were incorporated into the Christian 
celebrations. This called for some new 
symbolism. Christian teachers pointed 
out that the evergreen plants remind us 
of the eternal life offered to those who 
accept Jesus as the Christ.  English 
holly has some pretty sharp scalloped 
edges and someone suggested that that 
would be a reminder of the crown of 
thorns that Jesus wore. The bright red 
berries of that particular species turn 
red in the winter and serve as a re-
minder of the drops of blood that Jesus 
spilled. Holly was often fashioned into 
wreaths, which have no beginning or 
end, symbolizing the eternal nature of 
the love of God. Those lessons based 
on holly stuck and holly has been a part 
of Christmas celebrations ever since.

However, not all hollies have sharp 
leaves. Not all hollies have red berries. 
Not all hollies are evergreen.

The genus ilex has many species. 
They are found in almost every climate 
of the world. They are characterized by 
glossy alternating leaves. Most hollies 
are dioecious, meaning that they bear 
male and female flowers on different 
plants. That means, to get holly berries, 
one must have both male and female 
plants.

I actually have several different hol-
lies at Sandhill Gardens. In all cases, 

the male plants are situated in out-of-
the-way locations. The flowers are 
barely noticeable and one could com-
pletely miss the flowering season if it 
were not for the buzz of bees that are 
attracted to the trees. One male plant 
will furnish enough pollen for several 
female plants, but each species has a 
different flowering time, so one must 
either have a male of each species or 
be fortunate enough to have a neigh-
bor who has a male. I recommend buy-
ing holly bushes at reputable garden 
centers and purchasing the male and 
female plants together to ensure you 
have compatible plants. Even within 
a species, different varieties may have 
different flowering times.

The best time to trim and shape 
hollies is during dormancy, so that 
makes the boughs of holly available 
for Christmas decorating. Hollies may 
be shaped in many ways, but there are 
certain cultivars that lend themselves 
to particular shapes. Do some research 
to see the best way to shape your hol-
ly. Some small-leaved hollies, such as 
Japanese hollies, lend themselves to 
topiary and may be sculpted into many 
shapes.

I believe that my favorite holly here 
at Sandhill Gardens is the native decid-
uous holly known as winterberry. They 
lose their leaves in the autumn, but that 
emphasizes the clusters of plump red 
berries. This year, the mature female 
winterberries are laden down with ber-
ries, which will last through most of 
the winter. I will use some sprigs of 
the berries to accent boughs cut from 
the male evergreen hollies. The ber-
ries, which are technically drupes, are 
slightly toxic. They may cause vomit-
ing or diarrhea if ingested by a human 
or a pet, but are not deadly. They are, 
however, an important food source for 
birds, especially if you plant native va-
rieties.

Deck the halls with boughs of holly, 
but be careful to keep the cut branches 
away from anything that could start a 
fire. A Merry Christmas to all.

Hunter education course in 
Dubois County, January 13 and 20

Anglers at Dove Hollow Marsh in 
Glendale Fish & Wildlife Area can soon 
harvest more fish before the marsh is 
drained this spring for repairs.

Effective December 15, the DNR has 
removed the largemouth bass size limit 
and doubled the daily bag limit for all 
species at the marsh, which is in Daviess 
County. The temporary rule change will 
be in effect until December 15, 2018.

The DNR is replacing the drain-con-
trol structure and replacing the boat 
ramp at the marsh. This will require 
draining the water starting in spring 
2018.

The DNR is relaxing fishing regu-
lations at the marsh so fewer fish are 
wasted when it is drained.

The DNR will restock Dove Hollow 
Marsh with fish after repairs are fin-
ished.
