DEVOTIONAL THOUGHT

Some seasons feel heavier than others.
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Seasons filled with pressure, stretching, and
deep challenges that don’t seem to let up.
And in those moments, it can feel like
everything is working against you.

But what if this season isn't working against

you... it's working within you?

THE PURPOSE OF THE PROCESS

In difficult seasons, it's easy to become bitter,
resentful, or stuck in pain.

But God's intention is not for you to remain there.

He is doing something deeper.
He is pruning.

THE PRUNING

Pruning can feel uncomfortable.

It can feel like loss, stretching, and letting go.
But pruning is not punishment.

It is preparation.

God is cutting away what isn't producing fruit
and what cannot go into your next season.

THE TURNING POINT: SURRENDER

The shift happens in surrender.

Not partial.

Not conditional.

Full surrender.

When you lean into God and allow His Word
7 to abide in you, you stop striving and begin

This season isn’t
breaking you...
it’s pruning you.
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ABIDING PRODUCES FRUIT
Transformation doesn't come from trying harder.

It comes from staying connected, submitted,
and rooted in Him.

5 THE EVIDENCE OF TRANSFORMATION

A pruning season doesn't have to produce bitterness.
It can produce fruit.

Peace instead of chaos.

Growth instead of stagnation.

Maturity instead of reaction.

. People don't recognize disciples by words alone.
They recognize them by fruit.
