	1. Welcome 

2. Apologies

3. Adoption of Previous Minutes 
 
Adoption of minutes proposed by RM and seconded by AR. 

4. Matters arising from these minutes 
One regarding CALA playpark, this has been added as agenda item 7. 

5. Police Report
No police representation. 

6. Birdston Coup 
A meeting was held in recent weeks with SEPA representatives (M.Simpson and Manager). 

Agreed collectively that the pathway (supported by work from the BRG) is required and there is public interest to reopen when safe to do so. 

Whilst there is ongoing work between SEPA and the owners, PWS. Interim action is required to support the reopening of a public pathway. SEPA advised there is grant funding available to fence and secure the area and associated boundaries. Whilst it is recognised this doesn’t address the safety of materials in the designated area, it would secure it in the short term. 
SEPA advised that large scale core testing will not take place due to scale and cost implications. SEPA have advised they will continue to monitor, and BM has shared photographs and included information from when things were initially dumped. 

Member of the public questioned if we are aware of what is on the soil in that area. BM advised that whilst the soil has been tested and there has been nothing of concern, however concern remains what is buried underneath. 

Action – BM to follow up for application access and follow up on behalf of the MoCCC. SEPA have agreed to assist in this progress. 

Member of public asked if SEPA are happy to sign off as safe. 

SEPA advised they are happy to test a specific area; they do not wish to disturb the top layer too much given the potential for it to cause further issues. BM advised they have also agreed to a regular testing regime but will not support deep testing given the scale and cost associated. 

In their opinion, SEPA have advised the top layer is considered safe and vegetation and insects have been observed returning to that area. 

Action – BM / AB to discuss with SEPA and obtain commitment that they will declare it is safe to protect future generations and ensure accountability.

JC asked if there was a feeling that SEPA would offer a letter of support or confirmation the area is safe with the addition of a fence. 

AB felt SEPA management representation was proactive and that there was a clear offer of support inclusive of any required follow-on actions. 

Concern remains from the community on materials in the Coup and the lack of accountability from connected organisations to resolve. 

7. Playpark Cala Estate 
A member of the public raised via email to the minute secretary that the minutes didn’t reflect a question on the swing park in the new CALA estate referencing EDC adopting the park and taking over maintenance and upkeep from the resident’s factor. 

AB advised that the swing park and relevant area remains private and remains with CALA and the community council has no awareness of this transitioning to EDC. 

Action - AB will query with EDC, however expectation is that the factor remains. 

8. School Crossing Patrol 
Ongoing conversations with Cllr C.McD on the timings of the crossing at the cross. At present it is on for 10 seconds and members of the public feel this is insufficient time. Cllr C.McD not present this evening so unable to provide an update but actively pursing as previous feedback has been setting is appropriate. 

Member of public noted that speeding has 
Speeding through the village and moved to crossing at a different part of the road. 

Action – AM will issue a reminder to police to monitor. 

9. Newsletter 
In NS absence, a reminder for members that the due date for submitting articles for the newsletter is 30th September. Where possible, photographs should be included with each submission. Hopes to see a submission on the event at Skeds Garden. 

10. Chairmans Report 
Skeds Garden community event was incredibly well attended and was an excellent day. Buckets were available to raise funds for the garden with amount raised to be confirmed. 

AB reiterated that MoCCC will pursue support with SEPA for the fence application.

AB has also reached out to the Green Space team regarding overhanging branches between Milton of Campsie and Kirkintilloch. The Bellway to Kindcaid has been cut back but rest remains outstanding. 
 
11. Treasurers Report 
Filed appropriate documentation, changes made with bank however yet to hear anything further therefore following up to obtain access to bank statements. 

10. AOCB 
10.1 Springfield homes 
Member of the public asked if MoCCC had any response to recent media reports on the asbestos buried under the Springfield homes. BM advised he was aware of Japanese knotweed buried underneath and all acknowledged the issue of growth in surrounding areas particularly the railway line. It was confirmed there is no action the MoCCC can take however residents may wish to pursue legal action. 

10.2 Code of conduct 
Following the agreement from last month’s meeting that a code of conduct is required, IG asked if the one shared with membership is acceptable. Members present agreed. Code of conduct accepted and to be shared publicly.



10.3 Community Events 
Confirmed that for Remembrance Day, wreaths and a piper have been arranged for Sunday 9th November. 

Christmas Lunch has been confirmed as Friday 19th December at 1pm. One event is currently planned with the potential to increase to two depending on interest. 

Member of the public asked about extending to local care homes. Agreed that enquires will be made. 

Santas grotto has been confirmed as 20th December. Eventbrite tickets will be put in place and publicised on social media. Action – IG to arrange tickets and socialise. 

Member of the public asked if EDC are providing a Christmas tree, current assumption is yes. Christmas lights switch on confirmed for 28th November at 7:30pm. 

Related actions include: 
BM – check EDC providing Christmas Tree 
AB - coordinate with local businesses on items for the raffle. 
JC - coordinate with musicians. 
IG – share social media post to seek nominations for the Challenge Kennedy Cup.

10.4 Pavement Maintenance 
Members of the public raised concerns that there is no walkable pavement along Antermony Road leading to Alton Holdings due to overgrowth. BM advised the pathway is not owned by EDC, instead is that of the landowner therefore upkeep should be managed by them. 

Collectively agreed it remains an issue for public safety given the public needs to walk on the road, however as the pathway is not under EDC management, MoCCC has little influence in this matter. 

10.5 Speed Limits 
EDC appear to have placed notifications on lampposts around the village detailing that most roads within the village will be changed to a 20mph speed limit in the coming months – subject to consultation. Any objections or comments should be made no later than Friday 24th October. 

IG asked if we do not observe a reduction in speeding, and the 20mph limit isn’t effective, then will other traffic calming measures be considered? JC echoed this, citing chicanes have been effective in local areas like Strathblane. 

BM advised that we take this to EDC if the 20mph introduction is not successful and observed by the public.
