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	1. Welcome & Apologies
Apologies NS, KM, CPF, CCM.

2. Adoption of Previous Minutes 
Adoption of minutes confirmed by IG and seconded by AR with all in agreement.

3. Matters arising from these minutes 
None at this time. 

4. AGM Chairmans report 
Spring newsletter confirms position. Overall, a fairly successful year. 

Highlights are follows:

4.1 Traffic Lights 
Installation has been incredibly successful. Residual issue remains of the give way sign that remains in place. A job number has been raised to remove. 
Lollipop attendees advised the crossing phase isn’t on long enough, this has been raised with EDC however they have advised a set routine is applied. 

4.2 Christmas 2024
Christmas light switch on was well attended despite the weather challenge.
Christmas card competition was successful with photo included on the front of spring newsletter. Christmas lunch well attended by 65 people to great success with £200 for the village hall fund. Euan Kemp won young Scot Musician of the year and was presented with the Charles Kennedy Cup for his achievement. 

4.3 Membership changes 
Andy McKenzie stood down as treasurer, replaced Karen McFall. 
Elizabeth Rowan stood down due to other commitments, thanks and best wishes offered. 
Minute Secretary assigned, Rachel McKenzie. 

4.4 Skeds Garden 
Skeds garden is a wonderful success. MoCCC is now renting the area from EDC. Insurance for Public Liability has been resolved and will be paid for year. MoCCC are now looking for volunteers to form a subcommittee to assist in the running of Sked’s Garden. 

4.5 VE/VJ Day 
An email was issued out to care homes within the district to see if anyone could provide information for a museum exhibit within the village hall with no response to date. A request to the wider village was also made by online request via the Facebook community group with no response to date. Challenge in obtaining sufficient volunteers and whilst collective discussion has taken place over a period of time this continues to be the case making it challenging to complete. 

4.6 Tractor run 
No confirmation of date from organisers as of yet however expect this to be shared shortly. 

4.7 Christmas 2025
Christmas light switch on is planned for December 7th. A request was made to delay, similar requests have been made by surrounding communities (Lennoxtown/Torrance), however response has confirmed and proposed date will remain in place.
Christmas card competition will start on November 24th with winners identified by December 12th. Christmas lunch date to be confirmed.

5. AGM Membership 

As per process, bearers to stand down. New office bearers can be appointed, or previous post holders re-elected. 

GB sought clarification on membership and opportunities for election were confirmed by BM. 
If a member of the public wishes to become a member of the council, a request can be made and considered. 

Two members currently co-opting, IG and KM. KM will shortly be officially elected following submission to EDC. 

AB highlighted the challenge of onboarding new members and the need for wider support within the village. 

LN made offer to become elected member of MoCCC, this was agreed and details taken for submission to EDC. 

AB stood down, request for any newly elected Chairman made. None offered. AB re-elected as Chairman. 

BM stood down, request for any newly elected Secretary made. None offered. BM re-elected as Secretary. 

As newly appointed Treasurer KM remains in post, agreed on re-election in her absence following offer to continue. 

RM continues as Minute Secretary. RM offer to become member of MoCCC accepted and details taken for submission to EDC alongside LN. 

Request made once again for further membership. No further members wishing to apply at this stage. 

6. AGM Treasurers Report 

See attached report that has been audited by Keith Gilbert. 

Additional financial commitments have been made for the coming months specifically for the Barefoot Ceilidh, First Aiders with MoCCC membership volunteering support on August 24th. 

7. AGM AOB 

7.1 Tennis Court 
MC raised request to clear the tennis court. EDC have been engaged however are not able to complete. Cost of hiring a company to landscape would be too high therefore EDC must complete the work. 

GB suggested looking into small community grants from supermarkets such as Aldi and Asda. Option to be considered and commitment made by GB to highlight when grants are available. 

LN asked what contributions are made to the community by EDC. AB confirmed this was £949 total. 

7.2 Village Flowerbed / Grass Maintenance 
Following MC’s post on social media some work on the Jubilee Garden has been completed. MC made a request for MoCCC funds to weed map and chuckie the area as respect for the late Queen and to allow for easier maintenance. 

DS – request also made to do the same for the flower beds near the cross, along with possibly installing double sided planters on the railings. DS offered support in obtaining materials and install. 

BM agreed to fund once costings are provided. Confirmed that as EDC are no longer dealing with flower beds and allowing all to go to weed that volunteers will be required to maintain. Details such as email address/phone number can be left so communications can be shared with volunteers. 

7.3 Communication 
GC raised continued issues with communication highlighting meeting minutes should be made available within 14 days, the noticeboard updated, and minutes shared to the website with reference made on social media to their location. 

BM advised historically it was agreed meeting minutes would be incepted at the subsequent meeting, however if this is no longer the case this can be changed to 14 days. 

Following offer of membership, RM advised she will work with IG on socialising minutes via the channels referenced above and is happy to send minutes direct should details be provided. 

AB confirmed website redesign is in progress however author is completing this on a voluntary basis therefore progress will take time.

8. Birdston Regeneration Group (BRG)
GB and LN provided BRG update. BRG AGM was well attended with two guest speakers and annual accounts have been submitted OSCAR. 

Confirmation that SEPA along with EDC have removed waste at Birdston Coup. SEPA have committed to a full survey report and EDC are proposing the core footpath is to reopen. BRG have challenged the reopening and are awaiting potential site improvements before progressing communications about the possibility of acquiring the site. 

A subgroup of the BRG, the Birdston Woodland Group are taking forward the funding submission with an outcome expected in September. 

GB made a request for cohesiveness between BRG and MoCCC. A request was made for a closed-door meeting to align positions and communications, particularly to external bodies. 


MC raised concerns over health and safety due to the coup. 

GB advised that radioactivity monitoring ceased in 2005 as any activity was significantly below the baseline. 

MC stressed the need to identify lasting impacts of materials. 

LN advised SEPA have committed to a full survey and are continuing to engage. Encourage members of the public to engage also for up-to-date information on progress. 

BM highlighted that the ground has since been disturbed therefore materials once buried may now having lasting effects which remains a primary cause of concern. 

Agreement that SEPA will meet with representatives of MoCCC. Following which the BRG and MoCCC will meet. 

9. AOCB 

It was agreed to return to monthly meetings with the next meeting scheduled for August 18th.
