Immediately before the start of the meeting, BM indicated that he wished to resign as secretary with immediate effect. NS was asked to record minutes of the meeting.

Previous minutes


Accepted, subject to correct spelling of a name (proposed AR, seconded NS)

Police report.

a) IL presented the report prepared by Jemma, who was unable to be present. In March there were 144 calls from the public, which is typical for the village. Most were traffic-related, three were about 'nuisance' calls, and two were drug-related.

b) A campaign to tackle bogus traders and scammers will start soon.

c) A new mobile police office attends villages, including MoC, to encourage members of the public to make contact. To publicise this, a notification of the date and location will be sent to MoCCC to place on social media.

d) There have been significant seizures of drugs across East Dunbartonshire (not necessarily involving MoC).

Chair’s update

e) Tennis court: Luke Emmerson (EDVA) had contacted AB to say that EDC leases courts, and suggested a sublease or licence for the court at MoC. He also described the courts as having a proprietary surface. This did not make sense to AB, who asked if he was referring to a different court, and suggested that Luke inspect the site at the battlefield.

Standing agenda items

a) Speeding: it was reported that the police occasionally monitor vehicle speeds in the village.

b) Dog fouling: NS suggested contacting other Community Councils via their Association, if there is one, to ask if anywhere has found a method that improves this problem. A member mentioned a website called “Parish Online” that might be useful. Interested members may wish to find out if there is useful advice.

c) Recycling hub: no update

d) Birdston Coup: no update

e) Traffic lights at the cross: no update

f) Maintenance of footpaths:  No progress had been made because of the lack of a volunteer to lead a team.

g) Erosion of the banks of the Glazert: no progress, apparently because local landowners do not wish to take action.

h) Alloch Dam (dilapidation of sluice): this may feature as part of a story for the newsletter that Morag Campbell had agreed to assist with preparing. NS observed that it would be courteous to inform the landowner about the story and seek comments before publication.

i) Allotments: no update

Newsletter

AB thanked members for assisting with completing the distribution of  newsletter. NS had written to AB before the meeting with dates for the next newsletter and suggestions for items, including an invitation to Rona Mackay MSP to write a paragraph. (Document attached).

Any Other Business

a) Carbon Literacy/Climate Emergency Training: NS had written to members enclosing the proposal that he had written as part of the requirements for certification for this EDC-funded training. The proposal describes a “warm homes club” to enable local residents to access information about reliable local installers of insulation, and discounts for materials by buying in bulk, plus access to equipment such as thermal cameras. It was agreed that an item on the subject can be included in the newsletter. Three member of MoCCC had undertaken the training, and may wish to contribute to an article. ER proposed that more should be done to engage people, such as a questionnaire. NS thought that the design of the newsletter could incorporate a questionnaire for people to return. AB suggested that a public meeting could be held. ER suggested that we could go further and consider setting up a citizen's assembly, and proposed identifying a person with expertise at promoting this method of public engagement.

b) Sight-lines at Antermony Loch junction: EM was disappointed that EDC had concluded that no action need to be taken because the current signage meets the current standard. He was grateful to the CC for making representations to EDC about it. He reported that further 'near miss' incidents had occurred recently, one involving a motor bike that stopped just short of a vehicle. EM is a member of Caurnie Angling Club and was speaking for other members in raising the issue. The CC felt that a dossier of near misses would be helpful to the case, and advised EM to ask the Angling Club to organise a dossier.

c) Brian McFall confirmed that he had resigned due to competing demands on his time. The Community Council recorded its thanks to Brian for his hard work as secretary
