Foundational Principles of this Policy:

e The instructors are WGMS members who are volunteering their time as part of the
educational purposes of WGMS.

e Since shop owners/instructors are volunteering their personal
workshops/equipment for use by WGMS, any fee charged is determined by the shop
owner/instructor.

e An essential part of instruction on using equipment and the actual use of equipment
is learning to and maintaining that equipment. Proper cleaning of equipment
and workspace will be a regular ending to every class and/or
workshop session. However, clean-up/maintenance time is not included in,
nor payable as workshop/class time.

e Students may supply their own materials for use in class or purchase them from the
instructor.

Lapidary and Metal Smithing Workshop Fees:

e The hours of workshop availability are at the discretion of the shop owner.

e $5.00 per hour, payable to WG&MS.
