When I had to sit for my final examination, Mother accompanied 
me. Mother waited for me for hours in the heat of the sun. When 
the bell rang, I ran to meet her. Mother embraced me and poured 
me a cup of strong tea that she had brought in a thermos. Seeing 
Mother covered with perspiration, I at once gave her my glass and 
asked her to drink too. Mother said, “Drink, son! I'm not thirsty!”
