Confession Verses: 

Heb. 10:23 Let us hold fast the confession of our hope without wavering, for He who promised is faithful; 

John 6:63 It is the Spirit who gives life; the flesh profits nothing; the words that I have spoken to you are spirit and are life. 

John 4:24 God is spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in spirit and truth. 

John 6:35 Jesus said to them, I am the bread of life; he who comes to Me shall not hunger, and he who believes in Me shall never thirst. 

John 7:38 He who believes in Me, as the Scripture said, from his innermost being shall flow rivers of living water. 

John 10:10 The thief comes only to steal, and kill, and destroy; I came that they might have life, and might have it abundantly. 

John 14:12 Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go to the Father. 

John 14:21 He who has My commandments and keeps them, he it is who love Me; and he who loves Me shall be loved by My Father, and I will love him, and will disclose Myself to him. 

John 14:23 Jesus answered and said to him, If anyone loves Me, He will keep My word, and My Father will love him, and We will come to him, and make Our abode with him. 

John 14:26 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, He will teach you all things, and bring to your remembrance all that I said to you. 

John 15:7 If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it shall be done for you. 

John 15:10 If you keep My commandments, you will abide in My love; just as I have kept My Father commandments, and abide in His love. 

John 15:11 These things I have spoken to you, that My joy may be in you, and that your joy may be made full. 

John 15:12 This is My commandment, that you love one another; just as I have loved you. 

John 15:16 You did not choose Me, but I chose you, and appointed you, that you should go and bear fruit, and that your fruit should remain, that whatever you ask of the Father in My name, He may give to you. 

John 16:13 But when He, the Spirit of truth, comes, He will guide you into all the truth; for He will not speak on His own initiative, but whatever He hears, He will speak; and He will disclose to you what is to come. 

John 16:14 He shall glorify Me; for He shall take of Mine, and shall disclose it to you. 

John 16:15 All things that the Father has are Mine; therefore I said that He takes of Mine, and will disclose it to you. 

Acts 4:29 And now, Lord, take note of their threats, and grant that Thy bond-servants may speak Thy word with all confidence. 

Acts 4:30 While Thou dost extend Thy name to heal, and sign and wonders take place through the name of Thy holy servant Jesus. 

Acts 14:3 Therefore they spent a long time there speaking boldly with reliance upon the Lord, who was bearing witness to the word of His grace, granting that sign and wonders be done by their hand. 

Rom. 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for salvation to everyone who believes, to the Jew first and also to the Greek. 

Rom. 5:8 But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. 

Rom. 5:17 For if the transgression of the one, death reigned through the one, much more those who receive the abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus Christ. 

Rom. 6:13 And do not go on presenting the members of your body to sin as instruments of unrighteousness; but present yourselves to God as those alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness to God. 

Rom. 8:1 There is therefore now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus. 

Rom. 8:2 For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus has set you free from the law of sin and of death. 

Rom. 8:6 For the mind set on the flesh is death, but the mind set on the Spirit is life and peace. 

Rom. 10:12 For there is no distinction between Jew and Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, abounding in riches for all who call upon Him; 

Rom. 10:17 So, faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ. 

Rom. 12:1 I urge you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is you spiritual service and worship. 

Rom. 12:2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mine, that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect. 

Rom. 13:14 But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the flesh in regard to its lust. 

Rom. 15:21 They who had no news of Him shall see, and they who have not heard shall understand. 

I Cor. 1:18 For the word of the cross is to those who are perishing foolishness, but to us who are being saved it is the power of God. 

I Corth. 2:12 Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things freely given to us by God. 

I Corth. 2:16 For who has known the mind of the Lord, that he should instruct Him? But we have the mind of Christ. 

I Corth. 6:14 Now God has not only raised the Lord, but will also raise us up through His power. 

I Corth 6:20 For you have been bought with a price; therefore glorify God in your body. 

I Corth. 9:27 But I buffet my body and make it my slave, lest possibly, after I have preached to others, I myself should be disqualified. 

I Corth. 10:13 No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man; and God is faithful, Who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will proved the way of escape also, that you may be able to endure it. 

I Corth. 13:5b Love, do not take into account a wrong suffered, 

I Corth. 14:1 Pursue love, yet desire earnestly spiritual gifts, but especially that you may prophesy. 

