Sample Premiums for Burial Insurance
Here are some sample premium ranges for final expense/burial insurance to give you an idea of what people might pay. These are estimates only — your actual premium will depend on your age, health, coverage amount, gender, smoking status, and the insurance carrier.
Sample Premiums
· For a $10,000 face amount:
· At age ~50, non-smoker: about $27/month for men, $23/month for women. 
· At age ~65, non-smoker: about $53/month (men) for $10,000 coverage. 
· Annual estimate: around $332–$396/year for a 50-year-old male. 
· For higher coverage or older ages:
· At age ~70, non-smoker: around $70/month for $10,000 coverage (men) and around $53/month for women. 
· For a $25,000 face amount: at age ~45, women might pay about $750/year (~$63/month) and men about $790/year (~$66/month) for simplified‐issue coverage.
· Very older age (80+): Premiums can be in the $130/month+ range for $25,000 coverage depending on health and insurance carrier. 

✅ Things to Note
· Premiums increase with age. The older you are when you buy, the higher the cost because the insurer is taking on more risk. 
· Coverage amounts matter: bigger face amounts → higher premiums.
· Health status, smoking status, and underwriting class significantly affect premiums.
· Many policies lock in the premium (it stays the same for life) if it’s a whole life final expense policy.
