 2. Common Health Questions Asked
These vary by insurer, but simplified issue policies typically ask if you have ever been diagnosed with, treated for, or currently have any of the following:
Heart and Circulatory Conditions
· Congestive heart failure (CHF)
· Heart attack, bypass, stent, or angioplasty (usually within the past 2 years)
· Stroke or TIA (mini stroke)
· Aneurysm or heart rhythm disorder requiring a pacemaker
Respiratory Conditions
· COPD, emphysema, or chronic bronchitis
· Oxygen use (other than for sleep apnea)
Cancers
· Any cancer (other than some skin cancers) diagnosed or treated within the last 2 years
Neurological or Cognitive Disorders
· Alzheimer’s or dementia
· Parkinson’s disease
· ALS (Lou Gehrig’s disease)
Kidney and Liver Conditions
· Kidney failure, dialysis
· Cirrhosis, hepatitis C (especially if recent or uncontrolled)
Immune and Blood Disorders
· HIV/AIDS
· Lupus or multiple sclerosis (depending on stability)
Mental Health or Substance Use
· Drug or alcohol abuse in the last 2 years
· Hospitalization for mental illness within the last 2 years
Other Serious Conditions
· Amputation due to disease (not accident)
· Confined to a wheelchair, hospital, or nursing home
· Terminal illness diagnosis
3. How These Affect Approval
· If you answer “No” to all health questions → you can usually qualify for immediate full coverage (simplified issue).
· If you answer “Yes” to one or more → you may get:
· A graded benefit policy (limited payout for first 2 years), or
· Be referred to guaranteed issue coverage (accepted automatically, no questions, but with a waiting period).

4. What the Waiting Period Means
If you have serious health issues and must choose guaranteed issue:
· There’s usually a 2-year waiting period before full coverage for natural death.
· If you die during that period, your family typically receives premiums paid + interest, unless death is from an accident (which pays full).

5. Pro Tip
Even if you have a serious condition, always apply for simplified issue first.
Some insurers accept people with controlled diseases (like diabetes, high blood pressure, or even mild COPD). Guaranteed issue should be your backup, not your first choice.
