
Ask God to strengthen your faith like Abraham’s, trusting in His promises even
when circumstances seem difficult or unclear. 

Pray for a deep conviction that righteousness comes by faith and that your
life would reflect active obedience to God’s leading.

Psalm 5:12 (NKJV):
“For You, O LORD, will bless the righteous; with favor You
will surround him as with a shield. 

Isaiah 32:17 (NKJV):
“The work of righteousness will be peace, and the effect of
righteousness, quietness and assurance forever.”

Proverbs 12:28 (NKJV):
“In the way of righteousness is life, and in its pathway there is
no death.”

Romans 4:3 “What does Scripture say? 'Abraham believed
God, and it was credited to him as righteousness.”
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Paul told Abraham's story to demonstrate that righteousness comes through faith, not
through works or adherence to the law. Faith preceded the law, making it clear that God’s
promise is based on grace. 

Romans 4:13 (NIV):
"It was not through the law that Abraham and his offspring received
the promise that he would be heir of the world, but through the
righteousness that comes by faith."
