ANGER
Proverbs 15:19 (NIV) “A hot-tempered man stirs up conflict, but the one who is patient
calms a quarrel.”

BROKEN HEARTED
Psalm 34:18 (NIV) “The Lord is close to the brokenhearted and saves those who are
crushed in spirit.”

Matthew 11:28 (NIV) “Come to me, all who are weary and burdened, and I will give
you rest.

Matthew 5:14-16 (NIV) "You are the light of the world…let your light shine before
others, that they may see your good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven.

GIVING
2 Corinthians 9:6-8 (NIV) “Whoever sow sparingly will also reap sparingly, and
whoever sow generously will also reap generously. Each of you should give what you
have decided in your heart to give, not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a
cheerful giver.

Proverbs 11:25 (NIV) “A generous person will prosper; whoever refreshes others will be
refreshed.

GRACE
2 Corinthians 12:9-10 (NIV) "My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made
perfect in weakness."

GREIF
1 Thessalonians 4:13 (NIV) “Brothers and sisters we do not want you to be uninformed
about those who sleep in death, so that you do not grieve like the rest of mankind, who
have no hope. For we believe that Jesus died and rose again, and so we believe that God
will bring with Jesus those who have fallen asleep in him.

1 John 4:16 (NIV) "And so we know and rely on the love God has for us. God is love.

SAFETY
Psalm 46:1 (NIV) "God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present help in trouble."

SALVATION
Romans 10: 9-10 (NKJV) "If you confess with your mouth "Jesus is Lord," and believe
in your heart that God raised him from the dead you will be saved. For it is with your
heart that you believe and are justified, and it is with your mouth that you profess your
faith and are saved.”

TEMPTATION
James 1:13 (NIV) “When tempted, no one should say, “God is tempting me.” For God
cannot be tempted by evil, nor does he tempt anyone; but each person is tempted when
they are dragged away by their own evil desire and enticed.”

Matthew 26:41 (NIV) “Watch and pray so that you will not fall into temptation. The
spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.”

1 Corinthians 10:13 (NIV) “No temptation has overtaken you except what is common to
mankind. And God is faithful; he will not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear.
But when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so that you can endure it.”
