Carpe Diem. The incredible Robin Williams introduced me to the 
phrase. In the movie Dead Poets Society, Williamôs character plays a 
professor-gone-rogue who urges his students to Carpe Diem or Seize 
the Day. The scene begins with Williams asking one of his students to 
read the first stanza in their hymnal. The stanza in question is a poem 
by Robert Herrick entitled To the Virgins, to Make Much of Time. 

Williams asks the students why they thought the writer used the lines 
ñGather ye rosebuds while ye mayé.ò One student replied, ñBecause 
he is in a hurry.ò Williams counters and said. ñBecause we are food 
for worms lads!ò 

What do you think reader? Are you inclined to agree that a Seize the 
Day mentality means one is in a hurryð impatient, or do you think 
we should make the most of all that we are blessed with? 

As Christians we are taught to have faith, to trust in God, to make our 
desires known to Him, to not be anxious for tomorrow. We are en-
couraged to write our visions and to bring our plans before God; to 
wait on Him to lead and guide our way. These are great instructions 
from the Bible. However, some of us follow so well we become para-
lyzed in a waiting position. 

What is that thing you have wanted to do for so long but keep putting 
off? How fulfilled/satisfied are you with the life you are presently liv-
ing? Are you stuck in the same rut and experience the same unful-
filling outcomes over and over again? Are you truly living or are you 
just existing? 

Taking risks and walking out our faith help move us forward toward 
the fulfillment of purpose. ñFaith without works is dead.ò In the Bi-
ble, miracles occurred when some sort of action was taken by the one 
seeking it. 

Years ago, in a coaching program, I came across a young lady who 
was unhappily working towards an accounting degree because it was 
what her father wanted. By the end of the program, she had made the 
brave decision to give it all up to pursue her own dream which was 
photography. I applauded her then and applaud any of you who have 
dared to say, ñI want more, I want something different,ò and who, like 
this young lady, have the gumption to take the first step. 

It takes courage to fully examine oneôs lifeðcourage because the 
truth can be hard to accept. But it takes an act of bravery to make a 
radical shift from the status quo to doing something completely 
newðdifferent. 

In this season of transitions, of change, and the stark reality that some-
thing new is needed, it does take a radical shift and inner strength to 
go against the natural grain to do something different.
