How to Qualify

To be eligible for the Building Electrification program, you must meet these qualifications:

e Be an SCE residential electric customer with an active, individually metered account.

e Live in a single-family home or a building with 4 or fewer units (duplexes, triplexes, and
fourplexes may qualify if individually metered).

e Home must currently have a gas or propane furnace and water heater that can be replaced by
high-efficiency heat pump equipment.

e Meet program income eligibility guidelines, details at goelectric. maromaesa.com.

e Estimated energy bill impacts must either lower or not change current household energy costs.

If you rent your home, we will need the property owner to sign an authorization form before any
work begins.
