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Dr. Max Joseph Von Pettenkofer was a Bavarian chemist
who was certain cholera was caused by being poor, dirty,
and breathing bad air. le mocked doctors Robert Koch
and John Snow, who insisted cholera was caused by bac-
teria spread through contaminated water. To prove his
point, in 1892 he drank water teaming with cholera
germs, certain he would not get sick. He came down with
cholera, but recovered. John Snow later stopped a chol-
era epidemic by removing the pump handle to a contam-
inated well in London, proving cholera is spread through
contaminated water.

Many people thought Secretary of State William Seward
was stupid buy Alaska for §7.2 million in 1897 , paying
2 cents an acre. This is equal to $129 million or 36 cenls
per acre today. The entire region was thought to be a
wasteland. Even President Andrew Johnson, who support-
ed the purchase, referred 1o it as his "polar bear garden."

U.S. He was duty bound to rush the news to the higher ups

s0 they could retaliate by returning the nuclear exchange.
However, he hesitated. The system was brand new and
subject to errors. le had been told that any nuclear war
would start with a blitz, not just five. The bombs did not
show up on his radar. Ie ignored the threat, heading off
what could have be-come an all out nuclear war. Although
he was reprimanded for failing to follow protocol, an in-
vestigation later proved that he had been correct in his
assumption that the erroneous report was due to a mal-
function.

In 1960, Frances Kelsey was a pharmacologist

servingas a medical reviewer at the U.S. Food and Drug
Administration (FDA). when an application for a new
drug called thalidomide crossed her desk, she refused to
approve i, saying there had not been enough clinical
trials to prove that the new drug was safe. The drug was
being used widely in 20 other nations, routinely pre-
scribed to pregnant women to control morning sickness

and to help them sleep. The manufacturer insisted it was

as safe as aspirin. Despite enormous pressure from the
drug manufacturer and its representatives, Kelsey refus-
ed to rubber stamp the drug. Her staunch refusal pre-
vented the drug from being distributed throughout the
U.S. Meanwhile, in other nations where the drug was
commonly prescribed, doclors reported a wave of de-
formed babies born with missing limbs due to the dam-
aging side effects of thalidomide.

Admirial Isoroku Yamamolo was the Imperial Japanese
Navy Marshal Admiral and the Combined Fleet comman-
der-in-chief during World War IL. He was in charge of

naval operations in the Pacific theater when his superiors

informed him he would be heading up an attack on
Pearl Harbor, Hawaii. He advised the Japanese high com-
mand against the move, saying they would "wake a
sleeping giant." He estimated that if the attack was suc-
cessful, it would buy Japan only 18 months of superior-
ity. His advice was ignored. Following Pearl Harbor, the

Battle of Midway, generally regarded as the turning point

of the war in the Pacific theater, was about 18 months
after Pearl Harbor. Yamamoto lost face ailer this defeat.
American forces shot down his plane on April 14, 1943,
and he never lived to see his prediction of Japan's de-
feat come true.

Nikola Tesla, noted inventor, was quoted in "Colliers
Magazine" back in 1926 with this prediction for the
future: "We shall be able to communicate with one
another instantly, irrespective of distance.

Data breaches and financial scams against seniors are
at all-time highs.

Here are the top reasons:

- They perceive that we have a lot of money. After all, we
worked all those years...we saved a lot of cash, they
assume. And now we have huge pension and Social
Security income that surely puts us in a high income
bracket, they assume.

- Many of us grew up in an era when we were polite to
people on the phone. Scammers take advantage of that
and coax us into divulging private information.

- Many of us aren't especially skilled with technology.
We press buttons on our phone that we shouldn't, or
click links in strange email, not realizing that we've
just enabled the download of a virus or make a conn-
ection to the scammers:

Order your credit report from TransUnion, Equifax, and
Experian and go over them line by line. Be sure there
isn't anything you don't recognize, that no extra loans
show up and no additional names are listed. To do this,
go online to annualcreditreport.com and order your
free credit reports. If you spot something wrong, report
it at IdentityTheft.gov or call the National Elder Fraud
Hotline at 833-372-8311. Lock down your credit at all
three credit bureaus. This will keep anyone from open-
ing credit in your name.

To learn safety on your electronic devices, ask your
senior center, library or even your bank for a class on
how to avoid falling for an online scam.

And perhaps most valuable of all:

Don't feel the need to be polite if a stranger calls you
on the phone and starts asking questions. Just hang

up.

Bread Boxes

Many of us have a bread hox in the kitchen. It's usually a
simple, purely utilitarian affair made of metal or plastic; no-
thing as faney as a carved panetiere like this one that sold
for $1,408 at Neal Auction.

Panetieres were made and used in the Provencal region of
France by the 1600s. Like the bread boxes of today, they kept
loaves of bread safe from pests while
allowing air o circulate to prevent £
mold. Unlike the humble bread g
hox, they were made from wood
with decorative carvings. This
one features a carved and paint-
ed Iyre door, turned posts, scroll-
ing supports and a carved crest
and apron.
