Good day Black Mountain Community Members. | would
like to talk about the importance of mental health. For some of us
our lives are not utopian where we live stress free and free from
sorrow, pain, heartache, and loss. Mental health issues can
develop for various reasons, either through genetics or traumatic
events. Regardless of the cause, there are numerous resources
that are available to whomever may need help.

Sometimes we can feel helpless when someone we
know is having a mental health crisis. City of Phoenix is partnered
with several locally owned mental health facilities throughout the
valley. A list is provided at the end of this article for your
convenience, they are there to not only help you with a crisis but
can walk you through steps helping or getting assistance with a
loved one. They are trained in aiding in behavioral health issues,
addiction, crisis, and much more.

The Phoenix Police Department has implemented its own
contribution to handling situations with individuals experiencing
mental health issues and who may be in crisis. The Crisis
Intervention Team (CIT) have developed partnerships with several
community resources in the valley and are a vital resource to
providing care to those who are experiencing an issue and
following up with those who may have long standing issues.
Additionally, there are several Patrol Officers who have taken the
Crisis Intervention training course and can respond to initial calls for
assistance and can reach out to the necessary resources.

When these situations occur, they can be confusing and
can cause anxiety when people are searching for answers. Here
are a few resources that you may find helpful during a difficult time
for yourself and or a loved one. Take care of each other.

CRIME TIPS
GIFT CARDS ARE POPULAR AND CONVENIENT
... AND NOT JUST FOR GIFTS.

Gift cards are popular and convenient ... and not just for gifts. Con artists
have latched onto gift cards as a convenient form of payment in their scams.

Why Gift Cards?

First, they are readily available. You see them at your grocery store,
department store, hardware store — really almost everywhere you shop
these days.

Second, it's a way that criminals can steal a target's money instantly. Once
the target shares the numbers off the back of the cards, the criminal can
drain them almost instantaneously.

Common Scams with Gift Cards as Payment

Asking for gift card payments is common in impostor scams — a call from
Social Security warns of a problem with your account; a utility company call
warns of an imminent shutoff; you've won big in a lottery and just need to pay
some fees upfront; your grandchild

faces a financial emergency. All you need to do to solve the problem or claim
your prize is go to the closest store and buy hundreds or thousands of
dollars' worth of gift cards, and share the numbers off the back.

The Red Flags

A key part of being able to spot a scam is knowing those signs that suggest
that just maybe what you're confronting isn't legitimate.

One of the biggest red flags these days is when someone tries to convince
you that you owe some debt or other obligation, and the quickest way to pay
it is to purchase gift cards and share the information off the back. In every
instance, the person is lying to you as part of a scam attempt.

If you are confronted by someone directing you to buy gift cards for some
obligation, disengage immediately. Report it to the Federal Trade
Commission at www.reportfraud.ftc.gov_ The data are used to identify trends
and build cases against criminals.

If you've lost money to this scam, contact your local police, tell them you are
a victim of a financial crime, and that you want to file a report. Push back if
you're told not to bother — you will want a record of reporting the crime in the
slim chance you could be eligible for restitution.

NO RELIEF FROM
SHAM DEBT RELIEF OFFERS

Debt is something that can creep up on anyone, and before long, you are
looking for a way out of it. But use caution — sometimes, tempting offers of
debt relief will only make your own problems worse, while lining the pockets
of scammers.

HOW IT WORKS:

Debt relief scams promise "guarantees” to get you out of debt quickly and
cleanly.

You may be asked for advance payment, or to pay ongoing fees, for the
"services" they provide.

You may receive an offer to enroll in a debt relief program without having
your own financial situation specifically reviewed.

You may even be told to stop paying your creditors.

WHAT YOU SHOULD KNOW:
There simply is no guarantee that any debt relief program will get you out of
debt or stop collection calls or lawsuits. Anyone promising this is lying to you.

Debt relief plans can only work for you if they are based on your specific
financial situation. Offers to enroll you without considering that are bogus.

It's illegal for debt relief companies to seek upfront payment before they
provide services to you.

In a scam scenario, you might be led to believe fees you are paying to the
debt relief company are going to your creditors. If you follow their guidance to
stop paying your creditors, those creditors could bring a lawsuit against you.