I Corth. 16:13-14 Be on the alert, stand firm in the faith, act like men, be strong. (14) Let all that you do be done in love. 

II Corth. 2:14 But thanks be to God, who always leads us in His triumph in Christ, and manifests through us the sweet aroma of the knowledge of Him in every place. 

II Corth. 3:5 Not that we are adequate in ourselves to consider anything as coming from ourselves, but our adequacy is from God. 

II Corth. 3:6 Who also made us adequate as servants of a new covenant, not of the letter, but of the Spirit; for the letter kills, but the Spirit give life. 

John 6:63 These words I have spoken to you and they are Spirit and truth. 

II Corth. 4:13 But having the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, I believed, therefore I spoke, we also believe, therefore also we speak; 

II Corth. 5:7 ..for we walk by faith, not by sight 

II Corth. 5:8 We are of good courage, I say, and prefer rather to be absent from the body and to be at home with the Lord. 

II Corth. 5:17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature, old things passed away, behold, new things have come. 

II Corth. 5:21 He made Him who knew no sin to be sin on our behalf, that we might become the righteousness of God in him. 

II Corth. 6:16 Or what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For we are the temple of the Living God; just as God said, I will dwell in them and walk among them; and I will be their God, and they shall be My people. 

II Corth. 6:17 Therefore, come out from their midst and be separate, says the Lord. And do not touch what is unclean; and I will welcome you. 

II Corth. 6:18 And I will be a father to you, and you shall be sons and daughters to Me, says the Lord Almighty. 

II Corth. 7:1 Therefore having these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from all defilement of flesh and spirit, perfecting holiness in the fear of God. 

II Corth. 9:6 Now this I say, he who sows sparingly shall also reap sparingly; and he who sows bountifully shall also reap bountifully. 

II Corth. 9:7 Let each one do just as he has purposed in his heart; not grudgingly or under compulsion; for God loves a cheerful giver. 

II Corth. 9:8 And God is able to make all grace abound to you, that always having all sufficiency in everything; you may have an abundance for every good deed; 

II Corth. 9:10 Now He who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food, will supply and multiply your seed for sowing and increase the harvest of you righteousness. 

II Corth. 10:3-5 (3) For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh. (4) for the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh, but divinely powerful for the destruction of fortresses. (5) We are destroying speculations and every lofty thing raised up against the knowledge of God, and we are taking every thought captive to the obedience of Christ. 

II Corth. 11:3 But I am afraid, lest as the serpent deceived Eve by his craftiness, your minds should be led astray from the simplicity and purity of devotion to Christ. 

Gal. 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ; and it is no longer I who love, but Christ liven in me; and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me, and delivered Himself up for me. 

Gal. 3:13 Christ redeemed us from the curse of the Law, having become a curse for us for it is written, Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree. 

Gal. 3:29 And if you belong to Christ, then you are Abraham?s offspring, heirs according to the promise. 

Gal. 5:6 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision nor un circumcision means anything, but faith working through love. 

Gal. 5:14 For the whole Law is fulfilled in one word, in the statement, You shall love your neighbor as yourself. 

Gal. 16 But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh. 

Gal. 5:17 For the flesh sets its desire against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; for these are in opposition to one another, so that you may not do the things that you please. 

Gal. 5:22-23 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control, against such things there is no law. 

Gal. 5:24 Now those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires. 

Gal. 6:9 And let us not lose heart in doing good, for in due time we shall reap if we do not grow weary. 

Eph. 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ, 

Eph. 1:17-19 (17) that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you a spirit of wisdom and of revelation in the knowledge of Him. (18) I pray that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened, so that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints. (19) and what is the surpassing greatness of His power toward us who believe. These are in accordance with the working of the strength of His might; 

Eph. 2:8 For by grace you have been saved through faith; and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God; 

Eph. 2:9 Not as a result of works, that no one should boast. 

Eph. 3:16-21 (16) that He would grant you, according to the riches of His glory, to be strengthened with power through His Spirit in the inner man: (17) so that Christ may dwell in you hearts through faith; and that you, being rooted and grounded in love, (18) may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and length and height and depth, (19) and to know the love of Christ which surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled up to all the fullness of God, (20) Now to Him who is able to do exceeding abundantly beyond all that we ask or think, according to the power that works within us, (21) to Him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus to all generations forever and ever, Amen. 