WHAT YOU SHOULD DO:
Check with your state Attorney General’s office before working with a debt
relief service to see if it has been the subject of complaints.

Consider negotiating with creditors directly or connect with a debt counselor
through a nonprofit credit counseling organization, such as the National
Foundation for Credit Counseling.

Report any debt relief scams to the Federal Trade Commission by
calling 1-800-382-4357 or going online to reportfraud.ftc.gov.
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STUDENT LOAN BURDEN IS A BOON FOR
CRIMINAL SCAMMERS

Student loan debt is a bigger burden than ever, with more than 43
million people carrying outstanding federal student loans. And while
federal loan repayments have been paused again through August
31, consumers holding this debt are eager to find relief. And
criminal scammers are eager to take advantage.

HOW IT WORKS:

You receive an unsolicited contact offering to help navigate through
state and federal programs to help you reduce or restructure your
debt.

"Debt relief experts" may offer access to instant, easy-to-access
loan forgiveness options, often connected to the COVID-19
pandemic.

These companies might ask for upfront payment or for personal
information such as your Social Security number or your FSA ID
(the username and password on your loan account).

WHAT YOU SHOULD KNOW:

There's nothing that these companies can research for you that you
can't legitimately find for yourself for free. Often, it is as simple as
contacting your loan servicer or the U.S. Department of Education.

Itis illegal for debt relief companies to collect payment from you
before they get results, so upfront fees are a surefire sign of a
scam.

Legitimate agencies and loan servicing companies will not ask you
for information such as your Social Security number or FSA ID.

WHAT YOU SHOULD DO:
Visit the Department of Education's StudentAid.gov site for free
information on getting help with federal student loans.

Resist the urge to act quickly. Research any debt relief firm before
providing them information or money, or signing any agreements. A
good place to start is your state's consumer protection office or the
Better Business Bureau.

Report suspected student loan fraud to the FTC and the Federal
Student Aid Office.

DON’T GIVE TO INDIVIDUALS
GIVE TO SHELTERS

To end panhandling, we have to end directly giving to people panhandling. Phoenix is full
of compassionate and charitable citizens. They want to help those in need. However,
giving money to people panhandling doesn'’t fix problems. In order to truly help those in
need, stop giving money to panhandlers and instead support organizations and services
that provide long-lasting care.

Arizonans are first in the nation to add
driver licenses to Apple Wallet

ADOT MVD gives Arizona residents ability to add IDs to Apple
Wallet and present their identity at TSA airport security checkpoints

The Arizona Department of Transportation Motor Vehicle Division
embraces the motto, “Out of the line and safely on the road.” This is
a nod to MVD’s commitment to putting Arizonans first by reducing
in-office wait times and offering customers a growing number of
digital options.

Today, ADOT MVD is aiming higher — literally — and that motto
could easily be revised to “out of the line and safely in the sky.”
That's because Arizona is the first state in the nation whose
residents, beginning today, can add their MVD-issued driver license
or state ID card to Apple Wallet on an iPhone or Apple Watch and
securely present it as a valid ID at select TSA airport security
checkpoints at Phoenix Sky Harbor International Airport.

“With this technology, Arizonans are at the front of the line for
experiencing a streamlined airport security process,” Governor
Doug Ducey said. “This puts our state at the leading edge of a new
technology that offers choice, convenience, privacy and security.”
After adding a driver license or state ID to Apple Wallet, upon
arriving at Phoenix Sky Harbor International Airport, travelers can
use Apple Wallet to present their ID at designated TSA airport
security checkpoints.

“Arizona is proud to be the first state to give our residents the
choice to add their ID to Apple Wallet,” Arizona MVD Director Eric
Jorgensen said. “We will continue to seek out opportunities for
products and services that provide Arizonans security, privacy and
ease of use.”

At this time, an Arizona driver license or state ID in Apple Wallet
can be used to present a resident’'s ID only at select TSA airport
security checkpoints. This is a new technology and its use case will
grow over time. Arizona residents should continue to carry their
physical, plastic driver license or state ID card to use in other
situations, including with law enforcement.