Eph. 4:1-2 (1) I, therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, entreat you to walk in a manned worthy of the calling with which you have been called, (2) with all humility and gentleness, with patience, showing forbearance to one another in love; 

Eph. 4:22-5:2 (22) that, in reference to your former manner of life, you lay aside the old self, which is being corrupted in accordance with the lust of deceit, (23) and that you be renewed in the spirit of your mind, (24) and put on the new self, which in the likeness of God has been created in righteousness and holiness of the truth. (25) Therefore, laying aside falsehood, speak truth, each one of you with his neighbor, for we are members of one another. (26) Be angry, and yet do not sin; do not let the sun go down on your anger, (27) and do not give the devil an opportunity. (28) Let him who steals steal no longer, but rather let him labor, performing with his own hands what is good, in order that he may have something to share with him who has need. (29)Let no unwholesome word proceed from your mouth, but only such a word as is good for edification according to the need of the moment, that it may give grace to those who hear. (30) And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption. (32) Let all bitterness and wrath and anger and clamor and slander be put away from you, along with all malice. (32) And be kind to one another, tender-hearted, **forgiving each other, just as God in Christ also has forgiven you. (5:1) Therefore be imitators of God, as beloved children; (2) and walk in love, just as Christ also loved you, and gave Himself up for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God as a fragrant aroma. 

Mark 11:25-26 (25) And whenever you stand praying, forgive, if you have anything against anyone; so that your Father also who is in heaven may forgive you your transgressions. (26) [But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father who is in heaven forgive you transgressions. 

Phil. 2:9-10 Therefore also God highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the name which is above every name, (10) that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those who are in heaven, and on earth, and under the earth. 

Phil. 2:13 For it is God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His good pleasure. 

Phil. 3:7-10 (7) But whatever things were gain to me, those things, I have counted as loss for the sake of Christ. (8) More than that, I count all thing to be loss in view of the surpassing value of knowing Christ Jesus my Lord, for whom I have suffered the loss of all things. And count them but rubbish in order that I may gain Christ, (9) and may be found in Him, not having a righteousness of my own derived from the Law, but that which is through faith in Christ, that righteousness which comes from God on the basis of faith, (10) that I may know Him, and the power of His resurrection and the fellowship of His sufferings, being conformed to his death. 

Phil. 4:6-9 (6) Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. (7) And the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, shall guard your hearts and you minds in Christ Jesus. (8) Finally, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, let your mind dwell on these things. (9) The things you have learned and received and heard and seen in me, practice these things, and the God of peace shall be with you. 

Col. 1:9-12 (9) For this reason also, since the day we heard of it, we have not ceased to pray for you and ask that you may be filled with the knowledge of His will in all spiritual wisdom and understanding, (10) so that you may walk in a manner worthy of the Lord, to please Him in all respects, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; (11)strengthened with all power, according to His glorious might, for the attaining of all steadfastness and patience; joyously (12) giving thanks to the Father, who has qualified us to share in the inheritance of the saints in light. 

Col. 2:3 In whom are hidden all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge. 

Col. 2:6 As you therefore have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in Him. 

Col. 2:8-10 (8) See to it that no one takes you captive through philosophy and empty deception, according to the tradition of men, according to the elementary principals of the world, rather than according to Christ. (9) For in Him all the fullness of Deity dwells in bodily form, (10) and in Him you have been made complete, and He is the head over all rule and authority; 

Col. 3:16 Let the word of Christ richly dwell within you, with all wisdom, teaching and admonishing one another with psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with thankfulness in your hearts to God. 

Colossians 3:23 Whatever you do, do your work heartily, as for the Lord rather than for men, 

Colossians 4:2 Devote yourselves to prayer, keeping alert in it with an attitude of thanksgiving; 

2 Timothy 1:17 but when he was in Rome, he eagerly searched for me and found me. 

2 Timothy 2:4 No soldier in active service entangles himself in the affairs of everyday life, so that he may please the one who enlisted him as a soldier. 

2 Timothy 2:23 But refuse foolish and ignorant speculations, knowing that they produce quarrels. 

2 Timothy 2:24 The Lord's bond-servant must not be quarrelsome, but be kind to all, able to teach, patient when wronged, 

Hebrews 1:14 Are they not all ministering spirits, sent out to render service for the sake of those who will inherit salvation? 

Psalm 103:20 Bless the LORD, you His angels, Mighty in strength, who perform His word, Obeying the voice of His word! 