How to add a driver license or state ID to Apple Wallet

Adding a driver license or state ID to Apple Wallet can be done in
just a few simple steps. Arizona residents can tap the + button at
the top of the screen in Apple Wallet on their iPhone, select
“Driver’s License or State ID” and follow the on-screen instructions
to start the set-up and verification process. You will need your
physical MVD-issued driver license or ID card to add it to Apple
Wallet.

Driver’s license and state ID in Apple Wallet is available on iPhone
8 or later running iOS 15.4, and Apple Watch Series 4 or later
running watchOS 8.4 or later.

How to use your Arizona ID in Apple Wallet at the airport

Arizona residents can present their driver license or state ID at
participating TSA airport security checkpoints by simply tapping
their iPhone or Apple Watch at the identity reader. Upon tapping
their iPhone or Apple Watch, customers will see a prompt on their
device displaying which specific information is being requested by
the TSA. Only after authorizing with Face ID or Touch ID is the
requested identity information released from their device.
Information is all shared digitally, so residents do not need to show
or hand over their device to present their ID.

Your Arizona driver license or state ID in Apple Wallet is secure
State IDs and driver licenses in Wallet are private and secure. If a
resident loses their iPhone or Apple Watch, they can use the “Find
My” app to easily lock their device and help locate it, or remotely
erase their device. ldentity data is encrypted and protected against
tampering and theft. The MVD and Apple do not know when or
where residents present their IDs. Biometric authentication using
Face ID and Touch ID ensures that only the person who added the
ID to the device can view or present their ID or license in Apple
Wallet.

ADOR Continues Use of State Tax Refund to
Pay Outstanding Debts

Phoenix, AZ—The Arizona Department of Revenue (ADOR) administers
several offset programs that use an individual’s tax refund and applies it to
outstanding tax liabilities and other state agency or municipality debts. ADOR
offsets (holds back) as much of the refund needed to pay off overdue taxes
owed by taxpayers and notifies them when this occurs.

ADOR may apply the tax refund to pay debts from:

IRS,
Child support,
Arizona courts, or

state and municipality fines/fees.

How the Process Works

1. ADOR sends taxpayers an offset notice if any part of their refund
is applied to non-tax debts. Taxpayers should contact the agency
identified on the notice when the offset occurs if they wish to
dispute the non-tax debt, or have questions about the offset.

2. If the agency determines they are offsetting the refund, the
amount will be taken from the ADOR tax refund and the
remaining funds will be delivered through a paper check or direct
deposit.

Taxpayers who receive a letter from ADOR, informing them that some or all
of their refund was adjusted to pay outstanding liabilities should note that, by
law, we must offset any refunds or overpayments to certain authorized
agencies that have a claim against them.

Refund offsets will delay the issuance of the remaining refund (if any) after
offset.

Payment Installment Plan

ADOR may offset any state or federal refunds due to you while you are on
a payment plan.

Refund offsets are not a substitute for scheduled monthly payments, which
remain due each month until your liability balance is paid in full.

Applying your refund to your unpaid balance may:

. lower your balance due,
o shorten the term of your payment installment agreement,
o lower the amount of your final payment, or

o pay your balance in full.

BLIGHT AND ZONING LAWS

STRUCTURES: The maintenance of a home is the responsibility of the
property owner. Any wood, siding, shingles, roof covering, railings, fences,
walls, ceilings, porches, doors, windows, screens and other exterior parts of
any structure on the property must be maintained in weather tight, sound
condition and in good repair. The property owner is responsible for making
sure there are no doors or windows left open and not secure to the outside.
FOR HELP call the Preservation Division of the Neighborhood Services Dept.
at 602-495-0700 to see if you qualify for a free Grant!

OUTDOOR STORAGE: All outside storage that can be seen from the street
should be inside sheds or cabinets. ltems should not be set in car ports in
view of the street. Please use enclosed areas or backyards.

JUNK, TRASH & DEBRIS: Junk, trash and debris cannot be left in the yard
or car port and must be properly disposed of. This includes junk auto parts,
appliances, furniture, building and/or landscaping material, trash such as
discarded papers, cardboard, plastics, etc. including tree trimmings and fallen
limbs or any other items that appear to have been discarded. The only
exception is during the Bulk Trash Collection weeks four times a year.