Hebrews 2:14 Therefore, since the children share in flesh and blood, He Himself likewise also partook of the same, that through death He might render powerless him who had the power of death, that is, the devil, 

Hebrews 2:18 For since He Himself was tempted in that which He has suffered, He is able to come to the aid of those who are tempted. 

Hebrews 4:16 Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the throne of grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need. 

Hebrews 10:24 and let us consider how to stimulate one another to love and good deeds, 

Hebrews 10:36 For you have need of endurance, so that when you have done the will of God, you may receive what was promised. 

Hebrews 12:1 Therefore, since we have so great a cloud of witnesses surrounding us, let us also lay aside every encumbrance and the sin which so easily entangles us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us, 

Hebrews 12:11 All discipline for the moment seems not to be joyful, but sorrowful; yet to those who have been trained by it, afterwards it yields the peaceful fruit of righteousness. 

Hebrews 12:15 See to it that no one comes short of the grace of God; that no root of bitterness springing up causes trouble, and by it many be defiled; 

Hebrews 13:6 so that we confidently say, "THE LORD IS MY HELPER, I WILL NOT BE AFRAID. WHAT WILL MAN DO TO ME?" 

Hebrews 13:15 Through Him then, let us continually offer up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the fruit of lips that give thanks to His name. 16 And do not neglect doing good and sharing, for with such sacrifices God is pleased. 

James 1:1 James, a bond-servant of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ, To the twelve tribes who are dispersed abroad: Greetings. 2 Consider it all joy, my brethren, when you encounter various trials, 3 knowing that the testing of your faith produces endurance. 4 And let endurance have its perfect result, so that you may be perfect and complete, lacking in nothing. 

James 1:17 Every good thing given and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shifting shadow. 

John 10:10 "The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I came that they may have life, and have it abundantly. 

James 1:22 But prove yourselves doers of the word, and not merely hearers who delude themselves. 

James 3:16 For where jealousy and selfish ambition exist, there is disorder and every evil thing. 

James 4:2 You lust and do not have; so you commit murder. You are envious and cannot obtain; so you fight and quarrel. You do not have because you do not ask. 

James 4:7 Submit therefore to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you. 

James 4:8 Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded. 

James 5:13 Is anyone among you suffering? Then he must pray. Is anyone cheerful? He is to sing praises. 

14 Is anyone among you sick? Then he must call for the elders of the church and they are to pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord; 

15 and the prayer offered in faith will restore the one who is sick, and the Lord will raise him up, and if he has committed sins, they will be forgiven him. 

16 Therefore, confess your sins to one another, and pray for one another so that you may be healed. The effective prayer of a righteous man can accomplish much. 

17 Elijah was a man with a nature like ours, and he prayed earnestly that it would not rain, and it did not rain on the earth for three years and six months. 

18 Then he prayed again, and the sky poured rain and the earth produced its fruit. 

1 Peter 1:5 who are protected by the power of God through faith for a salvation ready to be revealed in the last time. 

6 In this you greatly rejoice, even though now for a little while, if necessary, you have been distressed by various trials, 

7 so that the proof of your faith, being more precious than gold which is perishable, even though tested by fire, may be found to result in praise and glory and honor at the revelation of Jesus Christ; 

1 Peter 1:15 but like the Holy One who called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior; 

16 because it is written, "YOU SHALL BE HOLY, FOR I AM HOLY." 

1 Peter 1:23 for you have been born again not of seed which is perishable but imperishable, that is, through the living and enduring word of God. 

1 Peter 2:6 For this is contained in Scripture: "BEHOLD, I LAY IN ZION A CHOICE STONE, A PRECIOUS CORNER stone, AND HE WHO BELIEVES IN HIM WILL NOT BE DISAPPOINTED." 

1 Peter 2:9 But you are A CHOSEN RACE, A royal PRIESTHOOD, A HOLY NATION, A PEOPLE FOR God's OWN POSSESSION, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of Him who has called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; 

1 Peter 2:11 Beloved, I urge you as aliens and strangers to abstain from fleshly lusts which wage war against the soul. 

1 Peter 3:4 but let it be the hidden person of the heart, with the imperishable quality of a gentle and quiet spirit, which is precious in the sight of God. 