PARKING: Parking is only permitted for passenger cars and motorcycles on
residential streets, on driveways or in garages. A driveway or parking area
must be constructed with an approved dust free parking surface. The stone
must bel/4 -3/4 in size with a permanent border holding it in. 1/4 minus size
stone is not allowed for parking. There are limits to the amount of front yard
area that can be used for parking. Only 35% of the front yard may be
converted to driveway or dust free parking.

GRASS AND WEEDS: Grass and weeds must not be allowed to grow over
6 inches high due to fire hazard, allowing the weeds to go to seed and
spreading throughout the neighborhood and insect infestation.

ELIMINATE GRAFFITI: Keeping the neighborhood graffiti free is something
we can all do. If there is graffiti on your property, please remove it as soon as
possible. The Graffiti Busters Program provides paint, supplies and training
to assist groups with eliminating graffiti. The City will also remove the graffiti
from private property with written permission from the property owner. Call

SWIMMING POOL SAFETY TIPS

Pool season is in here, so take these steps to keep your park
visitors safe this summer:
1. Remove toys and floats from the pool immediately after
use; they can attract children.
2. Always assign a designated watcher for children in and
around the pool.
3. Make sure there is a self-closing gate around your pool,
and always keep it maintained.
4. Gates and fences around the pool area should be at least
4 feet high.
5. All pools should have regulation drain covers; discuss
local regulations with your pool maintenance provider.
6. Keep afully stocked first aid kit and rescue equipment
near your pool area.
Never swim alone.
Learn to perform CPR on both adults and children.
Post pool signs in prominent locations and make sure
they are easily seen and read.
10. Inspect pool areas for slipping hazards and install safety
tape as a precaution.

Getting an emergency message out to those living near a catastrophe can
be difficult. In Arizona, there is a reverse 911 system.

The Community Emergency Notification System helps those managing a
disaster send a message to potential victims, alerting them to stay away and
stay safe.
The Community Emergency Notification System is a robo-voice message
alert going straight to your phone.
The system automatically dials the landlines in the area of the active scene,
but with landline phones nearly extinct, you must register you cell phone if
you want to get the message.

The system will be able to send text messages out and not only to those who
are registered but also to anyone who is near a cell tower where the situation
is ongoing.
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VISABLE HOUSE NUMBERS

Seriously, if you were an emergency responder is your address visible? Have
bushes grown and now obscure or is there an RV parked in such a way that the
house numbers are not easily seen? DO NOT rely on the painted curb because a
parked vehicle can cover it up. If you have an alley, please take the time to be
sure your address is visible on your fence also. Also, make sure the address
numbers are visible after dark! Solar LED Spotlights work great!

BULK TRASH PICKUP

The next date for our neighborhood (Area 12) to start
putting out bulk trash will be on Saturday, JULY 30". Pick
up begins on Monday, AUGUST 8™,

Remember, there is a ONE WEEK RULE, so don’'t put the trash out too
early.

Bulk trash consists mainly of materials that cannot be placed in your
green/black garbage container or recycled in your blue Phoenix Recycles
container.

Unacceptable Materials
Our Bulk Trash crews will not pick up the following:

o More than 20 cubic yards per residence, or a pile the size of a
SuUv

Loose debris and litter
Loose grass, leaves, weeds, twigs and hedge clippings

Household hazardous waste (HHW), such as antifreeze, pool
chemicals, oil, batteries and paint

Community piles
Materials placed in the Bagster bags

Materials such as bricks, concrete, dirt, rocks, asphalt and roofing
shinglesttiles

o Construction materials in excess of 25 pounds or over four feet
long

Metal or car parts in excess of 20 pounds or over four feet long
Tires, any shape or size

Glass such as windows, shower doors, patio doors, mirrors,
fluorescent tubes, etc.

Tree trunks or stumps larger than 12" in diameter

Appliances that use refrigerants such as freezers,
refrigerators and air conditioners

(Remember that the trash needs to be 5 feet away from any object,
behind the curb, and no larger than a pile 10 feet long, 9 feet wide and 6
feet high. If the pile runs up into your driveway expect to clean the area
above the sidewalk yourself.)