1 Peter 3:8 To sum up, all of you be harmonious, sympathetic, brotherly, kindhearted, and humble in spirit; 9 not returning evil for evil or insult for insult, but giving a blessing instead; for you were called for the very purpose that you might inherit a blessing. 

1 Peter 4:1 Therefore, since Christ has suffered in the flesh, arm yourselves also with the same purpose, because he who has suffered in the flesh has ceased from sin, 2 so as to live the rest of the time in the flesh no longer for the lusts of men, but for the will of God. 

1 Peter 4:11 Whoever speaks, is to do so as one who is speaking the utterances of God; whoever serves is to do so as one who is serving by the strength which God supplies; so that in all things God may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom belongs the glory and dominion forever and ever. Amen. 

12 Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal among you, which comes upon you for your testing, as though some strange thing were happening to you; 13 but to the degree that you share the sufferings of Christ, keep on rejoicing, so that also at the revelation of His glory you may rejoice with exultation. 14 If you are reviled for the name of Christ, you are blessed, because the Spirit of glory and of God rests on you. 

1 Peter 5:6 Therefore humble yourselves under the mighty hand of God, that He may exalt you at the proper time, 7 casting all your anxiety on Him, because He cares for you. 8 Be of sober spirit, be on the alert. Your adversary, the devil, prowls around like a roaring lion, seeking someone to devour. 9 But resist him, firm in your faith, knowing that the same experiences of suffering are being accomplished by your brethren who are in the world. 10 After you have suffered for a little while, the God of all grace, who called you to His eternal glory in Christ, will Himself perfect, confirm, strengthen and establish you. 

2 Peter 1:1 Simon Peter, a bond-servant and apostle of Jesus Christ, To those who have received a faith of the same kind as ours, by the righteousness of our God and Savior, Jesus Christ: 2 Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus our Lord; 3 seeing that His divine power has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and excellence. 4 For by these He has granted to us His precious and magnificent promises, so that by them you may become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world by lust. 

1 John 1:9 If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. 

1 John 2:3 By this we know that we have come to know Him, if we keep His commandments. 4 The one who says, "I have come to know Him," and does not keep His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him; 5 but whoever keeps His word, in him the love of God has truly been perfected. By this we know that we are in Him: 6 the one who says he abides in Him ought himself to walk in the same manner as He walked. 

1 John 2:15 Do not love the world nor the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. 16 For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh and the lust of the eyes and the boastful pride of life, is not from the Father, but is from the world. 

1 John 2:20 But you have an anointing from the Holy One, and you all know. 

1 John 2:27 As for you, the anointing which you received from Him abides in you, and you have no need for anyone to teach you; but as His anointing teaches you about all things, and is true and is not a lie, and just as it has taught you, you abide in Him. 

1 John 3:8 the one who practices sin is of the devil; for the devil has sinned from the beginning. The Son of God appeared for this purpose, to destroy the works of the devil. 

1 John 3:22 and whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we keep His commandments and do the things that are pleasing in His sight. 23 This is His commandment, that we believe in the name of His Son Jesus Christ, and love one another, just as He commanded us. 24 The one who keeps His commandments abides in Him, and He in him. We know by this that He abides in us, by the Spirit whom He has given us. 

1 John 4:4 You are from God, little children, and have overcome them; because greater is He who is in you than he who is in the world. 

1 John 5:1 Whoever believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God, and whoever loves the Father loves the child born of Him. 

1 John 5:13 These things I have written to you who believe in the name of the Son of God, so that you may know that you have eternal life. 14 This is the confidence which we have before Him, that, if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. 15 And if we know that He hears us in whatever we ask, we know that we have the requests which we have asked from Him. 

1 John 5:19 We know that we are of God, and that the whole world lies in the power of the evil one. 20 And we know that the Son of God has come, and has given us understanding so that we may know Him who is true; and we are in Him who is true, in His Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God and eternal life. 

3 John 1:2 Beloved, I pray that in all respects you may prosper and be in good health, just as your soul prospers. 

Jude 1:20 But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit, 

Revelation 1:6 and He has made us to be a kingdom, priests to His God and Father--to Him be the glory and the dominion forever and ever. Amen. 

Revelation 3:20 'Behold, I stand at the door and knock; if anyone hears My voice and opens the door, I will come in to him and will dine with him, and he with Me.

Genesis 26:12 Now Isaac sowed in that land and reaped in the same year a hundredfold. And the LORD blessed him, 

Exodus 15:26 And He said, "If you will give earnest heed to the voice of the LORD your God, and do what is right in His sight, and give ear to His commandments, and keep all His statutes, I will put none of the diseases on you which I have put on the Egyptians; for I, the LORD, am your healer." 

Exodus 35:31 "And He has filled him with the Spirit of God, in wisdom, in understanding and in knowledge and in all craftsmanship; 

Deuteronomy 6:6 These words, which I am commanding you today, shall be on your heart. 7 "You shall teach them diligently to your sons and shall talk of them when you sit in your house and when you walk by the way and when you lie down and when you rise up. 

Deuteronomy 6:17 "You should diligently keep the commandments of the LORD your God, and His testimonies and His statutes which He has commanded you. 

Deuteronomy 7:9 Know therefore that the LORD your God, He is God, the faithful God, who keeps His covenant and His loving kindness to a thousandth generation with those who love Him and keep His commandments; 

Deuteronomy 7:12 "Then it shall come about, because you listen to these judgments and keep and do them, that the LORD your God will keep with you His covenant and His loving kindness which He swore to your forefathers. 

Deuteronomy 7:15 "The LORD will remove from you all sickness; and He will not put on you any of the harmful diseases of Egypt which you have known, but He will lay them on all who hate you. 

Deuteronomy 8:18 "But you shall remember the LORD your God, for it is He who is giving you power to make wealth, that He may confirm His covenant which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day. 

Deuteronomy 10:12 "Now, Israel, what does the LORD your God require from you, but to fear the LORD your God, to walk in all His ways and love Him, and to serve the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul, 13 and to keep the LORD'S commandments and His statutes which I am commanding you today for your good?

Deuteronomy 31:6 â€�Be strong and courageous, do not be afraid or tremble at them, for the LORD your God is the one who goes with you. He will not fail you or forsake you."

Psalm 34:18 The LORD is near to the brokenhearted And saves those who are crushed in spirit. 19 Many are the afflictions of the righteous, But the LORD delivers him out of them all. 

Psalm 35:27 Let them shout for joy and rejoice, who favor my vindication; And let them say continually, "The LORD be magnified, Who delights in the prosperity of His servant." 

Psalm 37:4 Delight yourself in the LORD; And He will give you the desires of your heart. 

Psalm 37:11 But the humble will inherit the land And will delight themselves in abundant prosperity. 

Psalm 41:1 How blessed is he who considers the helpless; The LORD will deliver him in a day of trouble. 2 The LORD will protect him and keep him alive, And he shall be called blessed upon the earth; And do not give him over to the desire of his enemies. 3 The LORD will sustain him upon his sickbed; In his illness, You restore him to health. 

Psalm 50:15 Call upon Me in the day of trouble; I shall rescue you, and you will honor Me."

Psalm 119: 130 The unfolding of Your words gives light; It gives understanding to the simple. 

Psalm 119: 135 Make Your face shine upon Your servant, And teach me Your statutes. 

Psalm 119: 165 Those who love Your law have great peace, And nothing causes them to stumble 

Psalm 122: 6 Pray for the peace of Jerusalem: "May they prosper who love you. 7 "May peace be within your walls, And prosperity within your palaces." 

Psalm 139: 1 O LORD, You have searched me and known me. 2 You know when I sit down and when I rise up; You understand my thought from afar. 3 You scrutinize my path and my lying down, And are intimately acquainted with all my ways. 4 Even before there is a word on my tongue, Behold, O LORD, You know it all. 5 You have enclosed me behind and before, And laid Your hand upon me. 

Psalm 139: 23 Search me, O God, and know my heart; Try me and know my anxious thoughts; 24 And see if there be any hurtful way in me, And lead me in the everlasting way.

Proverbs 3: 25 Do not be afraid of sudden fear Nor of the onslaught of the wicked when it comes; 26 For the LORD will be your confidence And will keep your foot from being caught. 27 Do not withhold good from those to whom it is due, When it is in your power to do it. 28 Do not say to your neighbor, "Go, and come back, And tomorrow I will give it," When you have it with you. 

Proverbs 3: 33 The curse of the LORD is on the house of the wicked, But He blesses the dwelling of the righteous. 

Proverbs 4: 20 My son, give attention to my words; Incline your ear to my sayings. 21 Do not let them depart from your sight; Keep them in the midst of your heart. 22 For they are life to those who find them And health to all their body. 23 Watch over your heart with all diligence, For from it flow the springs of life. 

Proverbs 5: 15 Drink water from your own cistern And fresh water from your own well. 

Proverbs 5: 18 Let your fountain be blessed, And rejoice in the wife of your youth. 19 As a loving hind and a graceful doe, Let her breasts satisfy you at all times; Be exhilarated always with her love. 

Proverbs 6: 26 For on account of a harlot one is reduced to a loaf of bread, And an adulteress hunts for the precious life.

Isaiah 1: 18 "Come now, and let us reason together," Says the LORD, "Though your sins are as scarlet, They will be as white as snow; Though they are red like crimson, They will be like wool. 19 "If you consent and obey, You will eat the best of the land; 

Isaiah 30: 18 Therefore the LORD longs to be gracious to you, And therefore He waits on high to have compassion on you. For the LORD is a God of justice; How blessed are all those who long for Him. 

Isaiah 32: 17 And the work of righteousness will be peace, And the service of righteousness, quietness and confidence forever. 

Isaiah 35: 8 A highway will be there, a roadway, And it will be called the Highway of Holiness. The unclean will not travel on it, But it will be for him who walks that way, And fools will not wander on it. 

Isaiah 40: 29 He gives strength to the weary, And to him who lacks might He increases power. 

Isaiah 40: 31 Yet those who wait for the LORD Will gain new strength; They will mount up with wings like eagles, They will run and not get tired, They will walk and not become weary.

Isaiah 45: 3 "I will give you the treasures of darkness And hidden wealth of secret places, So that you may know that it is I, The LORD, the God of Israel, who calls you by your name. 

Isaiah 50: 4 The Lord GOD has given Me the tongue of disciples, That I may know how to sustain the weary one with a word. He awakens Me morning by morning, He awakens My ear to listen as a disciple. 

Isaiah 52: 12 But you will not go out in haste, Nor will you go as fugitives; For the LORD will go before you, And the God of Israel will be your rear guard.

Ezekiel 36: 23 "I will vindicate the holiness of My great name which has been profaned among the nations, which you have profaned in their midst. Then the nations will know that I am the LORD," declares the Lord GOD, "when I prove Myself holy among you in their sight. 

Daniel 12: 3 "Those who have insight will shine brightly like the brightness of the expanse of heaven, and those who lead the many to righteousness, like the stars forever and ever. 

Hosea 4: 6 My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Because you have rejected knowledge, I also will reject you from being My priest. Since you have forgotten the law of your God, I also will forget your children. 

Hosea 6: 6 For I delight in loyalty rather than sacrifice, And in the knowledge of God rather than burnt offerings. 

Joel 3: 10 Beat your plowshares into swords And your pruning hooks into spears; Let the weak say, "I am a mighty man." 

Micah 6: 8 He has told you, O man, what is good; And what does the LORD require of you But to do justice, to love kindness, And to walk humbly with your God? 

Habakkuk 3: 4 His radiance is like the sunlight; He has rays flashing from His hand, And there is the hiding of His power. 

Zechariah 4: 6 Then he said to me, "This is the word of the LORD to Zerubbabel saying, 'Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,' says the LORD of hosts. 

Malachi 3: 10 "Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, so that there may be food in My house, and test Me now in this," says the LORD of hosts, "if I will not open for you the windows of heaven and pour out for you a blessing until it overflows. 

Matthew 4: 4 But He answered and said, "It is written, 'MAN SHALL NOT LIVE ON BREAD ALONE, BUT ON EVERY WORD THAT PROCEEDS OUT OF THE MOUTH OF GOD.'" 

Matthew 6: 31 "Do not worry then, saying, 'What will we eat?' or 'What will we drink?' or 'What will we wear for clothing?' 32 "For the Gentiles eagerly seek all these things; for your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things. 33 "But seek first His kingdom and His righteousness, and all these things will be added to you. 

Matthew 18: 18 "Truly I say to you, whatever you bind on earth shall have been bound in heaven; and whatever you loose on earth shall have been loosed in heaven. 19 "Again I say to you, that if two of you agree on earth about anything that they may ask, it shall be done for them by My Father who is in heaven. 

Mark 4: 19 but the worries of the world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the desires for other things enter in and choke the word, and it becomes unfruitful.
